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A Mecer Amufement, however odd it may feem, firft led me into this laborious Unﬂut:king. Tk
. a Country Retirement 1 often entertained my felf with continuing Sir Fames Ware's Account of

the Bifhops of fre/and, and in comparing the Emp/i/b Tranflation of all his Works with the Ori-
inal. In doing this I found the Tranflator had very often miftaken that Writer's Senfe, and perverted
is Meaning, which I frequently marked witha Pen. But finding thefe Errors endlefs, 1 was induced

to believe it would be ufeful to give my Authora new Englis Dreis, and to prefent him to the Publick
with the fame Truth and Fidelity, as he wrote ; which I am fure is the leaft that we owe to his Memory.

This being done, I found great Room for Additions to illuftrate both the Ecclefiaftical and Civil
Parts of our Hiftory. And for this purpofe I {et about fearching for Materials not only in all the pub-
lick Libraries, and Offices of Record in Dublin, but in the private Studies of Gentlemen, who fumified
me with feveral curious Books in print and Manufcript.

Among others, my Lord Bifthop of Clogher, (whois always ready to encourage every thing relating
to the Honour or Intereft of his Country,) gave me free leave to make Extraéts out of his valuable
Collections relating to Jfreland 5 which, as 1 am informed, his Lordfhip intends to depofite in fome
publick Library at Dwblin, for the general Advantage of the Em'dgdnm. The Library of Doflor Wil-
fiam King, late Archbithop of Dublin, afforded me much ufeful Matter through the whole Work -
SomeColle€tions of this learned Prelate out of the publick Records, the Reader will find frequently men-
tioned in the following Sheets, under the Title of, King's Collefiions. Nor was I without Aids from the
antient Regiltries of the See of Armagh, in the cuftody of his Grace the Lord Primate.

The Manuferipts of Doftor Dudley Loftus concerning Ireland have been not long fince difchvered ly-
ing in an oblcure Corner of the publick Library inDublin, founded and endewed by Primute Mar/s, and
being firft carefully bound, are now depofited theremn. This curious Repofitory of Learning, I muft
thankfully own, I found always open to me; as indeed it is to all Lovers of Books at the moft conve-
nient Hours, without Delay or Difficalty. The Manufcripts of Primate Ufsber and others in the Col-
lege Library were much confulted by me, and are well worth the perufal of all perfons who are ftu-
dious in Antiquity.

The many curious original Records and other Manuicriptsin the Archives of Chriff Church, Dnblin;
were readily laid open to me by a very worthy Member of that Chaprer by direttion of the Dean
atid the whole Body ; who have certainly great !lerit from the Church of Ireland, but more eipe-
cially from the Diocele of Dublin, for preferving the only original Records of Ecclehaftical Matters in
this Kingdom (that we know of) from being entirely loft ; by procuring the moit ufeful to be fairly
tranfcribed, and the whole digefted into gocj Order by a skiltul Hand. Thefe have furnifhed me with

feveral valuable Materials for the Work now prefented to the World, and enabled me to correét many
Errors in Chronology. Here alfo I wuwfu]:pﬁed with all the ancient Arms of the Bifhops and Chapters

taken from the original Impreflions in Wax flill pendent to feveral old Inflruments aiter many Ages

Thefe and all @ ier_Places from whence I had Materials for this or the enfuing Volumes, I have
mgﬂ-ant'.l}r re to at the Bottom of every Page ; taking care all along to give my Authority for what
1 deliver.

In making the Ecclefiaftical Part of this Work the firft Volume of my Undertaking, I follow thé
Steps of my Author ; who in 1626 publifhied a Book intitled, Archiepifcoporum Caffelenfium et Tuarmen-
Sfrum witee. This was the firft Treatife he publifhed concerning Irelard : which was followed two Years
after by another Ttatt, intitled, De Prajulibus Lagenia. And after the Reftoration he compleated the
whole under the general Title of, Commentarius de Preefulibus Hibernia 3 upon which OccationDoélor
Fobn Parry, aftéerwards Bifhop of Offery, wrote a Panegeryecal Epiitle to the Author in excellent Latin,
which was prefixed to the Book, The Tranilation of this Piece into Engli/s is now attempted ; becaufe
Bifhop Nickolfen in his Irifs -Hiltorical Library coMplains of its being negle€ted in the Emplih
Edition of Ware’'s Works publifbed in 1705. There is alfo added to this, a I ranflation made by the
Rev. Mr. William Dunkin of a Latin Copy of Verfes addreffed to the Author by Doétor Fuller, Bifhop
of Limerick, And here I muit take Occafion to own my Obligations to this ingenious Gentleman for
moft of the Poetical Tranflations of the whole Work.

In perufing the following Sheets theReader will obferve, that I have raifed a Ia.rE: Superftrutture upon
the foundation laid by Sir Famesi# are: And this 1 found neceffary to be done, in orderto givein fome fort
aView of the Lives of feveral very eminent Men, who have thone at the Head of the Church of lreland,
and made a confiderableFigure i theWorld. He will find Examples of Heroick Virtue in the Accounts
of King, Foy, and Dopping, who to the hazard of their Lives, with a Courage and Zeal truly primitive,
defended our holy Reformed Religion in the perillous and infamous Reign of King 7ames the Second.

‘T'he Life of St. Patrick coft me fome extraordinary Pains, in comparing all that had been delivered
of him by others in infinite Volumes, in adjufting the feries of his Aétions to as near a chronological
Exatnefs as could be done, and above all in firipping theTruth from theFable in what had been handed
down to us of this venerable goodMan. Here and in other Parts of the Book the Reader will fee the un-
wearied Vigilance of our early Reformers from Heathenifm, their Probity, Courage, and Sincerity,
and the perieverance of the People of freland for {ome Centuries in the praftice of the firiteft moral
and religieus Duties, for which it is well known the Land was fo eminent abroad, as to be diftinguifhed
by the ‘Lide of she [f/and of Saints. He may fee the Agreement of their Doétrine and Dilcipline with
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that of the Church new happily eftablilhed. He may fee the gradual Declenfion of Virtue and Piety;
according to the Advances made by foreign Ecclefiafticks in erecting a {piritual Doniinionover us. He
may fee in feveral inftances how the Papal Authority-was intreduced and fupported by factious People;
on account of the Difputes that it raifed and fomented between King and People, and Subject and
Subjet; how monitrous it grew, till at length it overwhelmed Religion itfelf, and caufed it to center
net in the i:ra&it:: of the Gofpel Precepts, butin a fervile Submiffion to the Bifhop of Raome, and a to-
tal Compliance with his abfolute Will and Plealure,

- On the other hand, under Archbifhop Brewme and in other Places may be feen how refolutely thefe
Ufurpations were oppofed, the Yoke thrown off, and ina word, Religion reftored, as to the main Sy-
ftem of it, to the fame State and Condition in which the primitive Preachers ot the Chriffian Dotlrine
among us had left it .

I have examined into that fierce and tedious Difpute between the Archbifhops of Armagh and Dublin
about the Right of Primacy, from the firft Rife thereof down to the final Decifion of it in the Reign of
King Charles the Firlt, which may be fcen under Walter FTorfe, Archbithop of drmagh.

The Reader will find the Account of the Bifhops of Glendaloch (fuch as itis) to be entirely new ; it is
carried down from the early Ages of Chriftianity in Jreland to the Union of it with Dublinig the begin-
ning of the thirteenth Century. I have taken it from Martyrologies for the moft part ; which is the
beft Authority we can have for fuch Matters at fo greata diffance from the prefent time. There isalfo
a Catalogue in fonte fort of the Bifhops of Mayo, and Jnifcathy ; Andmany Prelates, whom Sir James
IFare had omitted, are inferted throughout the Work in their proper Places.

‘There are many Topographical Notes alfo added to fhew the Situations of feveral antient Places in
Treland. which are not now generally known, on account of new Names being given to them, and the
old ones intirely antiquated.

By introducing thus whatever related to my Subject I have gone far beyond my Author's Defign ;
which being only to make a Catalogue of the Names and Preferments of all the Bifhops, afforded little
to us either ufeful or entertaining. I bave alfe tranfplanted into this Velume the 16th and 2g9th Chap-
ters of his Antiquities ; becanfe I thought this the propereft Place for them to appear in. The firfk
Treats of the antient Difpofition of the Bithopricks of Jreand, which is printed after the Pre-
face; and the latter, of the Foundation of the feveral Cathedrals, may be found at the beginning of
every See.

All that is new in this Volume is inclofed within Crotchets [ ] and I intend to follow the fame Me-
thod in the two fucceeding Volumes. By thefe means 1 preferve a Conneétion in the narrative Part,
and keep the Author's Work intire ; which to the beft of my Skill is faithfully tranflated. There are
a few Places. T think, where this Method could nat be well puriued, becaufe the Matter was too co-
pious, namely in the Lives of St. Patrick, Archbifbop Ufiber, and Bramball.

Here I beg leave to return my fincere Thanks to his Grace the Lord Primate, the Right Reverend
the Bifhops, with the Deans and Chapters, who have generoufly adorned and encouraged this Volume,
by giving Copper-plates of fuch Cathedrals as are feverally inferibed to them. - My Benefattors Names
appear on the Face of every Plate. I procured a few more to be done at my own Expence, together
with the Arms of the Bifhops and Chapters, for a further Embellifhment of the Work, and to make
it more compleat. ‘The Head of Sir 7 ames Ware, who is allowed even by Foreigners to have deferved
extremely well from the Publick, having never been engraved, I fent an original Piture in pofleflion
of his Grandfon tothe beft Hand in London, to have a Plate done from it ; a Print of which is prefixed
to the Book ; and as to a particular Account of this honourable and learned Man, 1 have refei
for the fecond Volume, where it will appear among theWriters of Jreland of the laft Century.
Clergyman of this City, (w Medefty, I very well know, will not fuffer me to name him) for his
chearful Advice and Affiftance in fupplying me with many Materials, and fettling many Points to -my
Satisfuction, that had given me fome Perplexity.

= There 1s one Confequence, that hath followed fuch a Legendary way of wri-
~ting ; which had Authors of this Turn forefeen, would probably have made them

more cautious in this Point. Miracles are Things of fo extraordinary a Nature,
~ that they muft be very well attefted, in order to gain Credit among Men, But
thefe Writers, by introducing them upon every frivolous Occafion, without Num-
ber, Meafure, or Ufe, have called the Truth of every Thing they relate into
Queftion ; and in this Cafe have brought into Difcredit, and even Ridicule, the
real Miracles, which perhaps this Holy Man might have wrought. The lavifh
Ufe they have made of them, ferveth only to opprefs the Faith 3 asa Profgfion
of Scents overpowereth the Brain. By this great Indifcretion, they have made
their Writings to be generally looked upon, as intirely Fabulous ; and their un="
. {kilful Managengengy hathonly ferved to bring our great Patron into Contempt. I
~Wwilknot Troublethe Reader with my private Opinion as to the-Truth of his Mi-
racles; which is a Point-that may admit of much-Difpute, ‘without any great Be-
pefit. On onc fide it may be urged, that as God infpired him with the Glorious
Refolution of adventuring himfelf, toreclaim an infidel and barbarous People to
Chriftianity 3 {o he armed him with'all the neceflary Powers and Virtues 1o go
through fo great a Work. There may feem to be the fame N:ccﬂ_itjr}?iir'tﬁis In-
ftance, as in thofe of the Apoftles ; the End and Intention of their Miffion being
the fame.

¢ Place of his Father’s Habitation was near the Town of Empthor, bounding
¢ on the Irifb Sea.” From this Defcription, Ufiber ° points out the very Spot
where he was born; at a Place called, after him, Kirk-Patrick, or Kil-Patrick,
between the Caftle of Dunbriton, and the City of Glafcow ;5 where the Rampart,
which feparated the Barbarians from the Romans, terminated. Fiech, ® Bifhop of
Sletty, layeth it down, (asa thing granted) that he was born at Nemtbur, which
his Shcoliaft a calls, Alciuide; Bede , * Alcluith 3 and Hoveden®, Alcluit s a forlified
City of the Britons 3 now known by the Name of Dunbritor. But I muit dif-
fent from that Scholiaft, that Nempthur and Alcluid were the fame Place ;
though it muft be granted they ftood near each other ; as appears by a Paffage in
Foceline*. = *¢ Erat inn quodam, &c.~—T here was on a Promontory hanging over
“¢ the Town of Empthur, a certain Fortification, whofe Ruins are yet vifible, &c. ™,
—And a little after. ¢ This cclebrated Place, feated in the Valley of Clud, is
¢ in the Language of the Country called, Dunbreaton, that is, the Fort of the
¢ EBritons,

§ 3. He tells us himfelf, ® that he was born of a good Family.—~= Ingenuus fus
Secundum Carnem— His Father was Calpburnius *, a Deacon, who was the Son of
Potitus * a Prieft. From whence may be obferved, that the Clergy were not re-
ftrained from Matrimony 1n that Age: Unlefs we are content with Focelineg's ¥
groundlefs Affertion (which is not mentioned by the early Writers of St. Patrick’s
Life) that both his Father and Grandfather took Orders afrer their Children were
born. His Mother Concheffa, was, asfome fay =, the Sifter, others, * more proba-
b]?‘,’ :]_]_E Ni:ce of ._.q!:._ ..:Tf-.lﬂfi-f_#; Piﬂlgﬂ_ﬂf fqﬂr_h The antient Sﬂhﬂliﬂﬂ: b on thﬂ
Hymn of Fiech faith, that he had one Brother, the Deacon Sazannus, and five
Sifters, Lupita, Tigris, Liemania, Darerca, and Cinnenum.

§. 4. Asthere were various Opinions concerning his Country, fo Wrriters differ
much as to the Time of his birth. William of Malmefbury, © Adam of Domer-
bam, and Fobn? the Monk of Glafienbury, (who are quoted and followed by Al
ford and Crefy,) Place his Birth in 361 ;3 with whom Staniburft agrees ; and all
of them follow Probus, on whom we cannot depend, if we take the Character
given of him by Gabriel Pennotus®: For he calls him, ¢ a trifling Writer, one
¢ manifeftly convinced of Falfhood, that he hath inferted many old Women’s
¢« Tales in his Work, and Numbers of Paffages abfurd, and foreign from Gof-
¢¢ pel Truth.” His Error fecms to be grounded on an eager Endeavour, to ftretch
Sc. Patrick’s Life to a longer Period, than what the beft Writers of it have done:
For he makes him 132 Years old at the Time of his Death, in 493, which car-

ries the Account back to the Time affigned by him for his Birth, Colgan* thinks
the Number 132 a Typographical Error, inftead of 122: But I think it better
accounted for this way ;3 and efpecially as Probus repeats it in two different Para-
graphs : And in this #illiam of Malmefbury differs from Probus ; for he placeth
his Death in 472, in the Hundred and eleventh Year of his Age. The Annals of
Conaught are yet more grofly miftaken, in affigning his Birth to the Year 336.
Henry of Marleburg * fays he wasborn in 376, Joceline®, in 370 3 but Florence of

Yet with Reyerence to thele great Authorities, I muft take
 the Liberty to fix his birth a Year later, . e, in 373 on the s5th of April. For
the moft commonly received Opinion is (with which Ufsber, ' in another part of
his Work agrees) thatSt. Patrick lived but 120 Years, and that he died in 4935
from which Subftract 120, and it leaves 373, the Year of his Birth: And this is
farther confirmed by the old Iri/b Book of §ligo, as quoted by Ujsher,m ¢ Ferid
¢ guartd S. Patricius natus, renatus, & denatus. — Thar St, Patrick was born,
¢ baptized, and died on the fourth Day (7iz.) Wednefday.” Now the sth of
April 373 fell on Wednefday, or the Ferid quartd, and confequently was his
Birth-Day that Year.

~A.D. 373.§. 5. Having cleared up the Place and Time of his Birth, I fhall now
proceed. He was not called Patrick, at his Baptifm,as Foceline » faich, but Succatb,
which the old Scholiaft © on the Hymn of Fiech, interprets in the Britifp Language,
to fignifie, Valiant in War. O’-Swllevan ® (to adapt the Name the better to his
Scheme of making him a Bafs-Bretagne) tells us, he was named at his Baptifm,
Soucbet ; for, faith he, Souch, in the old French, fignifieth Truncus, a Stock of a Tree,

§. 6. 1 fhall pals over his Infancy, without taking Notice of any of the
Miracles afcribed to him, by the Legend-Writers of his Life. His Contem-
porary, the venerable Fiech, is filent, as to this Particular ; and St. Patrick * hims
felf, afcribes his Captivity to his Ignorance of the true God, and his Difobedience
to his Commands. He was educated f with great Care and Tendernefs by his
Parents 3 and his fweet and gentle Behaviour rendered him the Delight and Admis
ration of all his Neighbours. _

A. D. 389. §. 7. He was jult advanced into his fixteenth Yeart, when he
was taken Captive: the Manner of which is thus related by the before-men-
tioned Scholiaft ¢, and by the Author of the Tripartite life * of St. Patrict (fup-~
pofed to be, St. Evin)—His Father, Mother, Brothe?, and five Sifters undertook
a Voyage to Aremoric Gaul (fince called Bafs-Bretagne) to vifit the Relations of
his Mother Concheffa. It happened about this time, that the feven Sons of Faf7-
mude, fome Briti/h Prince, were banifhed, and took to the Sea; that making an
inroad into Aremoric-Gaul, they took Patrick, and . his Sifter Lupita (fome®

and fold Patrick to Milcho-Mac-Huanan, a Petty Prince of Dalaradia®; and Lupita
they fold into Conal-Mauirtbemnet. Others wtell the Story in a different Manner,
and with a better Face of probability ; That the Romans having left Britain,
mnaked and defencelefs, its Inhabitants became an eafy Prey to their troublefom
Neighbours, the Zrifb ; and that our Saint fell into the Hands of fome of thefe Pi-
rates, and was carried into Jreland. But in this they all agree, and he himfelf *
confirms it, that he continued Captive in Ireland fix Years, He wasfold to Milcha
and hi§ three Brothers, which gave the occafion of changing his Name into
Cotbraig, v or rather Ceathir-Tioh, becaufe he ferved four Mafters ; Ceathir figni-
fying four, and Zigh, a Houfe or Family.— Milcho, obferving the Care and Di-
ligence of this new Servant; bought out the Shares of his Brothers, and made him
his own Property, He fent him to feed his Hogs on Slizu-Mis, (|and St. Patrick
himfelf *tells us his behaviour in this Office: “ My conftant Bufinefs was to
“ feed the Hoggs. I was frequent in Prayer ; the love apd fear of God more

*“ and more inflamed my Heart ; my Faith was enlarged, and my Spirit aug-
** mented ; fo that I faid an hundred Prayers by Day, and almoft as many by
“ Night. I arofe before Day to my Prayers, in the Snow, in the Froft,
““ in the Rain; and yet I received no Damage ; nor was I affefted with

*¢ Slothfulnefs ; for then the Spirit of God was warm within me.,” It was here
he perfected himfelf in the Zri/h Language ; the wonderful Providence of God
vifibly appearing in this inftance of his Captivity ; rhat he fhould have the oppor=
tunity in his. tender Years of hecoming well-acquainted with the Language;
Manners, and Difpofitions of that Pﬂop[f:, to whom he was intended, as a future
Apoftle. Poffibly the ignorance, in thefe particulars; of his Predeceffor Pala.
dins, might have been the caule of his Failure in the like Attempt. 21

A. D. 395. §. 8. He continued fix whole Years*in Servitude; and in the feventh
wasreleafed. There feems to have been a Law in Jreland for this purpofe, agreea-
ble to the Inftitution of Ma/es ;  that a Servant fhould be releafed the feventhYear;©
as it is faid in an antient Life of St. Patrick, fuppofed to be written by Patrick
janiory in another, afcribed to Elerame the Wife ; and in the tripartite Life be-
fore mentioned. The Writers, who deal in the Marvellous, tell you, that the Angel
Vittor appeared to him, and bid him obferve one of his Hogs, who fhould roof
out of the Ground a Mafs of Money, fufficient to pay his Ranfom.

§.11. Not to mention what Writers © have faid that Fames, the Son of Zebedee,
arrived in Ireland, and preached the Gofpel there in the 41t Year of Chrift ; nor
the Dreams of others, ? who would make us indebted to a Pi&i/h Woman for our
“Converfion, about the Year 335: It is certain there were many Chriftians in Jre-
dand, before the Arrival of Palladiusin 431, or of St. Patrick the Year following.
St. Kieran, St. Ailve, St. Declan and St. Ihar, whom Ufsber e calls the Precurfors
or Forerunners of St. Patrick, are pregnant Proofs of this. They were of the
Birth of Wreland, from whence they travelled to Rome, in fearch of Education
and Learning ;5 where they lived fome Years, were ordained, and returned home
about the Year 402, That there were fome few Chriftians in 7reland, even before
this Time, may be gathered from the Lives of St. Declan and St. Ailbe, as they
are quoted by Ufsber :* For Declan is there faid to have been baptized by one
Colman, a Prieft, and Ailbe by a Chriftian Prieft, poflibly the fame Co/man ; and
Declan, when he was {even Years old, was put under the Tuition of Dymma, a
Religious Chriftian, to learn to Read ; and Cairbre was his School-Fellow. The
Writer of the Life of St.Kieran, publithed by Colgan, ! fays, ¢ that he was bap-
¢ tized in Rome, in the 30th Year of his Age; that he continued there 20 Years,
“ and on hisreturn to JZreland about the Year 402, St. Patrick being then on his
¢ Journey to Rome, met him in Italy, and the Saints of God rejoiced.” It feems
that thefe early Preachers confined their Labours to particular Places, in which
they had confiderable Succefs ; but fell very fhort of converting the Body of the
Nation. However they fowed the Seed, which St. Patrick came after to Water:
And we fhall fee in the Scquel, that St, Patrick was fo well fatisfied with the Pro-
grefs they made in their particular Diftricts, in Munfler, that this was the laft Pro-
vince in Ireland he thought proper to vifit.. That there were many Chriftians in
Ireland at this Period, feems to be confirmed by Profper, * who in giving an Ac-
count of the Miffion of Palladius, fays, ¢ That he was ordained by Pope Celeftin,
“¢ and fent the firft Bifhop to the Scors believing in Chrif® This Paflage can
mean nothing elfe, but that Palladius, born in Britain, was fent to the Scots (1. e.
the Irifh) who had already formed Churches under Kieran, Ailbe, Declan and Jbar -

and fo the Bifhop of St. 4/aph “expounds it. ‘This then was the next Attempt that
was made . for the Converflion of the Irifh. Palladius engaged in a more ample
and extenfive Defign than his Predeceffors ; yet he failed in the Execution of it,
ftayed but a fhort Time in Ireland, and did nothing worth remembring. He
converted however a few, and is faid to have founded three Churches. But he had
not Courage to withftand the Fiercenefs of the Heathen 7/ ; nor Abilities, for
want of the Language, proper for the Work, Nathi, the Son of Garchon, an
Irifb Prince, oppofed his preaching; upon which Paf{mﬁus left the Kingdom,
and died in the Land of the Pif7s, on the 15th of December 4 31. This great
Work was referved for St. Patrick, to whofe Actions it is Time to return.

* {tian.” Now, as Bifhop Llsyd * Judicioufly reafons, this cannot witch any probabi-
lity be affirmed of Palladius, but of fome other Bifhop 5 who, by confent of all the
Antients, was Patrick, fent to the Iri/b by the Pope after the Death of Pailadius «
And there was a fufficient Space of Time between the 15/50f December, the Day
on which Palladius died, and the 6/h of April, onwhich Pope Celeftin died, for
the Pope to hear of the Death of the firft Miffionary, and to fend Patrick to fuc-
ceed him; and there was alfo Time enough in the Year 431, before the 15th of
December, for Palladius to receive his Commiffion at Rome, to try what he could.

‘Alford, Creffy,and other Writers, following the Authority of .ff/ifﬁarn ﬂfiMafm;f?:m::v,
and of Fobn the Monk of Glaftenbury before quoted, place his Arrival in Ireland, in
425 ; but this plainly contradicts the more early Writers, He ha:pp:l? began his
Miniftry by the Converfion and Baptifm of Sineil®, a great Man in that Country,
the Grandfon of Finchad 3 who ought to be remembred, as he was the frft Fruits of
St Patricks Miflion in Jreland 5 or the firft of the Zrifb Converted by him. He was
the 8¢b in Lineal Defcent from Cormac Kingof Leinfier, and afterwards came to
be enumerated among the Saints hof Ireland. Nathi the Son of Garchon, and
King of that Diftri¢t, who the Year before had frighted away Palladius, in vain
attempted to terrify Patrick, by oppofing and contradiéting his Doétrine,
From hence he bent his Courfe to a Caftle near the Sea, called Rato-Fnbber, + near
the Mouth of the River Bray. Butthe Pagans of thofe Parts rofe up, and drove
him to his Ship; and then he failed to an Ifland on the Coaft of the County of
Dublin, which after him is called, Inis-Pbadruig, and by the Englifh, Holm-
Patrick, to this Day ; where he and his Companions refted after their Fa-
ticues. - |

E; 17. From Inis-Patrick, he failed Northward, to that Part of Ulfter, cal
led, Ulidia ||, and put in at Fnbber-Slaing-Bay*. W hen he and his Fellow Labousers
had Landed ; Dichu, the Son of Trichem, Lord of the Country, being informed
that they were Pirates, came out with armed Men in order to kill them : But be-
ing ftruck with the venerable Appearance of St. Patrick; he gave him Audience,
and liftning attentively to the Word of Life preached by him, he changed his
wicked Pﬁp@ﬁi“ﬁﬂin‘mﬁﬂ' was baptized ; and brought over all his Eamily
to the Faith : It is further obferved of him, that he was the firft Perfon in Uljler
who embraced Chriftianity. But this was not all ; he dedicated the Land, where-
on his Converfion was wrought, to God ; where 2 Church was built, which got
the Name of Sgibol, or Sabball'-Phadruig,** i. e. the Barn of Patrick 5 and is faid
to be extended from North to South, contrary to the uiual Form of Churches,
after the figure of the Barn dedicated by Dichu : And this Church was afterwards
converted into an Eminent Monaftery. Thefe were the Tranfactions of the Year

18, Early in the Year 433, St. Patrick left Sabball, and travelled
Northwards by Land to Clanebois, in Dalaradia, to endeavour the Converfion of his
old Mafter Milcho, whofe Service he had left 38 Years before. But this obftinate
Prince, hearing of the great Succels of St. Patrick’s preaching, and athamed to be
perfuaded, in hisold Age, to forfake the Religion of his Anceftors, (efpecially

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by onewho had been his Servant) made a Funeral Pile of his Houfe andG oods, and

by the Inft*ig:.riun of the Enemyof Mankind, burned himfelf therein. Thus moft
of the Writers of the Life of St. Patrick relate this Event. But the Tripartite Au-
thor * adds, that Gua/ai?, the Son of Milcho, and two of his Daughters, both called,

Lmeria, were converted, and baptized. The former became afterwards Bifhop
of Granard,in the Antient Teffiat: And the two Daughters took theVeil at Cluain -
broin, in the Neighbourhood of it.— St. Patrick f was forely affliced at this rafh
Action of Milcho, and is {aid to have ftood three Hours filent, and in Tears. It
put a ftop to his further Progrefs Northward, at this Time : He returned to /nis |,
the Habitation of Dichu; by the fame Road he came ; he made the Circuit of that
whole Territory ; and init the Faith began greatly to increafe.

- §. 18. He took his Leave of Dichu, and bent his Courfe Southward by Sea,
keeping the Coalt on his right Hand ; and arrived at Pors-Colbdi, ** where he
landed, and committed the Charge of his Veflel to his Nephew Luman, defi-
ring him to wait for him there forty Days; while he and his Difciples were travel-
ling into the Inner-parts of the Country to preach the Gofpel. His Intention ¢ in
this Journey was; to celebrate the Feftival of Eafter in the Plains of Bregia 1, and
to be in the Neighbourhood of the great Triennial Convention at Tarab, which

at this Seafon was to be held by King Leogair, and all his Tributary Princes, No-
bles and Druids, or Pagan Priefts. St. Patrick juftly thought, that whatever im-

preflions be made here muft have an Influence on the whole Kingdom: And there-
fore being armed with unfhaken Fortitude, he determined not to be abfent from
a Place, where his Prefence was foneceflary. In his Way he took up his Lodg-
ings at the Houle of the holpitable Sefgnenin Afeath, who kindly received and
welcomed him. St. Patrick preached Chrift and his Do&trine to him : He believ-
ed and was baptized with his whole Family. * Sefpnen had a little Son, of a fweet
and gentle Difpofition, whom St. Palrick named Benignus, (Binen, that is {weet
in Irifb) from the Qualities he obferved in him. See more of this young Chri-
ftian among the Succeffors of St: Patrick in the See of Armagh. '
- §. 19. From the Houfe of Szfpnen; he moved Weftward, and arrived, on the
Eveof Eafler, at Ferta-fir-feic*®, on the North Banks of the River Boyne ; where
he refted in a Tent errected for Shelter ; refolving there to prepare for the next Days

Solemnity uv. It was penal for any Perfon at the Time of the Celebration of this

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Solemn Convention at Tarab, to Kindle a Fire in the Province, before the Kings
Bonefire firft appeared. St.' Pairick, either not knowing, or not minding this
Law, lighted up a Fire before his Booth, which, although eight Miles diftant from
Tarab, was very vifible. It was feen, with Aftonifhment, from Court, and the
Druids informed the King, that if he did not immediately extinguifh this Fire,
he who kindled it and his Succeflors, fhould hold the Principality of Ireland for
ever : which hath hitherto happened to be a true Prediction of thefe Heathen Prielts,
in a Primatial and Spiritual Principality.

§. 20. The King difpatched Meflengers to bring Patrick before him ; and
gave his pofitive Orders, that no Body fhould prefume to rife out of his Seat, or
pay him the leait Honour., But Erc, the Son of Dego, ‘ventured to difobey this
command. He arofe, and offered the Holy Father his Seat. St. Patrick preach-
ed to him, and Converted him. He became a Perfon of great Sanclity, and
Afier fome Time was Confecrated by St. Patrick, Bifthopof S/ain*. The Day
following, when St. Patrick and two of his Difciples, appeared unexpectedly at
Court, and preached to the King and all his Nobles; Dubtach, the King’s Poet
Taureat payed Honour and Refpeét to St. Patrick, and was converted by his
preaching. Fiech, a young Poet, who was under the Tuition of Dubtach, was alfo
converted, and afterwards made Bifhop of Sles£y; and is faid to have been the Author
of that Poem compofed in praife of St. Patrick, of which mention hath been made
before. . Aifelm Yy Archbifthop of Canterbury, relates the Converfion of Fisgar, the
Son of Clito (one of the Nobles atthis Affembly) in the fame Manner. The Queen
alfo and many others of the Court, became Chriftians 3 and -aithough the King *

held out for a long Time, with great obftinacy; yet at laft he fubmitted to e
baptized. St. Patrick is fiid here to have wrought many Miracles : There could
not indeed (according to the Schemes of humane Wifdom) have happened a more
weighty Octafion for God Almighty’s fupporting this Preacher by Miracles, than
when the colleétive Body of the whole Nation were affembled together ; from
whofe Report and Conviétion, the Influences of his Doftrine and Works muft
necefarily fpread through the Kingdom. But I fhall wave relating the particu-
lar Miracles, and refer the Reader for them to the feveral Writers of his Life pub-
lithed by Jobn Colgan®. = = '~ i Progse 16s

" §. 21. From Tarab he proceeded next to Talten, not far fromthence, atthe Sea-
fon of the Royal Diverfions *. Here he preached to Cairbre and Conall, the two
Brothers of KingLeogair: The former received him with great Indignity, and Obfti-
nately fhut his Ears againfthis Doétrine. But Conall believed and was baptized, and
gave St. Patrick a Place to build a Church on. This Conall was Great-Grand-Fa-

her to Columb-Kill. ~ He fpent the remainder of this Year in Meath and Loutb,

and the Countries adjoining 3 preaching and converting great Numbersof People.
A.D. 434. § 22. TheWriters of his Life have fo jumbled hisActions abput this

time, that itis a difficult tafk todifpofethem under their proper Years. But we are told

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that having given his Benediction to his dear Friend Conall, (as Foceline v calls
him) in the beginning of the Year 434 he took leave of AMeath; and travelled into
Conaught ; not forgetting the Oracular Dream ¢, or Vifion before mentioned by
which he thought himfelf more particularly called to the Converfion of thofe
Parts. In his Way, he happened to meet the two Daughters of King Leggair o,
Etbne the Fair, and Fedeline, the Ruddy; who were educated under the Tuition of
two Druids, Mael and. Caplait. He preached to them the Words of Truth -
They heard him; were converted and baptized, together with their Tutors, The
Lives of thefe Ladies have been publifthed by 7obn Colgan ¢; and Probus f hath given
us at large the Sermon, which, he faith, St. Patrick preached to them.

§. 23. The Seafon of Lent approaching, St. Patrick withdrew into a high
Mountain on the Weftern Coaft of Conaught, called,Cruachan- Aichle®, to be more
at Leifure for Contemplation and Prayer. The Writers® of his Life tell us, (and
we leave the Relation to their Credit) that, in Imitation of our Saviour, Moy/es,
and Elias, he here fafted forty Days, without taking any kind of Suftenance,
Yoceline Bgoes further ““ that to this Place he gathered together the feveral Tribes
¢¢ of Serpentsand venemous Creatures, and drove them headlong mnto the Weftern
¢ Qceany and that from hence hath proceeded that Exemption, which Jreland en~
¢¢ joys, from all poifonous Reptiles,” We feem to owe the Story of this Bleffing,
and confiderable Priviledge, to this Monk of Furnes, a Writer of the y2th Centu-
ry : Fornone of the earlierWriter’s of St. Patrick’s Life, have mentioned one Word,
of it, that I know of. Solinus, who wrote fome Hundred Years before St, Pa-
trick’s Arrival in Ireland, takes Notice of this Exemption; and Jﬁdﬂr:iﬂiﬂmp
of Seville, in the 7th Century copies after him:<The venerable Bede & in the 8th
Age mentions this Quality, but is filent as to the Caule ; and o is Donar, 'Bifhop
of Fefule, near Florence, who in defcribing his Country (Ire/and) hath thefe Lines,

Cambrenfis™ treats this Story as a Fable, and even the credulous Colgan® gives
it up. Frorh thefe Teftimonies arife unanfwerable Arguments to prove, that this
Exemption is owing to the Nature and Quality of the Air or Soil, or to fome
other unknown Caufe ; and not to the Virtues of our Patron, which have no need
to be fupported by the Inventions of Yoceline. Yet David Roth,° titular Bifhop
of OJfory; hath beat the Air through a long Chapter, in Defence of this Fables
but hath not offered one folid Argument upon the Occafion. He cites the Tra-
ditions of the Iri/b, the Ecclefiaftical Offices, and the Opinionsof Writers, For-
reign and domeftick, antient and modern. - Butto give Weight to his Argument,
he fhould have thewed, that thefe Traditions, Offices, and Opinions were much
«Antienter than Foceline, or fupported by fome Writer, who lived near the time of
St. Patrick; which was not in his Power to do. They are all Authorities of a
later Date than Foceline, and probably copied from him. The Obje&ions, which
David Roth 'raifeth to the Teftimony of Solinus, have as flender a Foundation in
Reafon. . For Solinus (faith he) not only mentions this Exemption of Ireland
«¢ from venomous Creatures ; but fays further, that in Jreland there are few
¢¢ Birds, and no Bees; and therefore concludes, that as he is miftaken in thefe
¢¢ Jatter Particulars, fo he is not to be believed in the former.,” But this way of
reafoning ftrikes at the Credit of all prophane Hiftory ; none being exempt from
Error. Befides, although we have plenty of Birds and Bees now; yet it may
admit of fome Queftion, whether we had very many in the Age of Solinus. The
Britons in theTime of Cefar ® had no Corn, efpecially in the Inland Countries s
but lived on Milk and Flefh, The Food of the antient Iri» was for the moft
part Milk, Butter and Herbs ; from whence S/7abo 4 calls them woledyer, Herb
Eaters. If then there was a fcarcity of Corn among the J7if in the Days of
Solinus; it may feem to follow, that there could be no very great Plenty of Birds;
fince there was not fufficient Food for the Support of the feveral Tribes of them 3
efpecially fuch as lived on Corn: and it may be obferved at this Day,- that Birds

abound moft in the Corn Countries of the Kingdom. There are feveral Species
of Birds among us now, which were unknown to our Anceftors; and particu-
larly the Magpie firft vifited us within the Memory of Man, As to what Solimus
mentions, that there were no Bees in Jreland at the Time he wrote, I fhall not

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takeupon me to defend the Fact ; butonly obferve, that Modomnoc or Dominic of
Offry, who flourifhed about the middle of the 6th Century, is, by the Writer of
his Life, (publifhed by Colgan) * faid to be the firft, who brought Bees (or at leaft
a Particular fort of Bees) into Ireland 3 which Cambrenfis, ¢ Peter Lombard * the
Calendar * of Cafbell, the Author v of the Life of St, David, Bifhop of Menevia,
St. AEngus, * and many others confirm. I do not offer either of thefe Arguments
as conclufive : But will venture to affirm, that they carry as great Weight, as
any thing David Roth hath offered in Defence of Foceline. But to returnto St,

Patrick.
§. 24. Having finithed his Devotions on Mount Aichle, he defoended into the

Plain, to forward the Work of his Miffion 3 and having preached and converted
great Numbers here, he celebrated the Feftival of Eafter. In this Place he founds

¢d a Church in the Territory of Umalia,t or Hy-Malia, called Acbad-Fobbair 1
and placed over it oneof his Difciples, the bumble Senach ; who was fo little fond

of vain Glory; that he made a requeft, that the Church might not be called after
his Name.

§. 25. From hence he moved Northward, until he came to Tir-Amalgaid ; **
all the way preaching and converting Multitudes. It was in this Territory the
‘Wood of Fuociut || ftood 3 concerning the Inhabitants of which he had the lively
" Dream before-mentioned, > He looked upon this, asthe Place, to which he was
more particularly appointed ; and did not fail to lay hold of the Opportunity,
which here prefented itfelf : For the feven® or, (asfome®fay), the Twelve Song
of Amalgaid, contending about a Succeffor to the Throne of their Father, had here

convened all the Nobles and People in that Province to Council. He preached
with boldnefs among them, and is faid to have Miracles for their

Converfion, efpecially among the Druids, or Heathen Priefts. The Writers © of
his Life fay, (with whom Nennius, ¢ and Mattbew of Weftminfier Agree 5 ) that he
baptized in one Day, the feven Sons of Amalgaid, and twelve Thoufand befides 3
poflibly a certain for an uncertain Number : St. Patrick < himfelf mentions many
Thoufands as converted on this Occafion. Among this People, he planted a
Church, and placed over it, Mancenus, £ a religious and devout Man, and one
qell exercifed in the Holy Sceiptures. It would be a tedious Journey to Travelwith

#4%, inthat Partof it, called now the County of Sligoe; of which he made St.
Bron, Bifhop. From hence he travelled along the Maritime Coafts of the North
of Conaught by Shigeach +, Drumcliabh | and Roffclogher,®, untill he arrived at
Magh-Ean 1+, inthe South Parts of Tirconnel in Ulfter, where he continued {fome
time, and founded a Church, called Domnach-Mor-Magh-Ean, or the great Church
of Magh-Ean. From hence he croflfed the Earn, near EafioaorAfbro, T and pai-
led through all Tirconnell, preaching, converting and planting Churches every
where, untill he arrived at Ailech-Neid, 11 the Seat and Refidence of Prince Qwen,
oneof the Sonsof King Neill ; whom he converted, with all his Family. He gene-
rally addreffed himfelf firft to the Princes amd great Men ; wifely judging, that the
Populace would be eafily prevailed on to follow their Leaders. From the Peniufula
of Inis-Eoghain*t or Inis-Owen, he pafied the Foyl. *|, between Derry and the
Lough, and came to the River Fochmuine Il 3 about which Neighbourhood he
continued feven Wecks, and fonnded as many Churches: and then returned
into [nis-Eoghain, the fame Way ; and Travelling Northwards continued therea
about the River Bredach+1 forty Days ; where he founded the Church of Domnach-
Bile§ 5 and reclaimedthefe Northern Parts of the Peninfula to Chriftianity. From
thence paffing over the narrow Frith, at the North end of Lough-Foyle, he kept
along the Shore, till he came to Diuncruthen®+* 5 where he founded a Church, and

§. 27. Then he paffed the River Bann, at Cuilratben+ 5 and made fome ftay
in the Territory of Lea, || where he formed the Refolution of Proceeding both
through Dalrieda and Dalaradia. In the former of thefe Territories he never had
been before ; and in Dalaradiz he made but a fhort ftay, when he thought fit to
retire from thence, being oppreffed with Grief for the cruel Fate of Milcho,
as before * is related. I fhall not follow him through thofe Diftriéts, but only ob-
lerve, that wherever he came, he preached the Gofpel, converted the Countries,
planted Churches, and eftablifhed Ecclefiaftical Difcipline. He f; pent two whole
Years in this Progrefs, from the T'ime he- left Conaught, untill he arrived at Lygh
or Ludba, now called outh.

A. D. 443 §. 28. He abode here fometime, at a Place, called afterwards from
him, Ard-Patrick, to the Eaft of the Town of Louth. He intended to have plan-
ted a Church, and to have fixed a Bifhop’s Seeat Louth 5 but was prevented herein
by the Religious Mochthe, ! who arriving from Britain at this Time, fet about
Building a Church here, and became himfelf firft Bifhop of Loutb.

§. 29. From hence he moved Northward to Clogher m 3 and founded there a
Church, anda Bifhop’s See ; which for fometime he governed himfelf ; but then
furrendered it to Mac-Cartin, the old Companion of his Travels both in Iraly and
Ireland 3 who is reckoned the firft Bifhop of Clagher.

A. D. 445. §. 30. His abode at Ardpatrick, and Clogher,and the Neighbouring;
Countries took up two Yearss and in 445 he moved to Druim-Sailech®, after-

wardscalled Armagh. Daire, the L.ord of the-TFerritory, made him a Prefent of the °
Place. » Here he laid out a City, large in Compafs, and-Bexuriful in Situation :
built a Cathedral, Monafteries, and other Religious Places; drew to it Inhabitants
both fecular and {fpiritual ; eftablithed Schools, and Seminaries of Education s and
determined to make it the Metropolitical and Primatial See of all Jreland. . But
this was not yet in his Power to accomplifh : Becaufe the greateft part of Leinfter
and Munjter had not been at this time reclaimed from Paganifm. #are o placeth
the Foundation of the Church of Armagh in 455 ;5 which furely muft be 2 Typo-
graphical Error 5 elfe that exact Writer muft be fuppofed to contradié Yimfelf
in the fame Page : For he fays, that St. Patrick committed the Care of the Church
of Armagh to Bexignus, ten Years after, and that Benigmus refigned in 465. By
which Account he muft be underftood to refign the See, at the fame time he was

A. D. 447. §. 31. His Labours every where met with fuch prodigious Succefs,
that he had not Hands fufficient to gather in fo large a2 Harvet. To obuin
therefore Coadjutors, and fellow Labourers for this pious Work, he croffed over.

{tants to him in the Converfion of the Jris ; and confecrated thirty of them Bi-
thops. Before he returned, he went to the Ifle of Man; and placed German,

one of his Difciples, a Bifhop there ; and vifited many of the Neighbouring If-

lands.
A. D. 448. §. 32. Hereturned into Ireland early in the Year following, and

vifited his new See of Armagh ; where, in Conjunction with Auxilius and Ifermnus,
he held a Synod, the Canons, r of which are yet extant. By the 675 of thefe Ca.
nons, the Wife of a Prieft was obliged, when abroad, to appear veiled ; by which
may be obferved ; that Celibacy was not then enjoined the Clergy. In the b5 are
the Footfteps of the Antient Combat for the Tryal of Truth ; it being there pro-
vided ; ¢ Thatif a Clerk became furety for a Heathen, and be deceived, he fhall
“ pay the Debt. For if he enters into the Lifts with him, he fhall be put out
¢¢ of the Pale of the Church.” The 14#blays a Penance on thofe, who fhould
have recourfe to Soothfaying, or the Infpetion of the Entrails of Beafts, for fearch-
ing into further Events.

§. 33. Having broke up this Synod, he took his Journey to Leinfier, through
Meath ; and pafling the River Fimgla/s, came to Bally-Atbh-Cliath, ®* now called
Dublin. 'The People, not unacquainted with his Fame, flocked out in Multitudes
to welcom him. Alpbin ' the Son of Eochaid, is faid to be then King of that
Place ; to whom St. Patrick preached, and having converted him, and all his
People, they were baptized in a Fountain called, after him, St. Patrick’s-Well,
near the City of Dublin, to the South of it. He built 2 Church near this Foun-
tain, which wasnamed from him ; on the Foundation whereof, the Nobleft Ca-

§. 34. Having preached through feveral Parts of Leinfler, propagated the Faith,

and fettled Bifhops in it ; towards the clofe of theYear 448, he took a Journey
to Munfler, which he had hitherto put off ; not doubting but his four Precurfors, *
before mentioned, had made a good Progrefs in thefe Parts : And fo indeed they
did. But the Converfion and Baptifm of /Engus wthe Son of Naitfrach, King of
Munfter, was referved for St, Patrick. The King, hearing of his coming into his
Territories, went out with Joy to meet him 1n the Plains of Femint ; and con-
du&ted him with all Honour and Refpelt to his Royal City of Ca/bell ; where he
and all his Family hearkned to the Words of St, Patrick, were convinced, and
baptized. Ailbe, Declan, Kieran, and Ibar, vifited the King and St. Patrick ;
and they held a Synod x together ; wherein they made many Conftitutions, prn-'
fitable for the Gowernment of the Church, and the Eftablifhment of Ecclefiaftical
Dlﬁ:lplhlﬂ. Bat thefe Hﬂlf Men had almoft feparatcad upon Account of one

For Ailbe, Declan, Kieranand [bar, who had
derived their Commiffions from the fame Source with St. Patrick, and were
antecedent to him in Point of Time, with Relu@ance fubmitted to his Primatial
Authority. The three firft, for the fake of Union in the Church, were after a
fhort Conteft, eafily prevailed on : But 7bar, with fome Obiftinacy, adhered to his
own Opinion ; not willing that any, but a Native of Ireland, thould be acknow-
ledged the Patron of it. However, after fome Debates, he was at laft prevailed
on to fubmit, out of regard to the Great Labours St. Patrick had taken, and his
extraordinary Succefs. Emly* was in this Synod ere@ed into the Archiepifcopal
Seeof Munfter, and conferred on Ailbe ; and Declan was confirmed Bithop of Ard-
more.

1n which Province he continued Preaching, Vifiting, Baptizing, Planting Churches,
and other Works of his Miniftry, feven Years.”

A. D.455.§. 35. He took his final leave of this Province in 4554 went
back through Leinfler, and proceeded tothe Northern Parts of Ulffer ; round
which he made frequent Circuits, * for the next fix Years converting the few,
who yet remained Heathens, and comfortingand fortifying thofe in the Faith,
whom he had brought over to a Sincere Senfe of the Chriftian Religion, The
fame Year he relinquifhed the See of Armagh, and appointed Benipaus (Binen) his
Succeffor in it. Heemployed a great part of thefe fix Years in founding Churches,
vifiting fuch, as he had before founded, -and placing proper Paftors over them.

~§. 36. He fettled the Church of Jreland on afolidFoundation, and ordained
Bifhops and Priefts through the whole Ifland, according to the Patterns he had
feenin‘other Countries. Thus he eftablifhed the fame Kind of Church-Govern-
ment, which was ufed in the feveral Parts of the Roman Empire ; and it is ob-
fervable, that in fome of the Sees fixed by him, the Succeflion hath been conti-
nued downto thisDay. = |

A.D. 461. §. 37. He "took a Journey to Rome, , to render an account of
the Fruits of his Miffion. The Pope received him with Joy, confirmed him, as
Foceline {fays, in his Apoftolate of IFreland, and fent him back armed with the
Legatine Authority. That Writer adds further, that he adorned him with the
Pall. But Roger Hoveden, " and the Annals of Mailros, deny, that the Pope ever
fent a Pall to Irelind, until the Year r151, or 1152, in the Legatethip of Cardi-
nal Paparo, which 1s confirmed by St. Bernard ©; who fays alfo, “¢ that Gilbers,
““ (who was Bifhop of Limerick in the beginning of the 12th Century,) was the

For as Glafs in the Saxon Language, fignifieth the fame as Zitrunm
in Latin, dnd Glafs in Englifh 5 fo in Irifh it imports a Chain ;" from ‘whence
Joceline ' fays, Down took the Name of Dundaleth-glaifle, a Catenis confraitis,
from broken Chains. In the fame Manner, Town, in Saxox, Béri in Britifb, and
Dun in Irifb, have the fame fignification (viz.) A Town, Burrow, or Fort, So
that Glaflonbury, in Englifb, fignificth a Town of Glafs, as in Iri/b it doth a Town

g in the publick Library at Cambridge,
written by an Irifhman 5 wherein it is faid, that his Refurre@ion fhould be at Dun-
lege-glaiffe : to which Paffage fome Englifb Interpolator hath added this Glofs,
““ Quod mbs dicimus in noftrd lingud Gleftingabyrs”, i.e. Glafonbury. An Error
of the Perfon, might alfo have induced the Englifh: Writers to think, that our
Apoltle was buried at Glaflonbury. For there were thrée Patricks in early Times,
befides our Saint.  The firlt was called Patrick the Eider, a Difciple of the
Great St. Patrick, and according to fome Writers, his Suffragan in the See of
dArmagh. The fecond was Patrick~Sumivr,—who. was Difciple and Nephew to
our Patrick: The third was the Abbat Patrick, who -
850, One of thefe Patricks is faid to have been buried at Glaftonbury 3 but
Writers are divided which of them it was. ‘

. §. 41. All the early Iri/h Writers affirm, that St. Patrick was buried at Down, in
Ireland 5 and it is from fuch Authorities that the Truth muft be drawn. Thus
Fiech, Bifhop of Sletty, who was contemporary with St. Patrick, and his Difci-
ple, (asTfaid before,) informsus =, *< that when he fickned, he had a Defire to
“ goand die at Armagh, but was hindred by the Interpofition of an Angel #*
And the antient Scholialt ° on that Writer faith, ¢ that he was at Saul when he
“¢ fell Sick, and began his Journey towards Armagh, defiring to be Buried

** there.”  The Writer of the third ® Life of St. Patrick, fuppofed to be one of
his Difciples, affirms, ¢ that he fickned at Saul, and died at Down.” Another
Writer, 9 fuppofed to be St. Elerane the Wife, who wrote the Life of St. Patrick
towards the clofe of the 6th Century, relates a Battle fought between the Airtheris
ans T and the Ulidians, concerning the Property of his Body 3 and concludes that
he was buried at Down. So doth St, Evin * in the tripartite Life of St Patrick af-
cribed to him. - St. Ultan, f in the Life of St Bridgid, is exprefs in that Particular 3
as1s allo Cogitofus,* From thefe, and many more early Authorities, we may
fafely cenclude to give Down the Honour of containing his Remains ; with which
feveral of the Englifh Writers alfo agree : And Cambrenfis » affirms that the Bo-
diesof St. Patrick, St. Bridgid, and St. Columb, were not only buried at Down g
but were alfo there taken up, and tranflated into Shrines by Fobn de Curcey, Con-

Of the Religion introduced by St.PATRICK 1nto IR ELAND, and cons
tinued there for many Ages, .

| RCHBISHOP Ufiber hath proved, that the Religion introduced by St.
"\ Patrick into Ireland, and which was profeffled by the antient Bifhops,
Priefts, Monks, and other Chriflians there, was, as to the main Points
of Doctrine, the very fame in Subftance; with that Religion which is now main-
tained by publick Authority, againft the Errors which in former Times have
been brought in by the Church of Rome. The fame Thing he obferves allo, as
to the antient Religion profeffed in Britain. From whence it follows 3 that the
Reformation of the Church of Ireland, was fo far from being liable to the Objecti-
on of introducing Novelties ; that it only removed fuch Changes in the Doltrines
and Worfhip of the Chriftian Church, planted in this Kingdom, as had been
gradually introduced in the darker Ages. The method that the learned Ufsber hath
taken, to clear up this Matter, is to quote the Sentiments of the moft antient Writersy
both of this and other Nations, as to the more fubftantial Points of Do€trine that
are in controverfy between the Church of Rome and us at this Day ; by which only,
faith he, ¢ we muft judge whether of both Sides hath departed from the Reli-
“ oion of our Anceftors.” Poffibly it may be of fome ufe, as well as matter of
Curiofity, to give a fhort Abftrat of what he bath at large advanced upon this

Occalion. |
§. 1. As tothe Ufe of the holy Scriptures among the Laity, he quotes Sedulius®,

an Jri/b writer, (who flourithed about the Year 490.) ¢ Segrch the Law, in
¢« which the Will of God is contained,” and Claudius® ( who flourifhed about the
Year 815) who affirms “¢ that Men therefore err, becaufe they know not the
s« Scriptures ; and becaufe they are ignorant of the.Scriptures, they confequently
¢ know not Chrift, who is the Power of God, and the Wifdom of God.” Ve-
nerable Bede,© {peaking of the Succeffors of our Country-man Columbkille, faith,
¢« That they obferved diligently only thofe Works of Piety and Chaftity, which
¢ they could learn in the Prophetical, Evangelical, and Apoftolical Writings, And
< particularly of Bifhop Aidan (who died in 651 )¢ he faith, that all fuch who wene
¢ in his Company, whether they were fhorn, that is Clergymen, or Lay-men, they
¢« were obliged to exercife themfielves either in the Reading of the Scriptures, or in
¢ the learning of Plalms.” Ufsber gives an earlier Inftance out of St.Chrifoftom © (who
flourifhed about the Year 400) ¢ although (fays he) thou fhouldft go to the Oce-
¢ an, and thofe Brfn:/ﬁ Ifles ; :ﬂthﬂugh thou fthouldft fail to the Euxine Sea, or to
*¢ the Quarters of the South, thou fhouldft hear AL. Men, every where difcourfing
< Matters out of the Scripture ; with another Voice indeed, but not with another
¢ Faith, with a different Tongue, but with an according Judgment ; ** with a dif-
ferent Tongue, faith this learned Father, and not in one univerfal Language, thé
Latin Tongue. Ufsher adds the Opinion of St. Patrick 3 ¢ that the continual

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=< ditation 6f theScriptures adds vigour andVegetation to the Soul”; and proves out
of Bede, ® and another antient Author P, ¢* what great pains Furjeus and Kilian
¢ (who both flourifhed in the 7th Century )took in the ftudy of the Scriptures, even
¢« from the Time of their Childhood.” He produceth the Teftimony, which the
Abbot Fonas,ia Writer of the fame Century, gives of Columbanus; ** that in
¢« his Breaft the Treafures of the holy Scriptures were fo layed up, that in his
¢« Youth he fet forth an clegant Expofition of the Book of Pfalms”: And from the
Example of the Virgin Bitbilidisk, proves, * That the ftudy of the Scriptures
was allowed to Women” ~ Thefe Inftances may be fufficient to fhew, that the
Study of the Scriptures was not confined to 2 particular Set of Men, in the earh-
eft Ages of the Church of Ireland 5 but that the Laityhad the free Ule of them;
and that Children were trained up in the Knowledge of them: Which Ule of
the Seriptures the Reformation hath juftly reftored. | |
_§. 2. As to Purgatory, and Prayers for the Dead, Usfer expoles the Cheat of
St. Patrick’s Purgatory 5 and fhews, that neither Nennius, nor Probus, nor any of
the earlier Writers of the Life of St. Patrick, have mentioned one Word concer-
ning it ; but that Henry, 1 aMonk of Saltrey, who wrote about the Year 1153,
in the latter End of the Reign of King Stepben, was the firft who gave any Hint
of fuch a Place; which Cefarius,™ a German Monk, in the Century following,
carefully propagated ; and others » have f{ince improved. Asto Purgatory in ge-
neral; he quotes the Book de tribus Habitaculis, ° afcribed to St. Patrick, wherein
there is not the leaft Mention made of any Place after this Life, but Heaven and
Hell 5 and gives the following Paffage outof it, ¢ Thereare three Habitations
¢ under the Power of Almighty God, the firft, the lowermoft, and the mid-
¢ dle: the higheft of which is called;  the Kingdom of God, or the Kingdom
¢« of Heaven ; the lowermoft is termed Hell, and the middle is-named, the pre-
¢¢ fent World, or the Circuit of the Earth, The Extremes of thefe Habitations
¢ are altogether contrary to each other, and not joined together in any fellow-
¢ fhip: for what Alliance can there be between Light and Darknefs, “of between.
« Chrift and Belial ? But the Middle hath fome refemblance to the Extremes.
& For in this World there is a Mixture of the Bad and Good ; whereas 1n the
« Kingdom of God there are none bad, but all Good . But in Hell there are
< none good, but all bad. And both thefe Places are fupplied out of the mid-
¢¢ dle. Forof the Men of this World, fome are exalted into Heaven, othersare
¢« thruft down into Hell. For like are joined unto like ; that is to fay, good to
“ o0od, and bad to bad ; juft Men to juft Angels; Tranfgreffors to difobedient
¢ Angels 3 the Servants of God, to God, and the Servants of the Devil, to the
¢ Deyil. The Bleffed are called to the Kingdom prepared for them from the be-
““ ginning of the World, and the Wicked are driven into eternal Fire, which is
¢¢ prepared for the Devil and his Angels”™® “To this Us/ber {ubjoins an antient
Canon ® of one of our Iri/b Synods, ¢ That the Soul being feparated from the
< Body, is prefented before the Tribunal of Chrift, who rendreth its own unto
¢ jt, according to its Actions : And that neither the Archangel can lead it unto
<¢ Life, untill the Lord hath judged 1t ; nor the Devil can carry [it into Pain,
<¢ unlefs the Lord do damn it.” To which is added the Saying of Sedulius q,,

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¢¢ That after this Life, either Death or Life fucceedeth.” And again, ¢ * That

¢ Death is the Gate by which we enter into our Kingdom.” And he produceth

the Teftimony of Claudiusf, * That Chrift took upon him our Punifhment,

«¢ without the Guilt ; that thereby he might loofe our Guilt, and finifh alfo our

“ Punifhment,” It follows then ; that if there be no Purgatory, Prayers for the

Dead are ufelefs ; and to this Point he obferves, that the Obfequies made for the

Dead in former times, were Sacrifices of Thankigiving for their Salvation, and

not of Propitiation for their Sins ; becaufe they were made for fuch, as they

were confident were in Heaven. He inftances from Adamnanus,, ( who wrote a-
bout the Year 69o) *“ That Columbkille caufed all things to be prepared for the
“ Eucharift, when he had feen the Soul of St. Brendan received by the Angels.™
The like he did, when Columbanus, Bifhop of Leinfter, died; * for I muft this-day
¢ (fays he) celebrate the Eucharift, for the Reverenee of that Soul, which this
“ Night being carried beyond the ftarry Firmament betwixt the Holy Quires of
““ Angels, alcended into Paradife.” He gives many other Inftances to the like
Purpof: from RBede, * and other antient Authors, ¥ and concludes with the Advice
of Claudius; * *° That while we gre in this prelent World, we may be able to
¢ help one another, ecither by our Prayers or Counfels 3 but when we fhall come
“ before the Tribunal of Chrift, neither 7ob, nor Daniel, nor Neab, can intreat for
*“ any one; but every one muft bear his own Burden.” To which may be added,
(which Usfher hath omitted) the Synod of St. Patrick, ** He who deferveth not
““ to receive the Sacrifice in his Life, how can it help him after his Death.”

§.3. Touching theWorfhip of God alone, and ImageWorfhip, Us/ber quotes Se-
duliys,y *¢ That it is impious to adore any other, befides the Father, the Son, and’
“ the Holy Ghoft ; and, * that all the Soul-oweth unto God, 'if it beftow it upon
“ any befides God, it committethe Adultry.” Heatells the Wifemen of the
Hm;hm? “¢ that they had departed from the light of Truth, in thinking they had
¢ found out aWay,how the invifible God might be worfhipped by avifible Image.”
To which headds a faying of Claudius,®“* that God doth not dwell in Things
¢ made with Hands, nor in Metal, nor Stone” ; and the Canon of St P atrick, ©
“ That no Creature is to be {fworn by, but only the Creator.

§. 4 Asto the Liturgy, or Publick Service of the Church, Usfer proves, that
there was no Uniformity obferved therein ; but feveral Forms of Divine Service
were ufed in divers Parts of the Kingdom ; until the Roman ufe was at laft brought
in by Gille, or Gillebert, (who wasBifthop of Limerick, and the Popes Legate) in
the beginning of the 12th Century 5 And he cites the Preface 4to that Bifthop’s
Book, deUfu Ecclefiaftico,directed to the whole Clergy of Iréland ; in which he
writeth thus 3  at the requeft and Command of many of you, dearly beloved, I
““ have endeavoured to commit to writing the Canonical Cuftom in faying of
““ Hours, and in performing the Office of the whole Ecclefiaftical Order: not
““ prefumptuoufly, but in Obedience to your Godly Command : to the end, that
‘¢ thofe different, and fchifmatical Orders, wherewith almoft all Ireland is deluded,
““ may give Place to one Catholick and Roman Office. For what may be faid

““ to be more indecent or {chifmatical, than that the moft learned of one Order,

““ fhould be as illiterate or as Laymen in the Church of another.” This beginning

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was feconded by Malachy, Archbifhop of Armagh, inthe fame Century ; for Proof
of which, his Life, written by St. Beérmard, is quoted. ¢ He eftablifhed in all
¢ Churches the Apoftolical Conftitutions, and the Decrees of the Holy Fathers,
““ and efpecially the Cuftoms of the Holy Chur¢h of Rome 5 and from hence it
‘¢ js. that at thisDay the Canonical Hours are chanted and fubg in the faidChurches,
¢ according to the Cuftom of the whole Earth : Whereas before that, this was
¢ not done, no, not in the City (of Armagh) itfelf. . But Malachy had learned
““ Song in his Youth, and fhortly afiér had caufed Sioging to be ufed in his Mona-
““ ftery ; when as yet, as well in the City, as in the'whole Bithoprick,: thiey cither
¢ knew not, or would not Sing.” This Work was perfeéted by Chriftian Bifhop
of Lifimore, the Popes Legate, in the Synod of Cajfbell, held 'A.D. 1171,
wherein ¢ ¢¢ a Special Order was taken for the right finging thevEcclefiaftical
<« Office” and a general Acteftablithed, ¢ That fall Divine Ofices: thould fromr
¢ thence forth be handled in all Pares of Ireland, according to the Obiervations of
¢ the Church of England 3 which was confirmed ¢ by King Herry the 2d »
So late it was before the Roman ufe was fully fettled in this Kingdom. That the
Britonis had another manner of Baptifm than the Remansufed, he provesfrom the
Propofition of Zuftin the Monk" ; ¢ that they fhould perform’the Miniftry'of Bap+
¢ tifm, according to the Cuftom of the Church of Rome.” o |
§. 5. Astothe Word Mafs, and the Adminiftration of the Sacrament in both
kinds ; he proves, that the Word Mafs, is Synonimous to Liturgy, and that the
publick Service of the Church, was in old Times called, the Mafs, evén when
Prayers were only faid, without the Celebration of the Communion. ' That tha
Mafs was ufed for evening Prayer ; and that Adammanus * Notes, “¢ that the lafb
¢« Mafs St, Columb was prefent at, was the Evening Mafs.of the Lord’s Night” ;
and he thinks thefe Evening Maffes were the fame with the somegival picas
mentioned by the Emperour Leo, * and differed not from what we call Evening
Song, or Evening Pt&*jrei'. But that the Word, Mafs, was, in thole Days, more
{pecially applied to the Adminiftration of the Lord’s Supper ; and that in 4dam-
nanus, ' ¢ the facred Miniftry of the Eucharift, and the Solemnities of ‘the Mafs,
¢« ,re taken for the fame thing.” He fheweth, that the Word, Sacrifice, did anti-
ently import, what the Sacrament doth now ; in the Performance of which Pare

of the Service, both the Minifter was faid to give, and the Communicant to
receive the Sacrifice; fo that what was offered to God was called the Sacrifice,

and what was given to, and recerved by the Communicant, was called by the fame
Name. Thusin the Speech of Gallusm to his Scholar Magnoaldus, ¢ My Mafter,
Columbanus, is accuftomed to offer to the Lord the Saerifice of Salvation in bra-
»en Veflels”s and inone of the Antient Synods » of Ireland ““ a Bifhop may be-
«¢ queath ten Scruples to the Prieft that gives him the Sacrifice.” And in the before
quoted Canon of the Synod of St. Patrick, © “ He who deferveth not to receive
¢« ¢he Sacrifice in his Life, how can it help him after his Death-? ” So 1nthe Glofs
of Sedulius ® * wait one for another, until you do receive the Sacrifice.”

§. 6. That the Sacrament was antiently Adminiftred in both Kinds, he fheweth
out of Bede, 9 in the inftance of Hildmer, an Officer of King Eg¢frid; who intreated
Cuthbert, ¢ to fend a Prieft to vifit, and to Minifter the Sacrament of the Lord’s

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¢ Body and Blood to his Wife, before fhe died,” and that Crutbbert himiclt am-

mediately before his Death, * received the Communion of the Lords Body and

<« Blood fromAbbat Herefrid.” ~So in the Life of Furfeus,' (which was written be-

fore the Time of Bede) 1t is faid; ¢ that he received the Communion of the Holy

¢¢ Bodyand Blood: and that he was wifthed' to admonifh the Paftors of the Church,
¢ that they fhould Strengthen the Souls of the Faithful, with the Participation of
< the Holy Body and Blood.” He inftances a Paffage out of Cogitofiuss (Who
Flourifhed about theYear 540 )touchinga Place in the Church of Kildare, to which
St. Bﬂ:gfx'd, with her Maidens and Widows, ufed to refort, * that they might en-
“¢ joy the Feaft of the Body and Blood of Jefus Chrift,” and adds, that one of
the Miracles of St. Bridgid, 1s reported, even in the latter Legends, to have been
wrought, *“ when fhe was about to drink out of the Chalice at the Time of her
“ receiving the Fucharift.” Thefe inftances are {ufficient to prﬂirc, that 1n an-
tient Times the Cup was not denied to the Laity ; and that the Doctrine of Con-

comitafice, was a Fancy not then thought of.
§. 7. Here Ufsber raifeth an Objeétion from the Teftimonies alledged in the

foregoing Paragraph ; that fince they fpecify the receiving not of Bread and
Wine, but of the Body and Blood of Chrift, that they confirm the Opinion of
Tranfubftantiation. To this he anfwers; thatas Chrift; in the Inftitution of the
Sacrament, faith exprefly, ¢ THisis my Body, and TH1s is my Blood"”, that
every one ought to fpe:lk in the fame lLanguage, which Chrift ufed : But that
the Queftion is, in what Senfe the Elements muft be conceived to be his Body and
Blood. He fheweth, that the demonttrative Particle, THis, in the Propofition,
can have reference to no other Subftance, but what Chrift held in his Hands,
(viz.) Bread and Wine ; which are of fo-different a Nature from his Body and
Blood, that in a proper ‘Senfe, one cannot puﬂ!.'lbly be faid to be the other; as
the Romanifts themielves confefs « That in the latter Part of the Propofition,
there is mention made not only of Chrift’s Body and Blood, butof his Body
broken, and his Blood fhed ; to fhew, that hisBody is to be confidered dpart, not
as it was born of the Virgin, or is now in Heaven; but as it was broken and
crucified for us s and his Blood likewife apart, not as running in his Veins, but
as fhed out of his Body. He alledgeth the faying of St. Paul, ¥ ¢ that as of-
¢ ten as ye cat this Bread, and Drink this Cup, ye fhew the Lord’s Death un-
<t gill he come.”” That the Antients, who held the Sacrifice to "be given and
teceived, as well as offered, did not confider otherwife of Chrift in the Sacra-
ment, than as he was in Qacrifice and Oblation, thatis, dead: From whence he
reafons 3 that if Chrift’s Body be prefented as broken and livelefs, and his Blood
as {hed forth, and fevered from his Body ; and if it be moft certain, that there
are no fuch things now Really exilting any where (as is confefled on all Hands)
then it follows neceffarily, that the Bread and Wine are not converted Into thefe
things Really. He produceth the Opinion of the Rbemifis, x ¢ that when the
¢¢ Church doth Offer and Sacrifice Chrift daily ; he in Myftery and Sacrament
¢ dyeths” and argues, that if they had faid, he died Really, they fhould make
themfelves not only daily Killers of Chrift, but fhould alfo contradiét the Prin-
ciples of the Apoftle. 7 ¢ that Chrift being raifed from the dead, dyeth no more.™
1f then, proceeds he, the Body of Chrift be propounded as dead in the Admini-

ftration of the Fucharift, and die it cannot Really, but only in Myftery and
Sacrament ; it follows, that it cannot be thought to be contained under the

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outward Elements, otherwife than in Myftery and Sac t. - That fuch,
who in Times paft were faid to have received the Sacrifice from the Hand of
the Prieft, could receive no other-Body and Blood, but fuch as was fuitable
to the Nature of that Sacrifice, (viz.) Myftical and Sacramental. In proof of
this Opinion, he produceth the Teftimony of Celius Sedulius, * ( not the Sedu-
lius before quoted) who calls the Things offered in the Chriftian Sacrifice, ¢ the
““ fweet Meat of the Seed of Wheat, and the lovely Drink of the pleafant Vine.”
And of the other Sedulius, * ¢ that Melchizedeck offered Wine and Bread to Abra-
¢ ham, for a Figure of Chrift offering his Body and Blood unto God his Father
¢ ipon the Crofs.” From whence he obferves, that Melchizedeck offered Bread
and Wine to Abrabam, not to God, and that he was a Figure of Chrift offering
his Body and Blood upon the Crofs, not in the Eucharift. ** But we (faith Sedu-
¢ lius®) do offer daily for a Commemoration of the Lord’s Paffion, once per-
“¢ formed, and our own Salvation.” And in expounding the Words of our Savi-
our, do this in remembrance of me, Sedulius © ufeth this Similitude. ¢ He left a
¢ Memory of himfelf unto us : even as if one that was going a far Journey,
¢ fhould leave fome Token with him whom he loved ; that as often as he be-
¢ held it, he might call to Remembrance his Benefits and Friendfhip.”® He
then quotes Claudius, ¢ ** Becaufe Bread doth confirm the Body, and Wine doth
¢ make Blood in the Flefh : Therefore the one is myftically referred to the
¢ Body of Chrift, and the other to his Blood.” Which Do&rine he fhews to be
the fame in effe@ with what Henry Crump, a Monk of Baltinglas, (who flourifhed
in the Year r382) long after maintained, (viz.) ** That the Body of Chrift in the
¢¢ Sacrament of the Altar, wasonly a Looking Glafs to the Body of Chrift in
¢¢ Heaven.”

§. 8. As to the Ufe of Chrifm in Baptilm; ¢ Ufsber fhews, that Lanfrank, Arch=
bifhop of Canterbury, in the eleventh Century, complains in his Letter to King
Tirdelvac or Tirlagh, of the Iri/h, fubjeét to him, * That their Infants are bap-
¢¢ tized without the confecrated Crifm.”*

§. 9. That Celibacy was not injoined the Clergy, appears clearly from the
Canon of a Synodfheld by St. Patrick, Auxilius, and Iferninus,” which pro-
vides ; ¢ that theWives of the Clergy fhould not appear abroad with their Heads
¢ uncovered.” Sr. Patrick himfelf faith, ¢ ¢¢ That his Father was Calpburnius, a
‘¢ Deacon, and his Grandfather Potitus, a Priett.” Gildas reprehends the Britifb
Bifhops, ¢¢ That they were not content to be the Hufbands of onE, butof many
““ Wives” ;3 and Nennius b infcribes his Book, ¢ to Samuel, the Child of Ben-
¢ lanus, the Prieft, his Mafter,” Cambrenfisicomplains of an Abufe in #ales,
¢¢ that the Children of the Clergy were continued in Succeffion to the Spiritual
<« Promotions of their Fathers” ; and Pope Imnocent the Third, in the twelfth
Century, fent exprefs Directions k to Fobn Salernitan, his Legate in Ireland, to abo-
lith that Abufe prevailing there ; “© Whereby Sons and Grandfons did ufe to fuc-
¢¢ ceed their Fathers and Grandfathers in their Ecclefiaftical Benefces.”

§. 10.'As to Miracles ; it feems the ancient Irifh Theologifts did not hold them
neceffary to Be continued always in the Church. For Sedulius obferves, on 1. Cor.
14. * Hereis fhewn, that the Faith. increaling, Miracles were to ceale ; fince
“ they are declared to have been given for their fakes that believe not.” And

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Claudius (Lib. 1 atth. ) faith, *“ now when the Number of the Faithful s grown,
*¢ there be many within the Holy Church, that retain the Life of Virtues, and
“ have not the Signs of Virtues ; becaufe a Miracle is to no purpofe fhewed
““ outwardly, if that be wanting which it thould work inwardly : For aceording
¢ to the Words of the Mafter of the Gentiles ; Tongues are for a Sign, not to thole
¢ that believe, but to thofe who believe not.”

He further faith of the Ufe of Miracles, *thatevery Miracle is Vain, which
¢¢ worketh not fome Profit to Man’s Salvation,” which is a warning againft the
infinite Number of idle Miracles, wherewith the Lives of our Saints are every
where ftuffed ; fuch as that is which Cogitofus relates of St. Bridgid ; ¢ that for {a-
‘¢ ving the Credit of a Nun, who had been got with Child, fhe blefled her fwel-
¢¢ ling Womb, and caufed her Conception to vanith, without Delivery, and with-
“ out Pain.” Either Canifius, or the Monks of Aichffad, from whom he had
his Copy of Cogitofus, have erafed this Story out of the Manufcript, to fave St.
brigid’s Credit : But it is extant in two Manufcripts in the Cotton Library, and in
the Church of Salifury; and Colgan!hath not blufthed to publifh it with this
Apology ; ““ that it doth not appear that the' Ftus was animated.” He tells the like
Story of Brunechia, in the Life of St. Kieran, ™ and makes the fame Apology for it.

§. 11. As to the Head and Foundation of the Church ; Sedulius » afferts,
*“ that by the Word, Foundation, is meant Chrift. ‘That the Foundation is attri-
*“ buted to Chrift, the Apoftles, and the Prophets : that where it is faid, //ziab, 28.
““ 16. Bebold I lay a Stone in Sion for a Foundation ; that it is certain, by the
¢ Stone, Chrift is fignified.” claudius o expounds the Text in Mattheso the 16th
V. 18. Upon this Rock will I busld my Church, ** that is; upon Chrift our Saviour,
““ who granted unto Peter, his faithful Knower, Lover, and Confeffor, the Partici-
““ pation of hisown Name; that from Petra (the Rock) he thould be called, Pe-
** fer.” and concludes with the Apoftle, ¢ that other Foundation can no Man
““ lay, befides that which is laid, which is Chrift Jefus.”” Her acknowledgeth in-
deed, *“that St. Peter had a Primacy given him over the Circumcifion” but adds,
““ that St. Paul was alfo chofen in the fame Manner, to have thePrimacy in found-
““ ing the Churches of the Gentiles, and that he received the Gift from God,
“ that he fhould be worthy to have the Primacy in preaching to the Gen-

““ tiles, as St. Peter had in preaching to the Circumcifion. He further adds, ¢
““ that St. Paul did not efteem himfelf inferior to St. Peter 5 becaufe both of

‘“ them were by one ordained unto one and the fame Miniftry.” Ina Hymn, *
written by St. Secundin ( called St. Scachlin by the Irifh ) in the Year 448, St.
Patrick 1s thus complemented. ““ He is conftant in the Fear of God, and
“ unmoveable in the Faith, upon whom the Church is builded as upon Pe-
*“ ter 5 whofe Apoltlefhip alfo he hath obtained from God, and the Gates of
““ Hell fhall not prevail againft him ;** and Chrift himfelf is there faid ¢ to have
“ chofen him his Vicar upon Earth.” Armagh fis ftiled the Apoftolick City,
the Bifhop of cabors in France, hath been called, Papa & Apoftolicus, and Cogi=
tofus * intitles the Bifhop of Kildare, Summus Sacerdos, € Summus Pontifex, the
higheft Prieft, and the higheft Bifhop; thefe Titles, which the Pope now arrogates
to himfelf, as Enfigns of his Monarchy, being heretofore ufually communicated
to other Bifhops, when the Univerfal Church was governed Ariftocraticall Y.

Y. 12, Astothe Pope’s Spiritual Iurifdi&ion, campion » afferts, ¢ that the Irifb,
upon their embracingChriftianity, fubmitted themfelves both tothe [piritual and

L 44
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¢ temporal Jurifdiction of the See of Rome” RBur Ufsber fhews this to be falle
~and abfurd in both Particulars. Firft, for that the PEPE never fent any DEPUW to
Exercile temporal Jurifdi¢tion here : and lecondly, that from the firt Miffion of
Palladius and Patrick to plant the Faith in this Country, the Pope never fent any
Legate to Exercife fpiritual Jurifdition in Ireland beforeGille. Bifhop of Limerick,
in the r2th Century ; which he proves from the Teftimony of Bernard, * Contem-

porary with Gille, “ who was the firft that difcharged the Legatine Authority of
the See of Romein Ireland.” He fhews, that although Jreland abounded with Saints

and holy Men, whofe Memory was reverenced there;; yet

nized by the Pope, before Malachy, and Laurence, Archbifhopsof Armagband Dub-
lin 3 who both lived in the 12th Century. He obferves, that Foceline * alledgeth,
“¢ thatthe Bifhop of Rome conferred the Pall, and the Legatine Power on St, Pa-
““ trick,” But he thinks, that the Teftimony of that Fabulous Writer cannot be put in
competition with that of Bernard, (anearlier Writer than Joceline) whofaith, y ¢ that
““ from the beginning untill his Time, the Metropolitical See of Armagh wanted
¢ the ufe of the Pall.” To which he adds the Authority of the Annals of Mailrofs=;
““ thatinthe Year 1151 Pope Eugene, by his Legate, Fobn Paparo, tranfmitted
““ four Palls into Ireland, to which a Pall had never been before brought: ” and
the Teftimony of Girald Cambrenfis* 5 < that there were no Archbifhops in Ire-
““land, until Paparo, the Pope’s Legate, brought four Palls there,” and ftrengthens
it by the Authority of feveral Annalifts, who fay, ® *“ that Gelafius is faid to have
“ been the firft Archbifhop of Jreland, becaufe he was the firft who ufed the
“¢ Pall; but that others before him were called Archbifhops and Primates in Name
*“ only, for the Reverence due to St. Patrick, the Apoftle of Ireland” He
thews that the Archbi fhops of Ardmagb exercifed a larger Power before they were
obliged to Rome for their Palls, than ever they did afterwards; and that they erected
Bifhopricks and Archbithopricks without confulting the Pope. ¢ Celfus (fays Ber-
“ mard © ) had conftituted another Metropolitical See, but fubject to the firft See,
““ and to the Archbifhop thereof,” He proves from Numberlefs Inftances, that
Archbifhops, and Bifhops, were conftituted in Britain without any Applica-
tion to the Pope; and campion® himfelf owns, ““ thatin Ireland, the Monarch
““ had a Negative in the Nomination of Bithops on a Vacancy ; the Clergy and Laj-
““ ty of the Diocefe recommending him to their King, the King to the Monarch,
““ and the Monarch to the Arch-bifhop of Canterbury for Confecration.” But
he fhews, that Campion is miftaken, when he alledgeth generally, thar the Bifhop
elect was to be prefented to the Archbifhop of Canterby s for that this was

only done by the Offtmen, who inhabited the Cities of Dublin, Waterford, and

Limerick 3 who being a Colony of the Norwegians and Livonians, and fo Coun-

trymen to the Normans 5 when they faw Lngland fubdued, and Normans advanced

to the chief Archbifhoprick there, were fond of afluming the Name of Normans,

and of fending their Bithops to canterd

ury tor Confecration. But as the Oftmen
were defirous to fever themfelves from the Irifb, and to be efteemed rather Nor-

mans than Irifh 5 {o on the other Hand, the Irif Bifhops, though they did in fome

fort bear with their being fent to Anfelm and Lanfranc,(on Account of their greag
Fame) yet they could not well brook with their Dependance upon a Metropolitan

¢ ward uss and that Bifhop’ moft of all, who dwelleth at Armagh ; becaule
«« we will not fubmit to their Ordinations, but will always be under your Go-
« vernment.” But this Jealoufy did not continue long : Iorupon the Introduc-
tion of the Palls by Cardinal Paparo in 1152, the Bithops both of Dubliin, W a-
terford and Limerick, from that time applied no more to the See of Canterbury for
Confecration 5 fo far were the generality of the Bifhops of Ireland from fubmitting
to any foreign Jurifdiction. | *

He proceeds to fhew ; that as the King and People of Ir‘ffﬁfﬂd kept the No-
‘mination of Archbifhops and Bifhops in their own Hands ; fo it doth not appear

by any approved Record of Antiquity ; that any Vifitations of the Clergy were
held here antiently in the Pope’s Name, or that any Indulgences were fought by
the 7ri/b at his Hands. He thinks it eafily demonftrable ; that the Charter afcri-
bed to St. Patrick, wherein Phaganus and Deruvianus are faid to have obtained ten
or thirty Years of Indulgences from Pope Elutberius, and St. Patrick twelve Years
from Pope Celeftin, is a meer Fiction of the Monks of Glaflonbury. As to the
Quotation out of an old Book of Canons in the Cotton Library, and out of the
A&s of a Synod faid to be held by St. Patrick, Auxilius, and Iferninus, * ¢ that
if any Caufe be too difficult for the Decifion of the Primacy of Ireland, let it be
referred to the Apoftolick See.” If itbe not forged, yet it proves no more, than
that St. Patrick had a fpecial Regard to the Piety and Learning of the Bifhops of
‘Rome in thofe Days, from whence he was fent for the Converlion of Ireland
‘but it is no Proof, that he fancied an Infallibility in that Church; or that he was of
‘Opinion, that the Church of Rome fhould ever after continue in that good Eftate,
or fhould always be exempt from Error. Asto the Affertions of Coppinger, viz.
«¢ that Ireland, as Baromiuswrites, was abfolved from the Pelagian Herefy by the
¢¢ Church of Rome;” and again ¢ that the Bifhops of Jreland, being infeéted by
¢ the Pelagian Error, fought Ablolution firft of Pelagius the Pope ; but that the
<« {ame was not effectually done, until St. Gregory did it.” He fhews thefe to be
Dreams of Coppinger’s own Head ;. and that neither Baronius, nor any other Au-
thor writes 3 that the Iri/b Bifhops fought Abfolution from Pope Pelagius, or that
they had any thing to do with St. Gregory, in any Matter relating to the Pelagian
Herefy : That St. Gregory's Epiftle treats only on the Controverly of the three
Chapters, which were Condemned by the 5th general Council ; of which Baroni-
us ® fays * that all the Bifhops of freland eagerly ftood up in Defence of the
“¢ three Chapters ; and when they perceived that the Church of Rome received the
«¢ Condemnation of the three Chapters, they departed from her, and adhered to
¢« the reft of the Schifmaticks, that were in Italy, Africk, or other Countries,
¢t animated with that vain Confidence ; that they ftood for the Catholick Faith,
¢¢ while they defended thefe Things that were concluded in the Council of Chal-
< cedon” From whence may be colleted, that the Bifthops of Ireland did not

‘take all the Refolutions of the Church of Rome for undoubted Oracless but when
they thought they had good Reafon for doing fo, they preferred the Judgment of
other Churches before it.

I. As to the firft, Ufsber fhews, that it was firft invented by Polydore Verpil, dft
{talian, the ColleCtor of the Popes Peter-Pence, in the Reign of King HenryVI11th ;
who, to do the beft Service he could to his Employer, gives an Account in his Hifs
tory of England,"  that the Irifh being moved to accept Henry 11d. for their
‘¢ King, denied that it could otherwife be done but by the Pope’s Authority ; be-
* caufe (fays he) that from the Time of their embtacing Chriftianity, they fub:
“ mitted themfelves to his Power, «nd conftantly affirmed that they had no other
¢ Lord, but the Pope : of which they yet brag* Inthis he is followed by Edmond
Campion, kand Nicholas Sanders, ' two Englifbmen, as fond of advancing the Pope’s
temporal Jurifdiction, as the Italian was. He confutes this Claim by the Bull of
Pope Adrian the 4th to King Héhry the Second, (and this includes the Second Pre:
tence,) which mentions nothing of this Title; but hath recourfe to that far fetched
Intereft, which he faith, the Church of Rome; hath to all Chriftian INands. * T'ru-
¢ ly (faith the Bull) there is no doubt, but that all Iflands, unto which Chrift, thé
““ Sun of Righteoufnefs hath fhined, and +hich have received the Inftrutions of
* the Chriftian Faitlt, do appertain to the Right of St. Perer, and the Holy Church
““ of Rome.”” He fhewstheGround of this ftrange Claim from Fobn of Salsfbury,
an Intimate of Pope Adrian} at w Hofe Requéft the Grant was made. ¢ Atmy Re-
*“ queft (faith he= ) he granted Ireland to King Henry the Second, to be poffeffed
¢ by Right of Inheritance. For all Iflands, of Antient Right, dre faid to belong
““ to the Church of Rome, by the Donation of ComnRantine, who founded and en-
““ dowed the fame.” He fhews then firft, that the Donation of Conftantine hath
been long fince difcovered to be a notorious Forgery, and is reje@ed as a Senfelefs
Fiétion. Secondly, that even in the faid forged Donation, there is mention made of

had no Intereft in Jreland, and therefore could not confer it on another. He then
gives an Abftraét of the Hiftory of Ireland, in Relation to theTitle which the Kings
of England have to it, viz. Partly by Conqueft, profecuted at firft upon Occafion
of a SocialWar, and partly by the Submiffions of the Chieftanes of the Land, and
the Clergy made afterwards ; of which he gives the particular Inftances; and adds
the Pope’s Authority ; which was of great Weight in thofe Days of ignorance ;
and he fhews that Peter-pence had their Original from this Grant in Jreland.

As to the 3d claim viz. King Fobn’s Covenants to the Pope, he thinks them {g
frivolous, that that they were not worth mentioning.

Patrick gave him the Name, not of Benin, but of Binen, which imports, Seweet,
from the good Qualities, and gentle Difpofition he obferved him pofifefied of;
The Youth grew fo fond of his Father’s Gueft, that he could not be feparated
from his Company 3 St. Patrick took him along with him at hisDeparture, taught
him his Alphabet, and inftruted him in the Rudiments of Learning and Reli-
cion. He afterwards became a Man eminent for Piety and Virtue ; and was by
St. Patrick, placed in the See of Armagh, when relinquifthed by him in 4.55,uj
Dinen refigned in 465, and died three Years after, on the ninth of November,
at Armagh, or, as others fay, at Ferlingmor in England; from whence his Bones
were faid to have been afterwards tranflated to Glaflondury, A. D. 1091 : but the
Annals of Inis-fall take Naotice that he died at Rome [in the Year 467. Ufsher#
out of William of Mﬂfm:ﬁm,fhath given us this Efpitaph, {aid to be micribed on
his Monument at Ferlingmor, viz, ' .

Mac-Fingin, King of Munfter ; wherein Methods were concerted for
the Yearly Revenue of St. Patrick throughout the Kingdom ; and thae
blifhed a particular Law ¥ for that Purpofe. He further adds,
837, the Revenue of St. Patrick was laid upon the Province of

But upon his returnto Armagh, he fell fick,
and died at Damliag or Duleck on the 12th of Auguft, inthe 68th Year of his Age.
His Body was frorh thence conveyed to Armagh, and there honourably interred.

[But the Annals of the Four Mafters, although they agree in his Errand, yet fay
he did not die, until he arrived at Armagh.] In the Annals of Ulper;underthe Year

1099, Goencomrach O-Boil [or O-Boighilll is faid to be confecrated Bifhop ot Armagh
on Wbit-Suriday. But he was only a Suffragan Bifhop [or Vicar] to Donald, [who
is mentioned in the fame Annals, feven Years after that Time, as Archbifhop of
Armagh.] There is extant an Epiftle from Lanfrank Arcabifhop of Canterbury,
to Archbithop Demald, and another from Anfelm, Lanfrank’s Succeflor, to
him and others, [which are publifhed by Usfher.d All the Catalogues of the
Archbifthops of this See, taken from the Pfalter of Cafbell, which I have {een,

proceed no lower than this Prelate ; and aflign no Number of ¥Years for the time
he fat. From whence may be gathered; that the Author of that Pfalter lived in

his Time. But then, this takes from the Credit of thofe, who make €ormac Mac-
Culinan, King of Munfter; and Bifhop of Cafbell, (who died in theYear go8,)the
Author of it : Unlefs we may fuppofe (which hath been not uncommon in other

Inftances) that Gormac carried on the Work as far as his own Time ; and that ¥
was enlarged, and carried lower down by other Hands. ]

CELSUS [Mac-Aid Mac-Melifa.]
[Succ. 1106, 0Ob. 1129.]

C ELSUS, otherwife called Celefin, and jn Irifb, Cellach, Mac-A:d,
Mac-Melifa was elected Archbifhop by the unanimous Suffrages of the
Clergy and People, and confecrated on the 2 3d of September 1106; a Prelate of ex-
¢ellent Learning. Brian Twine « calls him ** a Man univerfally fkilled in the Cir.
¢« cle of the Sciences ;** and affirms, out of Bale, that he for a Time flourifhed at
Oxford. [The fame Year of his Confecration he vifited Munfier, and received as

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 a free Gift out of every Cantred or Diftrict, containing an hundred Villages, {even

Oxen, feven Sheep, and half an Ounce of Gold, with many other Prefents : He
alfo that Year held a Vifitation through Ulfer.] In the Year rr12 or 1111
% (according to the Ulffer Annals,) a Synod was held at Had-M::f-Eugu_ﬁ: * (by
« fome called Ufineach) at which afliited Cellach, Comorban of Patrick, and
<« Mezimury O-Dunan, Arch-Senior of Ireland, (who poflibly may be the fame
¢« whom the Annals of Comaught call, Meiler O-Dunai, Archbifhnp*nf Ca/bell)
¢ together with 50 Bithops, 300 Priefts, and 3000 of the Ecclefiaftick Order ;
< to, prefcribe Rules for the Regulation of the Lives and Manners of the Clergy
¢ and Laity.” Muriertach O-Brien, King of Ireland, 1s faid alfo to have been

Prefent at this Synod ; together with the Nobles of Leghmoa, § or the South Parts
of Ireland.  Henry of Marleburgh, Vicar of Ballyftadan, in the Diocele of Dub-
lin, under the fame Year, takes Notice of a great Council of Bifhops, and all the
great Men of Ireland; but hath fallen into an Error, in affirming that this Council
was convened by Maurice Mac-Loghiin, King of Ireand: For Mauricedid not
begin his Reign, before the Year 1157. But to rewrn to Celfus [A.D. 1116
he took the whole Circuit of Conaught in Vifitation ; and thefame Year the Abs
bey of Armagh, with Twenty other Buildings, was confumed by Fire.] - In 1121
(as Colpan fays) two Streets of Armagh, in the Trian-Maffain Quarter from the
Rath or Tower, to St. Bridgid’s Crofs, were burned down. The fame Author
oblerves a little before, ¢ that formerly Armagh was divided into Four @Ertﬂ'!.#
¢ The firlt was called Rath- Armagh, thatis the Tower of Armagh: The lecond

“ Trian-Mor, or the great third Quarter : The third, Trian . Maffain, that is, the
“ Maffan third Quarter, and the fourth, Z7ian-Saxon, or the third Divifion or
“ Quarter of the Saxons 3 which Name it feems to have taken from the Engli/b-
“ Saxon Merchants, or (which ismore probable) from the Engli/b-Saxon Students,
¢« who inhabited in that Quarter,” [when they flocked thither for the fake of Learn-
ing, as is proved from Bede, Cambden, and innumerable other Teftimonies. Thefe
frequent Fires, which happened atArmagh, are a fufficient Proof of the Meanefs of
their Buildings in that Age ; which were nothing but Wattles plaiftered over, and
covered with Sedge or Straw. It was long after this, viz. in 1161, that Roderick O-
Connor builtthe wonderful Caftle at Zwam, of Limeand Stone, which was reckoned
the firft Pile of that Sort ere&ed in Ireland. [Thefame Year r121, Celfies, by the
common confent of the Tri/b and Normans, is faid to have been appointed alfo Bifhop
of Dublin ;5 for an Account of which, the Reader may turn to Colgan  [and to
the Annals of Multifernan, under the Year 1121, which affirm the fame thing.]
It is True, the See of Dublin was at that Time wvacant, by the Death of Samuel
O-Haingley, on the 4thof Fuly, 1121 ; but on the 2d of Ofober following, one
Gregory was confecrated Bithop of Dublin, at Lambeth, by Ralph Archbifhop of
Canterbury, [Poflibly Celfus might have been appointed Guardian of the Spiritual-

§ [lreland was divided into two Parts, between Comn-Ceadcatbach, King of Ireland, (who his
Reign, A. D, I:Hmﬂ Mogha-Nuadb, King of Munfler. From whence the South Parts of reland,
in a Line from the Mouth of the Liffy, to Galkway, got the Name of Leth-Mogha, or Megha's Share ;
as all Northward of that Line, was called, Letb~Cuin, or Leth-Cenn, that is, Cenn's Share. - And to
this Day the North and South Parts of the Kingdom are known by thefe Diftintions.

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ties, or by his Primatial Right, have the See committed to his Care during the
Vacancy ; which might have given Occafion to Writers to call him Bifhop of
Dublin. One Mel-Colmb O-Brolcan, is mentioned under the Year 1122, to have
died Bifhop of Armagh. But paft Controverfy he was only Suffragan, or Vicar, to
Celfus. On the 12th of Fanuary, 1125, Celfus put the lait Hand to the repairs of
the Church of Armagh, by covering it intirely with Tiles: Wheteas for One
hundred and thirty Years before, wiz. from the Year 995, when it was burned
down, during the Government of Dubdalethy the 2d. itwis but in Part roofed.
He fpent the greateft Part of the Remainder of his Life in reconciling Diffe:
rences among the Princes, and great Men of the Kingdom. For which good
Work, he left his See in 1126, and continued abfent from it 13 Months ; and in
1128 he mediated and fettled a Truce fora Year between the Kings of Conaught
and Munfter, which he did not Live to fee the Expirationof. For] he died on the
6th,or as others [more truly | (ay, on the firft of April 1129, having {carce pafied the
£oth Year of his Age, at Ard-Patrik, a Village in the County of Limerick ; from
whence his Body was convey’d to Lifmore, as he had left in Charge by his Will,
and there Honourably interred. [He was {carce 27 Years old when he was advant
ced to this high Dignity ; poffibly the Youngeft Bifhop that ever wasin reland. For
he fat 23 Years, which fubftrated from 50, his Age when he died,. leaves the
Number 27. Hanmer,® from I know not what Lﬂumnrity, {ays, Celfus wasa mar-
ried Man, and that he was buried with his Wife and Children, in the Church of
Armagh, Certainly as to the Place of his Interment he is miftaken ; whatever
he may be as to his married State. It was no uncommon Thing in that Age for
the Clergy to have Wives, Donald and Melifa, both Predeceffors of this Prelate,
were the Sons of Amalgaid, Archbifhop of Armagh, and Dubdalethy the 3d was
+heSon of Melmury or Marian, who was alfo Primate. Colgan himfelf confeffeth,
he was oné of thofe Bifhops who intruded into this See, by the Claim of Heredita-
ry Right; of whom St. Bernard, hemﬁcr quoted, makes mention: And he
was {o Senfible of the Prejudice of this Cuftom, that at the Time of his Death,
e made ftrong Efforts to break it. For] St. Bernard ® fajrs-,' ‘“ that Celfus upon
«t the approach of Death had it above all thingsin his Contemplation, that A4~

tirely fruftrated in his Defign. For Malachy fucceeded him, though not imme-
diately. ‘¢ For onec Maurice Mac-Donald, a Man of Noble Birth, fays, St. Bernard,
¢ relying on his fecular Power, ufurped that Church, not as a Bifhop, but asa
:h Tyrant. For a moft pernicious Cuftom had gaincdjﬁrt:ngth, by the Diabolical
«¢ Ambition of fome Men in Power, of getting Pofieflion of Ecclefiaftical Sees
«¢ by Hereditary Succeffion. Nor did they fuffer any Perfons to be put in Election
<< for a Bifhoprick, but fuch who were of their own Tribe and Family : And this
<t kind of execrable Succeffion made no fmall progrefs : For fifteenGenerations (or
¢ Succeffions) of Bifhops, as Colgan expounds it) had paffed over in this kind of
‘¢ Mifchievous Cuftom. Andfo far had this Wicked and Adulterous Generation
._'“ confirmed to themfelves this untoward Priviledge, or rather I may call it, an in-
4 jury deferving the fevereft Punifhment ; that although fometimes it happened,
¢ that Clergymen of their Family failed, yet Bifhops of it never failed. In fine
¢ eight married Men, and notin Orders, though Men of Learning, were Prede-
¢ cefforsto Celfus: From whence proceeded that Univerfal Diffolution of Eccle-

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« fiaftical Difcipline, (of which we have Spoke at large before; that enfeebling
¢ of Cenfures, and Decay of Religion over all freland,” Thus far St. Bernard.
Colgan, in the Place before quoted, hath fet down the Names of thefe eight
married Primates, who were not in Holy Orders. [But during the Times of thefe
unordained Bifhops,there were others who were reckoned only Suffragans or Coad-
jutors to the Intruders, but yetdid all the Epilcopal Duues. And this was the Caufe
of that great Confufion inthe Catalogues of the Archbifhops of this See, which we
have fo often before taken Notice of. From hence forward the Succeffion 1s more
certain.] After the Death of Maurice Mac-Donald, his Kin{man, Nigell Mac-Aid
forcibly ufurped the See ; bur was foon remoyed, *‘ and took away with him (fays
¢¢ St. Bernard) fore Ornaments of the Church, as the Text of the Gofpels, which
“ belonged to St. Patrick, a Staffe covered with Gold, and adorned with preci-
¢ ous Stones, which fome called the Staffe of Jefus, £&5¢.” And they brought
him no fmall Advantage: For they were in fuch Reverence among the unthink-

ing People, that whoever was pofleficd of them, was looked on as the true
Paftor,] Niged died in 1139, and fome have numbred him among the Archs

bithops of this Sce.

M AU R I C E [Ma-Donald.]

[Suce. 1129. 0b. 1134.]

. HIS Maurice, (of whom before) was defcended from that noble Family,
| which had now for 208 Years, poflefied itfelf of the Archicpiicopal See,
and held it, as it were by hereditary Right. [He was the Sen of Douald, Pre-
decefior to Celfus, and Grandfon of Amalgaid, Archbithop ef Armagh.] Upon
the Death of Celfus h:iqumﬂ!d' on this See, and held it alone for three Years ,
and two Years more in Schilm againft Malachy, He died in 1134 [onthe ;7th
of September, having exprefled great Signs of Remorfe and Penitence, as our
Annals fay. Yet St. Bernard, i being enraged againft this family Succeflion, and
more Particularly againft two of them, who were Ufurpers, is fo uncharitable as
to pronounce Damnation both to him and Nige//; and with an unbridled Licence,

calls their whole Family, a damnpable Tribe. ]

MALACHY O-MORGAIR.
| [Suce. x134. Refign.. 1137.]

| M ALAC HY, by the Iri/b called, Melmedoic O-Morgair, [was born in the Year

1095, of Parentsof high Birthand Power.] He wasat firft educated at 4
magh, under the Abbat Imar, a Man of great Aufterity, [who lived in a Cell,
near the Church ; and to his Tuition he was committed in the 5th Year of his Age,
A. D. 1100, with whom he continued feven Years, making a confiderable Pro-
grefs in Learning and Virtye.] From thence he was removed to Lifiore, and put
under the Government of Malchus [who was afterwards] Bithop of that See, [Un-
der this Able Mafter he was perfectly inftru&ted in the Knm#ledge of the Holy
Scriptares, and of Ecclefaftical Difcipline.] Upon his return to Ulffer [he was
admitted into Priefts Orders, in the Year 1120, by Archbithop Celfus, in the
25th Year of his Age] and was placed over the Abbey of Bangor, which he hime
felf bad rebuilt. He was foon after made Bifhop of Connor in the 29th Year of his
Age, A.D. 1124. [and confecrated by the faid Celfus. St. Bernard kglves a ]a.m:n-

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table Chara&ter of the People of this Diccefe. He found them rude, barbarous,
and uncultivated ; Chriftians in Name, but Pagans inh Prafice. No wonder
then, that it was with the greateft Reluctance he was prevailedon by the Archbi-
fhop, and his old Mafter Imar, to accept the Charge. He= thought it a burthen
too weighty for his young Shoulders ¢ Yer being perfwaded, or rather forced into
a Compliance, he applied himfelf to the Difcharge of his Paftoral Duty, witha
commendable Zeal and Vigour 5 and in a few Years wroughr fuch a Reformation
in the Morals of his Flock, as was little inferior to that broughrabout by St. Pa-
trick in thefe Parts;] Celfus on his death Bed [in 1129] appointed Malachy his
Siucocflor in the See of Armagh; (as I faid before) and in about five Years after he
entred into this high Office, [being thereto alfo lefted by the joint Suffrages of
the Clergy and People: But this was not untill after che Death of Maurice in 11344
who had ufurped the See. It istrue he had in part entred on the Charge in 11325
and exercifed it in the Diocefcat large s burdared not to enter into the City of
Armavh; for fear of the Tumults, which he expe€ted the Intruder would raife
upon that Occafion : And this makes the two Years Schifm, which is before men-
vioned in the Life of Maurice. But it was with Difficulty he was ac all prevailed
on to accept the Office 3 andat laft was overcome by the Per{wafions of Maldbu:,

Bithop of Lifmore, and Gilbert Bifhop of Limerick, enforced by the Requeft
of a Synod affembled upon the Occafion; yet on Condition that when Peace
was reftored to the Church of Armagh, he fhould be fuffered to refign this new
Dignity, and return to his former Spoufe. On the Death of Maurice; Nigell in.
truded, as before is obferved under Celfiis. But the Prelates, and Princes of the
Country, - fupported Malachy, and introduced him into Armapgh. = Nigell, unable
to oppofc fo great a Power,was obliged to retire 5 which reftored the Sce to perfe&
Peace and Tranquility. This happened about the Year 1134, in the 38th or 39th
Year of his Age.] Having fpent three Years in the Archbifhoprick, (according
to the {tipulation before-mentioned,) he W‘Il.l_nl;irﬁ tefigned it in theYear 1134, to
Gelafius, [the Clergy and People with mgtﬁ:&huﬁi fnui'&nring ; and betook
himfelf to the See of Downs where he founded an Abbey of _ri%uli_r 5. [The
Reader may fee under the Bifhops of . Dowm, why he retired there; and not to the
See of Cennor. |

Two Yearsafter he took a Journey to Roame, to follicit two Palls from Pope Inino-
cent the 2d 3 one for the Se¢ of Armagh 3 which from the Beginning (as St. Bernard
writes)never had the ufe of the Pall : And the other for the newMetropolitical Church

conftituted byCelfus, [fuppofed to be Cafbell : ' He was received with great Huma-
nity by the Pope 3 to whom he gave an exaét Account uf_ the State of the Church
of Ireland ;. and obtained the Confirmation of the new Metropolitical Church (as
St, Bernard tells us.)] The Pope made him Legate of Jreland, on Account of the
decrepid old Age of Gilbert Bifhop of Limerick, [who then enjoyed that Office ;]
but as to the Palls, he was difmified with this Anfwer 3 that a Matter of thac
Confequence ought to be tranfacted with great Solemnity, and by the common
Suffrages of an Jrifb Council [which the Pope advifed him to call, and that then
upon their requeft the Pall fhould be granted. The Pope took off his Mitre, and
put it on the Head of Malachy, as a token of -the Reverence he bore him, He
alfo made him a prefent of the Stole and Maniple, which he was wont to ufe in
the Celebration of divineQOffices ; and difmiffed him with the kifs of Peace 4 and
the Apoftolical Benediction. He returned to Jreland, and landed at Banger, where
he was received with thﬁumﬁcﬂil Exultations of all Degrees of People. He entred

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on the Exercife of his Legatine Funétion over -all Parts of Ireland, held many
Synods, and reftored and reformed the old Difcipline. He built a Stone Oratory
at Bangor, like what he had feen in other Parts; which is faid to be the firft of
the fort that was erefted in Ireland.]

~ A. D. 1148. He undertook another Journey towards Rome, in order to ob-
tain the Palls, but died on the Road, in the Abbey of Clarevall, {in the Arms
of St. Bersard, who was then Abbat of it] on the 2d of November in the 54th
Year of his Age, being wafted away with a Fever ; and was there honourably
interred [in a Chappel dedicated to the bleffed Virgin.] But his Feftival was tran-
lated to the Day following, [for a Reafon given by Baremius™; “ becaufe (fays
¢ he) the Commemoration of the Feftival of All-Souls took up the 2d of Np-
¢ wember; and therefore the Feftival of Malachy was tranflated to the Day fol-

¢ lowing,quo Solemnius agi poffit, that it might be obferved with the greater So-
“¢ lemnity.”] But Andrew Sauffay = [and otherse Jwillhave it tranflated to the sth
of November, [Mr. Rapin® placeth his Death under the Year 1150: Bat St. Ber-
nard, who was prefent when he died, and our Jri/b Annals, 3 (which fix his Death
to 1148) deferve greatﬂf credit. Upon what Ground, Keating, * and certain anony-
mous Annals, fin myCuftody, call this Prelate, Archbifhop of Ireland andScotland,
I cannot learn ; whether it be, that he was Primate 1n both Kingdoms, or that the
Church of Scotland was fubordinate to that of Ireland in point of Primacy, I do
not find. St. Bernard had Malachy in great Veneration. There are extant feveral
Epiftles of that Abbat to him, and a Sermon preached on his Feftival.] One
may fee the Epitaphs made on him in Chriffopher Henrigues, late Hiﬁﬂﬁﬂgmphcr
General, of the Ciffertian Order, [one of which in Verfe is as follows, viz,
Scire cupis. gﬁﬂimm jacet ‘hic 2 Dominus Malachias,
Heres ?gmt Juerit 2 Querere pergis adbuc?
