Ho liness has shown an especially kindly 
interest in selecting the year of the fifteenth cen­
tenary of St. Patrick's comIng to ' Ireland. 'rhe 
Eucharistic Congress will form a glorious climax to 
those centuries of loyalty and devotion, and we cannot 
but see in the choice made by his Holiness a manifest 
recognition of that tradition that was founded by St. 
Patrick and t.hat inspired Ireland's long fight for 
the Faith. 

It was also indicat:ve of a personal interest to 
select as ' Cardinal-Legate Cardinal Lorenzo Lauri. 
Cardinal Lauri bas many associations with Ireland. 
In earlier years, as a Professor, he instructed many 
of tbe most prominent members of the Irish (,burch, 
including his Grace Most Rev. Dr. Byrne, A:(;hblShop 
of Dublw, and Most Rev. Dr. Wall, Disbnp of 'rbasos . 
His a.ssociation with Ireland alnJ1f' will er dear him 
to the Irish people just as, we feel sure, they have 
endeared Ireland to him.

Some sixty years ago a huml)le and 

sa.intly woman of France, Mary 
Martha Emily Tamisier, who was born 
at Tours in 1834, became inspired 
with the idea of organising publiC' 
meetings in honour of the Blessed 
Sacrament, to which she was particu­
larly devoted. These meetings gradu. 
ally took tho form of pilgrimages 1.0 
shrine's sanctified in previous years by 
Eucbaristic miracles. By 1874 the 
support and enthusiasm aroused gave 
definite shape to the movement 
towards the establishment of Interna­
tional Eucharistic Congresses, and in 
1878 the Papal approval was obtained. 

THE FIRST CONGRESS. 
During the next few years, amid 

public and widespread approval, pre­
liminary organisation took place. The' 
prime movers were Mlle. Tamisier 
and Monsignor Gaston de '-Segur, 
President of the Organising. Com­
mit-tee. June, 1881, saw the triumph 
01 their endeavours in the holding at 
Lille, amid scenes of indescribable 
fervour and piety, of the first Intel'­
nllitional Eucharistic Congress. 

UNIVERSAL CHURCH. 
With pelmauent headquarters and a 

Permanent Committee, of which 

Monsignor Heylen is the sixth Presi­
clent, the movement gained in ngoUl' 
and widened in scope. France, Italy, 
Belgium, Switzerland, England, Aus-· 
tria, Spain-each country of Europe 
supplied the locale for succeeding 
Congresses. 

In 1893 the Congress of Jerusalem 
marked the unity of the Catholics of 
the East and of the West. Seven 
years more, and the venue was 
changed for the first time to the New 
World, the twenty-first Congress 
being held at Montreal. The Oongress 

of Chicago in 1926, the Congress of 
Sydney of 1928, and the Congress of 
Carthage in 1930 bore further testi­
mony to the universality of the 
Church.

OU TSI DE IN F L·U ENCES. 
In the absence of native models or 

I rndition those \\ ho undertook the 
huilding and adornment of churches 
II ere d<'llendcll t on the influcnces 
'hat prc\'ailed ill neighbouring coun­
trie~, and it is unfortunate thnt Ihis 
was it Jlcriod of dcbascd l'eligious 
art. Tho churehes that wcre buill 
were, with a. few e.-ccplions, poor in 
design, and all were furnished with 
altars, statucs, stained-gla~s WIll-

~ ~

dows, anu Ilaintings imported from 
abroad, and all complctely devoid of 
artistic merit. 

An inevitable consequence was a 
low standard of taste in ch urch fur­
nislling and decoration; priests and 
people alike Lecame accustomed to 
Halian marblo altars of decadent 
Gothic, mass-produced stained-glass 
windows from Germany, and charac­
terless statues from France, and 
were quite satisfied to keep on im­
porting them. The artist was ousted 
by the tradesman, and when any 
enterprising Irishman attempted to 
compete with the fore igner in supply­
ing the needs of the new churches, 
he aimed at nothing more than pro­
viding the commercial arlicle which 
the foreigner supplied. 

IRISH CRAFTSMANS HI P. 
Here and there, it is true, was Lo 

be found an indiyidual church patron 
or architect who rose above the pre­
vailing decadence and tried to 
imprcss his ideas on othcrs, but such 
as he were few, and they met with 
scallt encouragement. It was only 
towards the close of the last century 
that the slightest sign of a. change 
became apparent. 

Thanks to the compclling beauty of 
the work of some of our artists. 
notahl'y those of An Tlll' Gloine and 
the Dun ErneI' Guild, there Legan a 
moyemcnt towards the artistic in­
stead of the tall-dr.y in the adornment 
of churches, and, though we have not 
'et reachcd the point where good 

taste in rcligious art is uni\-ersal, we 

have happily in the country a bouy 
of native artists and craftsmen who 
can supply almost every need of 
those who wish for the fitting decora­
tion of God's house, and they have 
won the recognition of their fellow­
countrymcn. 

The standard of present-day 
ecclesiastical art in I reland is, in 
fact, so high that its fame has spread 
far beyond our shores, and specimens 
of modem I rish craftsmanship are t o 
be fo und in many churches in far 
distant countries. 

STAINED-GLASS ARTISTS. 
Stained-glass deserves first men­

tion, for it was in the production of 
this that our native artists achieved 
their first and eventually their 
greatest success. Thirty years ago 
windows from Munich and Birming­
ham disfigured almost all our 
churches; to-day Irish stained-glass 
can siand comparison with anything 
that is being produced in any 
country. 

The credit for this is duc to Miss 
Purser and her associates of An Tur 
Gloine and to Harry Clarke. The 
group of artists who were assembled 
by lUiss Purser did heroic pioneer 
work, and by producing in twenty­
fil-e years ovcr six-hundred windows, 
all of conspicuous merit, did much 
to educate popular Laste . 

Examples of the work of this 
studio arc Lo be found in every part 
of Ireland. The most conspicuous 
among the associated artists are 
nliss W. M. Geddes, who is now 

working in England, and Michael 
H ealy and Hubert McGoldrick now 
the two leading stained-glass ::.rtiBts 
working in Ireland. 

THE LATE HA R RY CLARKE. 
Whi le the artists of Miss Purser'. 

studio were labouring hard to raise 
the level of stained-glass, there ap­
peru'ed from an entirely different; 
quarter IIarry Clarke, the greatest 
a r tist in this medium that Ireland 
has ever produced. The son of a. 
st ained-glass artist, he showed signs 
of genius from his earliest student 
days, and while he was st ill in the 
early twenties he ranked amonn- the 
greatest living artists in st:ined. 
glass. 

His early death in 1931 was g; 

national calamity, but his industry 
was such that he left b ehind him a; 
great number of works t hat enrich 
many churches at home and abroad. 
In their brilliancy of colouring, deli­
c~cy ?f design, and jewel-like qua lity 
his wllldows are unmistakable. Some 
of his best work may be seen in t he' 
IIonan Hostel Chapel, Cork and in; 
tbe Parish Church, Terenur~_ 

Harry Clnrke also proved bril~ 
lianLly successful as the designer of 
schemes of church decoration, and 
two fine examples of his work are to 
be seen in Duhlin in St. :Mary' B, 
Haddington Road, and the chapel of 
:Milltown Park.

their activities to the producLion of 
stained-glass, and the most success­
ful of their oiher works are the sets 
of Stations of the Cross in opus 
secti Ie, rlesigned and executed by 
Miss Ethel Rhind and Hubert 
McGoldrick. 

There is no feature of a church 
that is so difficult to supply in a 
satisfactory manner as that of the 
Stations of the Cross, and experi­
ments in producing them have been 
carried out in a great variety of 
media. Notable amon~ the experi­
ments by modern Irish artists are 
the set incorporated in the windows 
of the church of St. Patrick's Pur­
gatory in Lough Derg, by Harry 
Clarke, and the large oil paintings 
in the chnpel of Clongowes Wood 
College by Sean Keating. 

IN OPUS SECTILE. 
Both of il18se are, however, some­

thing of a tom' de !o1'ce, and in the 
set of Stations which Miss Rhind 
executed in opus sectile for the 
church in Spiddal we have probably 
the most harmonious and effective 
Stations of the Cross in Ireland. The 
same medium has been chosen by the 
builders of several churches, especi­
ally in the North-west cornel' of 
Ireland, and in each case the result 
bas been 3xcellent. 

The advisability of incorporating 
the Stations of the Cross in the 
design of a new church is now recog­
nised; and it has become an increas­
ingly common practice to choose a 
medium for them which will allow 
them to be set in the actual struc­
ture of the .building. Mosaic has 
been sometirri"es chosen, but in each 
case in which a comparison is pos­
sible native produced opus ' sectile 
has proved much superior to im­
ported mosaic. 

IRISH MARBLE ALTARS . . 
In the Italian marble altars of the 

last century beauty seemed to be 
regarded as proportionate to the 
number of crockets, and it is even 
now difficult to kill the belief that 
altars must be imported and that all 
imported altars are works of art. 
Yet the best altars in our churches 
are those designed by Irish -artists, 
and, in spite of the limitation of 
native materials, among the best are 
cert~inly those made of Irish 
marbles. Examples of the latter are 
the beautiful side altar of the 
Blessed Virgin in Loughrea Cathe­
dral, designed by the' late William 
Scott and executed in Kilkenny 
marble, and the altars of native 
marbles in the new Co. M~y'o 
churches designed and executed by 
Albert Power. 

FAMOUS SCULPTORS. 
Amo~g Lhe sculptors whose work 

bas proved that statues far in ad­
vance of most of those that - are 
imported from abroad can be pro­
duced at home are John Hughes, 
Albert Power, and Michael Shortall. 
Mr. Shortall's carving of the corbels 
and of the capitals of the pillars in 
Loughrea Cathedral is unique in 
Irish churches, and is one of the 
most distin~tive features of that re­
markable church. 

DUN EMER GUILD. 
In the provision of all that is re­

quired for the service of the altar, 
Irish artists of this new renaissance 
have proyed no less successful than 
those who devoted themselves to the 
adornment of the fabric of the 
church buildings_ Too much credit 
cannot be given to Miss Evelyn 
Gleeson, Miss Kathleen McCormack, 
and the other workers of the Dun 
ErneI' Guild for their vestments, 
banners, altar carpets, and other 
forms of woven and embroidered 
work. 

The work of this Guild is now as 
well known outside Ireland as is the 
work of our stained-glass artists, and 
it has done as much to enhance the 
artistic reputation of the country. 
Some cloth of gold vestments made 
for a San Francisco chul'chsome 
years ago were fairly described as 
the most beautiful things to leave 
the coun~ry in the present century, 
while the tapestry and antependium 

of the s<tflCiuary and altar in the 
IT onan Hostel Chapel, Cork, recall 
the golden days of mediaeval craft 
work. 

ART OF METAL WORK. 
It is particularly gratifying to 

national pride that in the art of 
meLal work, in which Irish workers 
at one time exC'elled, as the exhibits 
in our N aLional Museum prove, we 
have at least one worker of the very 
first rank. This is Miss Mia Cran­
well, most of whose work has, unfor-

tunately, gone out of the country. It 
is a few years since the monstrance 
which Miss Cranwell executed for 
St, Patrick's Church, San Francisco, 
was exhibited in Dublin, but it is 
still vividly rf>membered by all who 
saw it, and the massive silver sanc­
tuary lamp for the same church, 
recently completed after three years' 
work, can challenge comparison with 
the product of any country to-day. 

In cO_lTIection with metal work it 
is necessary to mention again the 
name of the late Professor William 
Scott, the most remarKable Irish 
architect of this generation, who not 
only left his mark on the church 
building of his day, but also did 
more than any man of his age to 
foster Irish craftsmanship. 

Mr. Scott designed some remark­
able altar lamps, especially those of 
Spiddal and Loughrea, and a very 
beautiful set of altar plate for the 
Honan Hostel Chapel, C(lrk. The 
most remarkable piece of this set is 
the mOllst,rance, Celtic in inspiration 
but original in treatment, and the 
forerunner of a departure from the 
more conventional form of mon­
strance design. 

BEAUTIFUL CHURCHES. 
Tne three churches just mentioned 

should be visited and examined in 
detail by anyone who wishes to know 
what ecclesiastical artists of this 
r'entury have donI" in Ireland. 
Spiddal church is the only one of 
the three that was designed by 
Scott. It is a simple building, and 
it taught the value of simplicity and 
good taste to many who hitherto 
favoured excessive ornateness in 
church building and decoration. 

Loughrea Cathedral, owing to the 
enlightenl"d direction of successive 
Bishops of Clonfert, has heen 
adorned wiih the work of a great 
many modern Irish artists of high 
rank. It is an object lesson to 
church deco£ators 'and furnishers 
of our day. 

Most remarkable of all, bowever, 
and easily the most notable church 
in Ireland to-day, is the small chapel 

attached to the Honan Hostel in the 
grounds of Uniyersity College, Corle 
Everything in this cbapel is of native 
workmanship, and any country and 
any century that could produce it 
has nothing to fear for its artistic 
reputation. 

In addition to its stained-glass 
windows, opus sectile Stations of 
the Cross, altar plate, dossal and 
antepelldium, to which reference has 
already been macie, it ha-s a few 
other features that well deserve 
mention: the metal grille, the taber­
nacle door, and the altar charts. 

The grille of wrought iron was 
designed by . William Scott, and is a 
gateway of striking beauty and a fine 
example of couLemporary iron worle 
The tabernacle door in enamel was 
executed by - Oswald Reeves, of the 
Ilietropolitan School of Art, whose 
work is well known for its technical 
perfection and the mystical beauty 
of its design_ The altar charts were 
designed by Joseph Tierney, and are 
aot unworthy of comparison with the 
ancient illuminated manuscripts that 
are the chief glory of Celtic art. 

Though Mr. Tierney is unhappily 
no longer resident in Ireland, others 
have followed in his footsteps, and 
on many an altar the crudely de­
sip:ned charts, printed on the Conti­
nent and badly framed, to which we 
were long accustomed, have been re­
]1laced by artistic charts of native 
design and execution_ 

FAME RE·WON. 
Though, as' was already said, there 

is no constant tradition of Irish 
ecclesiastical art, it is worthy of note 
t hat practically all the artists who 
have re-won for Irel[1,nd the fame of 
skill in the arts of the Church have 
found their inspiration in what we 
possess of ancient Celtic art. The 
novel and the grotcsque, that have 
attracted so many modern artists of 
Oontinental countries even when 
they were designing ecclesiastical 
ornament, have not found favour in 
Ireland, and one result is that there 
is a sense of fitness and a feeling of 
reverence in all that our native 
artists produce for the Church. At 
the same time, there is no slavish 
copying of ancient forms_ The' 
ecclesiastical art of our day is a live 
art, vigorous and sincere, and, as in 
the past, it is one of the most power­
ful cultural agencies in the country 
at the present day. 

Monasterboice and Its 

Crosses 
• 

MONASTERBOICE, jn the Co. 
Louth, holds a foremost place 
among the religious remains 

of ancient Ireland. There in the 
early years of the sixth cen­
tury a monastery was founded by 
Saint Bute, or Boetius. Scandinavian 
invaders set fire to the famous Round 
Tower of Monasterboice in 1097, 
destroying the treasures and books 
of the monastery. But the towel' 
still stands, though scarred with fire, 
one of the finest in Ireland. 

Two ruined churches also remain, 
and three crosses of stone, beauti­
fully designed and carved, which 
have been pronounced the finest 
monuments of their age and time to 
be found in the Christian world. Of 
these the cross represented on the 
cover of this Supplement is the 
smallest. Yet it stands about sixteen 
feet high, a fine ringed cross with 
mouldings along the angles, and con­
taining a figure of the Crucifixion in 
the centre of the east side. 

Most renowned of these crosses of 
Monasterboice is the Cross of l\Iuire­
dach, Abbot of Monasterboice from 
890 to 923 A.D. This is a massive 
ringed cross, also oj Celtic design. 
and standing about eighteen feet 
high. It contains no less than seventy 
panels, engraved with representa­
tions of Bihical scenes in high relief 
and with many varieties of skilful 
~eomet)'iC'al designs. 

The monastery lasted until the 
middle of the twelfth century, wh en 
it was probably ousted by the newly 
established Oistercian House of 
l\Iellifont. With Monasterboice will 
a,lways be associated the name of 
another gren.t man, Lann l\Iainstrech. 
tha most learned historian Ireland 
had up to then produced.

was 0. sudden, almost a dramatic, 
one. 

"While we lay. as it were burierl 
in slerp. the f'pirit of God passed 
over lrelancl in an extraordinary 
manner. We awoke one morning 
to lind at om door the strange~ t 
"'i~ht ima!!inable-a band of young 
J Clsh priests beggil:g for aRsislanee. 

, And for what enterpri, e? That 
they mil:(ht be allowed to go and 
prraeh the Go~prl to the heathen 
milliolls of far-off China." 
This is how our beginnings ap­

peal'ed to the Bishop of RiJlaloe 
( lost Rev. Dr. Fogarty). 

A litlle earlier in that same ;rrar 
another eall had been made to the 
soul of Ireland; the challenge of 
Enster Week wa.'! still fresh in 
people's mind!!; high ideals were 
sUI'ging through the souls of our 
young men and women, and Ireland 
was prepared for the preaching or a 
still higher idealism. "Ireland was 
growing proud of her national 
heroes; sho " as prepared to look 
with pride on the would-be heroes 
and martyrs of her Faith. It was in 
her tradition antI in her blood to 
hold them ill reverellce; but now she 
would to.ko them to ner heart." 

TO CON VERT THE HEATHEN. 

And take them to hcr hcart she 
did I W 0 were in the throcs of a 
World War at tho time, but Ireland 
ne\'er did summon up much enthu­
siasm lor that war. She understood 
quito clearly the value of the many 
shibboleths and catch-cries which 
tho war makers were using in their 
endeavour t o in tet est her . This new 
cn.! l to arms for the sak e of perishing 
souls appcaled far more to the I rish 
people, 

The conversion of tho heathen waS 
somcthing our people understood; it 
was the kind of warfare that our 
country had bcen engaged in for 
many centuries; it was the kind of 
warfaro in which we knew what we 
were fighting for. :Moreover, it was 
the first time that Ireland was callcd 
upon to lay the Ioundations of a 
national missionary organisation. 
This work was to be her own. And 
so we forgot the war and gave our 
whole attention to the promotion of 
the ncw enterprise./' 

BISHOPS' BLESSING. 

This action, so characteristic of a 
spiritually minded people like ours, 
was a source of puzzlement and 
annoyance to those who were bent 
on more material aims. Other 
nations were calling back pricsts 
from the missions an d placing them 
in the trenches; Ireland resolved to 
send priests to take their places. 

In October, 1016, the Irish Bishops 
assembled at Maynooth gave their 
encouragement and blcssing to the 
new cnterpriso, and for the next 
fifteen months the five priests who 
were the beginning of the enterprise 
preached Irom parish to parish a ll 
o\'cr the country. 

Five pricsts! It was, indecd, a 
weak beginning; but their work was 
made singularly casy by the cnthu­
siasm with \\ hich they were every­
where reeeivcd by pricsts and pcople. 
It seemed that the mighty faith and 
zeal of our pcop le was waiting ' for 
somcone who would come forward 
and provide an outlet. 

THE PEOPLE'S DUTY. 
This Ioundation of a ncw missionary 

society in our own times shows vcry 
clearly how the faithful people are 
expected to co-operate with the 
Sovercign Pontiff in t he conversion 
of t he pagan. The Holy Father is 
under a grave ob ligation a rising from 

the Divine command to " preach t he 
yospel to every creature." The 
Pontiff himself cannot do this; he 
must have assistance; and where is 
he to obtain this assistance unless 
from people like ourseh-es who have 
already received the inestimable 
treasure of the Faith 1 

If the Oatholic people of the world 
refuse to assist the Pope in the con­
version of the pagan world the r esul t 
will be that the pagan world will not 
be converted. For the work of con­
version pricsts are needed and funds 
are needed. If all of us say " This 
work does not concern us," where 
will the priests be fo und 1 Where 
wi ll the funds be found to enab le 
priests to preach the Gospel 'l If t he 
Holy Father cannot rely on us, his 
faithful children, to whom can he 
turn for aid 1 

IRELAND'S ANSWER. 
The people of I reland understood 

this very well. They have the Fait h, 
and they value it. They k now that if 
St. Patrick had refused to listen to 
the call of our ancestors we should 
now, probably, be steeped in 
paganism as bad as that which exists 
ill Ohina. And so when those fivc 
priests of the new Maynooth Mission 
to Ohina appealed to them for aid 
they gave it, and gave it with charac­
teristic generosity. 

So generous was the r esponse 01 
the people that, fifteen months aiter 
the project was first mooted, a 
college for the education of students 
of philosophy and theology was 
0l?ened in Dalgan Park, in the 
DIOcese of Galway. On the day of 
opening, January 29, 1918, nineteen 
students entered into residence. To­
day, aiter fourteen years, the 
students number o\,er 130. 

Since 1918 almost 120 priests have 
been ordained in Dalgan Parle The

MISSIONARY SISTERS. 
In 1922 permission was ob tained 

from the H oly See to foun d a new 
Oong~'egation of Irish Missionary 
Sisters. That movement a lso was 
favoured by P rovidence, a nd at 
present the new Oongregation Dum­
bers over fifty Sisters, with branches

in America and Ohina . They are 
known as "The Missionary I::>isters 
of St. Oolumban." 

The Mission has a lso two lar"e 
colleges in America and one ·in A;s­
tralia; and the Society, which, 'n 
1916, began with five priests, has 
now a grand total of 401 members 
made up of 143 priests, 248 students: 
and 10 Brothers. 

The work is still only in its 
infancy. Only God knows what the 
future holds in store for i t. Wjth 
God's help and with the continued 
aid of our people, t here is every 
reason to hope that belore t he end 
of the present generation the May­
nooth Mission to Ohina will have 
doubled or trebled its numbers and 
its efficiency. 

AN UNLIMITED FIEL D. 

The work at home in the coJl~l" 
and the convent is vital. It prJ' 
duces the power which is to be 
released in Ohina for t he real work 
~f the Mission. The fie ld in Ohina 
IS unlimited. Not scores or hundreds 
of priests and Sisters are needed­
thousands will be required if we are 
to p lay. any important part in the 
conversIOn of that vast country. 
~h:eady 67 priests of the Maynooth 

~lss~on are working in two large 
dIstncts in Ohina and four are 
labouring in a rather small area in 
the Philippine Islands. 

Frequently we have receivcd ap­
p~als from the Holy See and froID 
Bishops in various parts of the pagan 
world to take over large sections of 
those benighted lands. The May­
nooth Mission has done what it could 
according to its numbers and its 
resource~, but, unfortunately, it h~ 
been obhged to wait for furthcr aid

THOUSANDS OF VISITORS. 

Into Dublin poured thousanus 
upon thousands of people Ly rail anu 
road. Over 50,000 passengers arrived 
at the various railway termini in the 
city. MallY jlC'ople had heen travel­
ling throughout the night, to arrive 
in the city nt such early hours of the 
morning a~ 4 o'clock and 5 o'clo(·k.

FROM EVERY DIOCESE. 
In the procession were thousands 

from every diocese in Ireland, and,. 
viewing it from the junction of the 
main Park road with the road lead­
ing from ~he Fifteen Acres, the pro­
cession took two and three-quarter 
hours to pass a given point. 

The men marched 8, 10, and some­
times 12 deep, and at a very quick 
step j and the women 16 to 20 deep. 

The provincial diocesan contin­
gents, the pride of place being given 
to the Archdiocese of Armagh, took 
n.bout half an hoUl' to pass by. 

The Dub!ill diocesan contingent of 
men took exactly an hour, going &t 
a very fast pace, and sometimes in 
double file. 

The women of Dublin Diocese took 
about 27 minutes to pass a single 
point, going in double file, 16 and 20 
deep. There were some very large 
contingents of women from Dublin 
and the provinces. 

A conservative estimate placcu the 
number in the procession at 230,000 
to 250,000, and the total numher in 
the Park from 450.000 to half A 

million. 
THE BENEDICTION. 

His Grace the Archbishop of 
Dublin was the celebrant of the 
Solemn Benediction, and another 
noble moment of the day was as hill 
Grace raised the monstrance aloft to 
impart the Benediction to the huge 
multitude that knelt along the quays 
and the bridges. Army ]mgles 
sounded the salute, and the military 
guard of honour stood to attention. 

A GREAT TRIUMPH. 
Apart from the purely rcligious 

side of this historic day, one feature 
predominates in the memory-the 
marvellous perfection of orgn.nisa­
tion. Something was here attempted 
that hac;l never been done ill this 
country before-the control of a con­
gregatIOn numbering nearly half .. 
million and of a procession of over .. 
quarter of a million. Fl'om the 
moment that the first person arrived 
in the city in the early hours of the 
morning until the streets were 
emptied late at night there was r.ot 
a hiteh ill the organisation; not an 
untoward incident-it was all a won­
derful demonstration of perfect fore­
sight and of discipline on the part of 
the Irish people. 

Gen. O'Duffy was Chief .Marsha),' 
and Mr. F. J. O'Reilly was then, as 
h~ is for the Eucharistic Oongress, 
DIrector of Organisation and for 
them and all associated with them it 
was a supreme test of ability and 
ta<;t, and they emerged with colours 
flymg.

view, wh'ch we publish in thebe 
coluwns, shows the eXLCnt of its pre­
mises. 113 products nre known in e\ ery 
COrner of the globe; it.s rcvenue, apart 
frow the large sums wllich it pays in 
duties, supports nearly 5,000 employes 
directly, mcluding pensioners; whUe 
it payments (or brewing materials and 
other pureha:es are computed to main­
tain indirectly about 3,500 per~on8. if 
to all these arc adried tllose who are 
engaged in selling its products it would 
appear that the llrewery supports, 
directly l' indirectly, some 14,000 per­
sons, not including dependents. 

GRAVITY IHAINTAINED. 
'The volume of the firm's business 

enormous. Its maxilllum day's sales of 
stout amounted to 632,IG4 gallons, it 
maximulll year's 58~f'-.s to 115,442,340 
gallons, and the peak figure for the 
Government duties which it paid in 
anyone year was £lG,141,559. The in­
cidence of Government duties per stan­
dard barrel, immedIately before the 
War and the present time, reveab 
some intere5tin~ comparisons. Then 
the duty was 7s. 9d., which amounted 
to a halfpenny per pint of the firm's 
EXTRA STOUT; now the Free State's 
Excise duty is 100s. 0. barrel, or four­
pence a pint. The Customs duty in 
Great Britain nnd 'orthern Ireland, 
since tbe introduction of the National 
Government's Emergency Budget, is 
135s. 4d. per standard barrel, less 20s. 
per bulk barrel, a 4lJ. a pint. Unlike 
many breweries, l\lessrs. Guinness have 
not reduced the grnvities of their stouts 
to meet this new impost, and their pro­
ducts still maintain the high standard 
which has made the buff-labelled 
bottles 'lmous throughout the worill. 

THREE BREWS. 
Guinness's stout at present is manu­

factured uy lhe company in three kinds. 
The PORTER, which is the lightest, is 
brewed exclusively for home consump­
tion; the EXTRA TOUT is the variety 
which is best known on the other side 
of the Channel, and the FOREIGN 
EXTRA 'TOUT, which is brewed speci­
aUy in the coolest season of the y~lr 
is stored in vats for a long time and 
prepared for bottlers in Dublin, Li\'(~r­

strueted to restrain customers from 
pm'chases in t.)o great bulk. 

A walk through the Brewery, which 
can be accomplished any day upon pre-
entation of a suitable letter of intro­

duction, is an entrancing experience. 
Thou~h a mere lour, of course, is Tlot 
suffiClent to give the visitor more than 
a general idea of the processes, it is 
sufficient to show him the remarkable 
d('gree of scientific dev(']opment to which 
tho brewing of stout has been brought 
by l\lessrs. Guinnes~. 

From the moment wh('n lhe malted 
barley, after being met by hot water, 
in a cylinder, is passed into the mash­
tuns or "kieves" as they are called in 
Ireland, the visitor is filled with 
mingled feelings of expectancy and 
awe. The illllll~n ·ily of the New 
Brewery, which is the building selected 
for these tours, and the huge tureen­
like kieves-the illustration givC5 an 
excellent idea of their appearance-in 
which the malt is being fu;ther mixed 
with water by means of rapidly revolv­
ing rakes are most impressive. The 
sweet liquor, or wort, which is drawn 
off at! a result of some hours of this 
process is conveyed by pipes, which 
link up every stage of this building, to 
the coppers, where the hops are added, 
and the mixture is boiled for some 
hours. The effect of the hops is to 
give the bilter fla"onr and to add pre­
servative qualilie to lhe wort. 

TRANSITION. 
AH('r the hopped wort has ibeen 

examined in the coolers, where actu­
ally very little cooling takes place, it 
is cooled artificially to a.bout GO de­
grees Fahrenheit on the refrigerators, 
and it is then ready for fermentation. 
The new ,ulzer cooling machines de­
serre specially careful attention. 

Fermentation, whereby the wort is 
convert.ed into stout by the addition of 
yeast, takes place in the fermenting 
tuns, which, both in size and shape, 
are not unlike squash racquet courts. 
This process, perhaps, is the most in­
triguing to the layman, not only be­
cause it marks the actual transition 
into stout, but Ibecause of the remark­
a'ble behaviour of the yeast. During 
fermenlation, which all the second and 
third days becomes very strong after a 
quieter beginning, the yeast reproduces 
itself about fifteen times. 

After fermentation has finished the 
stout is transferred to the skimmers. 
which are large tanks surrounded by a 
sort of trough, and. here the n~)\v 
abounding yeast can tmues to astolllsh 
the uninitiated. Rising to the surface, 
it obligingly overflows into the trough 
and is collected. A certain amount is 
kept for the next day's brew, while the 
remainder is sold. Thus a kind of here­
ditary sequence is maintained in the 
fermenting process, anel Messrs. 
Guinness keep several "families" of 
yeast, whose lineage to-day is both 
ancient and authentic. 

COOPERAGE AND RAILWAY. 
The stout now goes to the storage vats 

for a short stay before it is passed by 
gravity to the racking shed and put lU­
to casks for the trade. 

It is on his journey from the new 
Brewery to the Cooperage and Racking 
Departmen t that the visitor gets a fnll 
idea of the huge extent of Messrs 
Guinness's business. Illustration Ko. 
3, showing the pyramids of casks-and 
only a section of the Cooperage Yarr! 
can be seen in the picture-is a. suffi­
cient proof of this, Moreover, eight 
miles of narrow-gauge railway link up 

Befo're arrival at the Cooperage and 
Racking Department a visit is made to 
the Malt tltore in Robert Street, and to, 
thl' Maitings in Cooke's Lane. In the 
malting process the barley is artiji. 
cially germinated to the desired point 
by immersion in cold water and subse­
quent exposure for about nino days in 
thin layers of from 4 to 6 inches deep, 
At the end of the growing peri au the 
p,rocess is stopped by loading the 
'green malL" in to the kilns, where 
the temperature is gradually raised to 
about 200 degrees FahrenheIt. 

IRISH BARLEY. 
At this point the work which the fi rm 

ha done for Irish barley-growing de­
serves to be mentioned. Messrs. GUilH 
ness always have been anxious 'that as 
Illllch as possible of the 1,200,000 cwls,· 
of their annual malt supplies 8hnll be 
obtained from barley ~rown in Ireland. 
'1'0 this end they initIated experiments 
in conl'unction with the Department of 
Agrieu ture, and it is due to these 
efforts that the "Archer" varie ty wa~ 
introduced into Ireland from Denmark, 
The " Spratt-Archer" barley, the latest 
production, has more than repaid the 
trouble lavished on it, both a8 regards 
quality and yield per acre. Efforts to 
culli vate the hop failed owing to its 
dislike of our clImate.

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Ho\" the Educational Ruin of 
the Penal Days ,vas Repaired

NOTEWORTIIY chapler 
in the history of Irish 
Oatholic restoralion alld 
reconstrucLion is that 
which tclls the story of 

the suecesscs won for Oatholic Edu­
cation in repairing the ruin of the 
Penal Days. Amid the developments 
of the national life of Ireland which 
have follo wed the reliefs afforded to 
Catholics by the Irish and the Eng­
lish Parlin ments from 1782 to 1816, 
none has been more significant than 
the organisation of the education of 
our Oatholie population. In all 
departments of education, Primary, 
Secondary, \lnd University, the ad­
/Vance has been steady, although the 
.struggle has been difficult and long. 

To-day the Irish people possess an 
educational system which, under the 
(·are of our Irish Govcrnment, is bOf,~ 
pIcgressive and in its main feature3 
a.cceptable alike to their national and 
religious sentiments. This happy 
position is wholly due to the efforts 
of the Oatholic lep.ders of the people 
in the bst century and a half. 

PENAL DAYS AND AFTER. 
During the long period of British 

rule in Ireland the policy of the State 
in Education had for its object the 
anglicising of the people, ith a view 
to making them loyal subjects of the 
British Orown. Two obstacles, closely 
bound' together, frustrated the State 
in the achievement of its purpose. 
The religion and the nationality of 
the people withstood the attack of 
the Penal Oode in the attempt to 
brutalise and impoverish the mass of 
~he population. 

When the Penal Oode failed mO,re 
$ubtle' means were adopted. The 
Dharter Schools of Marsh and Boulter 
had as t.heir purpose "to' rescue the 
Muls of thousands of poor children 
from the dangers of Popish supersti­
tion and idolatry." Ohildren were 
t aken from their Oatholic parents, 
given free education, food, and 
clothes. The boys were apprenticed 
to Protestant masters, the girls sent 
to serve Pr,otestant mistresses. Public 
money' was lavished freely by Irish 
~nd English Parliaments, before and 

* ft er the Union, on schools such as 
t hese which were the only State­
~ndo';;ed schools to which Oatholic 
~hildren had access. Their' condem­
na£ion ' by the Oatholie authorities 
Was universal, and the condemnation 
:of the~r management and administra­
tion followed the Union. 

·THE NEW S CH OOLS. 
To take the place of the Oharter 

Schools" in 1811 was founded "A 
Society for Promoting the Education 
of the Poor in Ireland," better kn.own 
~s "The Kildare Place Society." Its 
schools were non-denominational and 
open f'to all Classes of professing 
Dhristians without interferin'g with 
the p~culiar reJ.i.gious· opinions . of 
any." . In these schools "the Scrip­
tures, without note or comment, 
should be used to the exclusion of all 
catechisms and hooks of religious 
contro~ersy." Oompared to those that 
had preceded them the ne.w schools 
were in advance: They were accep­
ted by a number of Oatholics, and 
were given a. grant from public funds 
which Boon amounted to £30,000 

annually. Actually the religious 
org:l!1isation of the schools was 
based on the Protestant principle of 
"the open Bible" to be read with­
out guidance or instruction, and on 
that ground the Oatholie authorities 
voiced their opposition to them. That 
opposition became general in 1820 
when the proselytising purpose of the 
schools, first suspected by John 
l\facIIale, laler Archbishop of Tuam, 
was openly proclaimed by the 
Society's alliance with three prosely­
tising instituLions. The C:ttholie 
members, of whom O'Oonnell was 
one, resigned from its committee, and 
the limited toleration of the schools 
by Oatholics was withdrawn. 

CATHOLIC EMANCIPATION. 
With the passing of the Oathol ic 

Emancipation Act the' question of 
popular education became urgent. In 
1831 the Government admitted the 
failure of "The Kildare Place 
Society," and proposed a plan of re­
form. The grant to the Society was 
transferred to - a Board for the Oon-
1.1'01 of National Education. This 
Board was to have Oatholic and Pro­
testant memoers, and it was to 
administer a system of education of 
which the schools should be open to 
Protestant and Oatholic alike. 

Four days a week were to be de­
voted to the joint moral and secular 
education of the children of Loth 
religions, the other day being set 
asi'de for s~parate religious instruc­
tion. The supreme power was to be 
vested in the hands of the Board, 
which was to 'guard against even the 
suspicion of proselytism, but the 
clergy were eligible as managers. 
The plan, with some modifications of 
detail, was adopted, and there was 
enshrined in the system of National 
Education the principle of mixed 
education for the chihlren of all 
denominations. 

CLAIM FOR FREEDOM. 
Apart from the Oatholic objection 

to this principle of mixed education, 
the working of the system stirqulated 
Oatholic opposition to it. The strict 
insistence on the separation of 
secular and religious instruction in' 
schools, of which the number was 
from the beginning large and in­
creasing, where the children were all 
of the same faith, was an injust,ice 
against which the Oatholie authori­
ties protested vigorously and con­
tinuously. Placed outside the scope 
of the system, and deprived conse­
quently of State aid, were the 
schools of the Ohristian Brothers 
and Orders of Nuns who had made 
the education of the poor in the 
cities and towns their special care. 
An hour or haH-hour each day was 
set aside for religious instruction in 
all schools under the' control of the 
Oommissioners of National Educa­
tion, ~and outside those hours all re­
ference to the religion of the pupils 
was rigorously excluded, a severe 
disability to a religion ~hieh teaches 
that religious and . secular teaching 
cannot be divorced if the ehild is to 
receive a sound moral and religious 
education. 

The Oatholic claim was for free­
dom for religious instruction where 
such instruction would not be offered 

against the beliefs of any child 
attending the school where the 
children were all of one denomina­
tion. Oatholics were willing to 
accept the Oommissioners' restric­
tions where the school population 
was mixed and was insufficient to 
support separate schools for the 
children of different religious bodies. 
They did not ask or expect the State 
to expend money on the pl:Ovision of 
religious education for the children, 
but to be allowed to supply it them­
selves. 

nlE MODEL SCHOOLS. 
Disiiatisf:tction with the National 

Board was ·inc}"l'ased hy the organisa­
tion of the Model Schobls, which formed 
part of a scheme for the training of 
teachers for the National Schools. 
Thcse- Model Schools were managed 
by the Board, and the influence of 
Oatholic management was tl1l\S ex­
cluded from them. The Oentral 
Model School, founded in Duhlin in 
1838, was followed by the foundation 
of twenty-eight others in Dublin and 
through the country. They met with 
considerahle local opposition in 
many districtg, and their further ex­
tension was prevented in 1866 l,y a 
successful protcst of the Irish IIier­
archy. Though enjoying the special 
favour of the Board, they failed in 
their triple aim of promoting mixed 
educat ion; of demonstrating the best 
methods of spcular teaching; of 
educating prospective teachers for 
the schools, and they were con­
demned unreservedly on educational 
and r eligious grounds by a Itoyal 
Commission of Inquiry in 1868. 

BISHOPS' PROTEST. 

TllC Irish Oa,tholic Bishops con­
tinued their protest against the 
mixed system of edllCa~ion. Their 
objections were upheld by the Royal 
Oommission in its report. Minor suc­
cesses were "00. Objectionable 
books were 'removed from the 
syllabus of the schools, Oatholics 
were given equal representation on 
the Board, hut on the main question 
the Board's attitude remained un­
changed . 

The dehate on the Irish Education 
Act of 1892 SItW the Governmenl 
accept in a limited way the Oatholic 
view and agree to a modification of 
the system which would allow the 
Ohristian Brothers' Schools to share 
in the financial benefits of the 
scheme. This acceptance was de­
feated by the secularism of the Ohief 
Secretary, John .--Morley, who re­
fused to recommend to the Lord 
Lieutenant the ratification of the 
necessary regulations. . 

This defeat, when vIctory was so 
near was fatal. Modifications, since 
intrdduced, have allowed a freer play 
for religious teaching and have 
allowed the Christian Brothers' 
Schools to accept the system; but 
the Bishops of Ireland, in their last 
Synod at Mayn{)oth, ~hile tolera~­
ing were foreed to Withhold theu 
approval of a system of .whic~ ~ixed 
education remams a baslO pl'lnclple. 

TRAINING OF TEACHERS. 
On one great and essential point 

Oatholic opinion won. D: comple~e 
victory:. The OOI~lI~llSSlOners, III 
arra.ngmg for the trallllllg of teachers 
for the National Schools, again 
ad9pted the principles of mixed edu­
cation and State management. There

was no official recognition or provi­
sion for the teaching of religion in 
the colleges set up for the training 
of teachers, and the Irish Bishops 
condemned them, with the result 
that no Oatholic could enter them, 
and the further result that the 
greater number of the teachers in 
the N ationaJ Schools remained un­
trained. 

To remedy this grave evil, in 1883 
the GoVel'l1lUElDt tock action and in­
structe~ the Oommissioners to pro­
ceed WIth the reform of the training 
system. It was recommended that 
t~le English system, where the prin­
CIple of mixed education had failed 
from the onset, should be' adopted, 
an~! denomiOitt.ional training colleges, 
pnva~ely managed under State in­
spe~tI.on, set up. Two Oatholic 
TralDlOg Oolleges were built and fur­
nished by private funds in Dublin. 
When built the State contribution to 
their maintenance was .only three­
fourths of their total cost, the re­
~ainder of the money being pro­
VIded ~y private subscription and 
fees pmd by the teachers in traininn-. 
~hey . did not receiv~ equality ~f 
financlal treat.ment With the official 
undenom~national college, built and 
maint.ained entirely at the cost of 
the SLate. This injustice continued 
until 1890, when Mr. Balfour as 
Ohief Secretary, took note of' the 
Oatholic grievance. He introduced 
a pl?-n of reform, placing all the 
tralOmg colleges, Oatholic Protes­
tant, and non-denomination~l on an 
equal basis in respect of Stat~ aid. 

The victory for Oatholic education 
was valuable. It enaLlcd the Train­
ing Oolleges at P-;-umcondra and 
Bhtckrock, in Dublin, and latel' in 
Waterford, Limerick, and Belfast 
free. or allY disability, to supply th~ 
Nahonal Schools under Oatholic. 
mann.gement with a capable body of 
well-trai ned teacherf:. fitted to give 
a sound Oatholic education, within 
thc limits of the system of National 
Education,. to the children under 
their charge. 

S ECON DARY EDU CATION. 
The condition of Datholic Secon" 

dary Education at the close of the 
18th century was no better than that 
of Primary Education. The Penal 
Laws prevented a Oatholie from 
keeping a school, acting as a tutor, 
sending his child,'''..') abroad for 
their education. Monetary reward 
was offered for the discovery of a 
Popish schoolmaster. While thes!} 
penalties might be and were evaded, 
a system of secondary education was 
impossible. Nor could Oatholic 
schools hope lor a!Jj State recogni­
tion or aid in remedying the evils of 
centuries of proscription. 

As late as 1814, so slow was the 
process of relief and so humiliating 
was the procedure to be complied 
with in order to SN"U'e a licence to 
keep a Oatholic school, that, on the 
refusal of the parish minister of 
Olane to give the necessary recom­
mendation, a licence "to keep a 
school within the said Parish for tl10 
Education and Instruction of the 
children of perSOLII professing the 
Roman Oatholic Religion" was 
denied to the Rev. Peter Kenny, of 
Olongowes \Vood. There were en­
dowments available 'for Intermediate 
Education, Lut they were wholly in 
Possc$sion of Pl·C't-Etants · for the 
benefit of Protestant institutions.

THE BELL DESCRIBE D, 

The Bell is quadrilateral, and 
for:ned of two plates of sheet ironJ] 
whICh are bent over so as to meet, 
a.nd are fastened together by large 
headed iron rivets. After the Bell 
was thus formed, it received a coat­
ing of bronze by being dipped into 
~elted bronzc. The clapper is of 
Hon, and seems of much later con­
struction. Thc handle also of iron, 
is rivet ted to the rid~e of the Bell. 
The height of the Bell (including the 
handle) is 7~ inches, exelusi,·c of the 
handle is 6~ inches. The breadth at 
the mouth is 4~ inches and thc widtli 
3~ inches, and its girth 16 inches. 
The breadth at the top is 5 inehes, 
and the width I} inches. Its weight 
is 31b. 110z. The Bell therefore, in 
itself is uninteresting 'but the bean-­
tiful and costly Sh~e in which i . 
was kept proves how it was valued.

THE International Eucharistic 
Congress of. ~lin draws 
attention to the patron Saint of 

all Eucharistic Associatiol1o and Con­
gresses, St. Pascual Bailon. Until 
1911, when the Congress was heW at 
Madrid, comparatively few Catholics 
knew of the last resting place l,f this 
ardent lover of our Eucharistic Lord 
and Saviour. 

The body of the Saint is reverently 
guarded in the church of the ancient 
Franciscan monastery in the quaint. 
little Spanish city of Villarreal on the 
Mediterranean coast, a short distance 
north of Valencia. The church and 
small monastery, now used by the 
nuns of St. Clare, are built in the 
:Corinthian style. The exterior has 
but little to attract attention; it is 
the precious treasure beneath the' 
little dome of the richly decorated 
~'camarin" that absorbs our interest.

ON CROAGH PATRICK. 
Apropos of St. Patrick's Bell, the 

following extract from an account of 
~he Saint's life by the late Cardinal 
Moran is of interest :-In the far west 
of Connaught there is a range of tall 
mountains, which, arrayed in rugged 
majesty, bid defiance to the waves 
and storms of the Atlantic. At the 
head of this range arises a stately 
cone in solitary grandeur, about 4,000 
feet in height, facing Clew Bay, and 
casting its shadow over the adjoining 
districts of Aghagower and Westport. 
~his mountain was known in pagan 
times as the Eagle Mountain, but 
~ver since Ireland was enlightened 
with the light of Faith, it is known as 
Croagh Patrick-i.e., St. Patrick's 
Mountain-and is honoured as the 
Holy Hill, the Mount Sinai of Ire­
land. St. Patrick, in obedience to 
his Guardian Angel, made this moun­
tain his hallowed place of retreat. 
[n imitation of ·the gre~t Jewish 
\legis lator on Sinai, he spent forty 
days on its summit in fasting and 
prayer, and other penitential exer­
cises. His only shelter from the fury 
~f the elements, the wind and rain, 
the hail and snow, was a cave, or 
recess, in the solid rock, and the 
flagstone on which he rested his 
:weary limbs at night is still pointed 
out. The whole purpose of his prayer 
;Was to obtain special blessings and 
mercy for the Irish race, whom he 
~vangelised. 

FICHT WITH DEMONS. 
The uemons that made Ireland , 

their battlefield mustered all their 
etrength to tempt the Saint and dis­
turb him in his solitude, and turn 
him away, if possible, from his pious 
purpose. They gathered around the 
bill in the form of vast flocks of 
hideous birds of prey. So dense were 
their ranks that they seemed to cover 
the whole muontain like a cloud, and 
they 'so filled the air that Patrick 
could see neither sky nor earth nor 
ocean. St. Patrick besought '1od to 
scatter the demons, but for a time it 
would seem as if his prayers and 
tears were in vain. At length he 
ran~ his sweet-sounding bell, symbol 
()f hIS preaching of the Divine truths. 
Its sOl!-nd was ~eard over the valJeys 
~nd hIlls of Ennl everywhere bring­
mg peace n,nd JOy. The flocks pf 
demons began to scatter. He flung 
his ?e.11 flm~ng them; they took to 
precIpltate fhght, and cast themselves 
into the ocean. So complete was the 
Saint's victory over them thn,t, as the 
ancient narrative adds, "for seven 
ypn,rs no evil thing was to be found· 
in Ireland." 

The tomb is of beautifully carved 
wood and or glass. The body, clothed 
in a rich habit of gold cloth, lies as if 
in sleep, with the head supported by 
two cushions. Ai touch of an electric 
button brilliantly illuminates the 
"camarfn" and the interior of the 
tomb or reliquary of the Saint. 

A SHEPHERD BOY. 
St. Pascual Bailon was born in 1540, 

in Torrehermosa, in Aragon, Spain. 
Among the rocky hills the thoughts of 
the little shepherd lad early turned 
to God. Later, when Divine grace 
inspired him to embrace the humble, 
mortified life of the barefoot religious 
'lf St. Francis, though believing him­
self unworthy of being numbered 
:tmong the sons of the holy man of 
Assisi, he corresponded to G0d'~ oJ;;'~· 
with a fervour and generosity of soul 
that made Lim the object of Heaven's 
special favours and blessing.;. 

He pronounced his solemn vows m 
1565. Briefly, his life may be summed 
up as a story of solid mortification, 
profound humility, and intense love 
n,nd union with Jesus. in the Blessed 
Sacrament. It was here at Villarreal, 
in this same convent and church, that 
he passed the last days of his saintly 
life, breathing his soul into the hands 
of God on May 17, 1592. 

CLONMACNOISE 

C LONMACNOISE, in the County of 
Leix, was founded about the 
middle of the sixth century by 

Saint Kiaran. A central spot in early 
Christian Ireland, accessible by water 
from n,11 the monasteries of the Shannon 
and its tributaries, the monastery 
was soon a. great collegia~e city,. a 
focus of ,t)lety and learnIng. Samt 
Columba VIsited it in 580, and in 800 
Charlemagne's counsellor, Alcuin of 
York, sent money for the'scholars to 
the Senior Lecturer. 

Many historic remains can be seen 
there, notably the fine castle, which 
was built about 1210, and O'Rourke's 
Tower, over sixty feet high, in the 
building of which the King of Meath 
and later the King of Conn aught had 
some share. In the famous cemetery 
at Clonmacnoise Viere buried many of 
the bishops and nobility of Ireland. 
Over one hundred gravestones, with 
Celtic inscriptions and beautifully 
decorated, are still preserved; also two 
fine sculptural crosses. Of the many 
churches at Clonmacnoise, perhaps the 
best is that known as the Nuns' 
Church, which has a remarkably fine 
chancel arch. 

Clonmacnoise suffered perhaps more 
than any monastery in Ireland. It 
was frequently plundered by Danes, 
Normans, and opposin~ Celtic tribes, 
but continued to iloul'lsh as an abbey 
until the time of Henry VIII. The 
bishopric survived the. dissoluti.on for 
some time, the last bIshop dymg m 
1568. To-day the ruined churches, the 
shattered fortress with its towers, the 
green earthworks, the high crosses and 
tombstones present a striking memo­
··ial of our past.

Other invaders from the Northland 
cu,me later, but were not welcomed 
by those ulready in possession. After 
a succession of struggles, however, 
the opposing elements were welded 
into a solid confederacy under the 
rulersbip of King Aulaf, and it is in 
King Aulaf that we are to recognise 
the true founder of Dublin. For 
more than a century and a half 
following, what is now the capital of 
Ireland was the seat and centre of 
a Scandinavian kingdom stretching 
from Waterford to the Orkneys.

Although the famous victory of 
King Brian at Olontarf in 1014 broke 
the power of the invader in Meath 
and Leinster, it failed effectually to 
deliver Dublin from foreign rule. It 
was only with the coming of the 
Anglo-N ormans ,half a century after 
that Narse power ended here.

Thus it is tnat the oldest 
memorials outside the museums that 
Dublin can boast of ·to-day are those 
of its early Norse inhabitants. Its 
oldest Oathedral-Ohrist Ohurch­
was founded by one of its Scandina­
vian kings; its oldest church-St. 
Michan's-recal1s a Scandinavian 
saint. 

AN ENGLISH STRONGHOLD. 

While the sway ' of the foreigner 
was stifl dominant in the city when 
Strongbow laid siege to it-its 
stoutest defenders against the Anglo­
N ol'mans . were the Norsemen-the 
population was largely native Irish, 
and a native Irish prelate, the 
sainted Laurence O'Toole, ruled its 
See. The fighting men having been 
driven forth by the new invaders, 
Dublin was marked out as England's 
chief stronghold in Ireland. And 
such it was destined to be through 
all the anguish of 750 years,· down 
to the close of 1922. 

The newcomers walled it stoutly 
and built the fortress that was to 
become a symbol of political tyranny 
in the minds of the Irish race. After 
these precautions the citizens-now 
mostly a mixture of new settlers from 
Bristol, Flanders, and ·elsewhere­
felt themselves secure against sur­
prise attacks by clansmen from the 
neighbouring hills, who had al..reaClY 
taken swift revenge upon them. 

HOW DUBLIN HAS GROWN. 

The limits of media.eval Dublin, as 
encompassed by the walls and turrets 
designed to defend it, were surpris­
ingly narrow, probably no JJ;,lOl'e ex­
tensive than is Stephen's Green Pu,rk 
to-day. Its expansion since the 
opening of the present century­
down to which time the city was 
understood to mean the area within 
the North and South Oircular Roads, 
a circumference of nine miles-has 
been greater than that of the first 
six centuries of its history. With 
the suburbs included its popul~tion 
likely reaches half a million. 

As late as the Oromwellian era it 
was still a walled town, and it was 
only at the close of the 17th century, 
when Gaelic and Oatholic Ireland 
had been crushed and driven under, 
that any considerable changes in the 
geographical outline of the city took 
place. In the hundred years follow­
ing, Dublin ranked as one of the 
great capitals of Europe. Monu­
ments of its splendour in that age 
are with us still; but it was a< splen­
dour raised on tyranny and squalor, 
a case of cause and effect. 

THE UNION AND AFTER. 

When the Act of Union was passed 
in 1800, the wealthy folk moved to 
London, their mansions passed to 
professional men, and an era of 
economic depression set in. Popular 
discontent found expression at in­
tervals in open but futile revolt, 
until in 1916 a flame was kindled in 
the heart of Dublin which spread 
through Ireland and resulted at 
length in leaving this old Scandina­
vian and English stronghold the 
capital of the Irish Free State.

life Story of President of the 
Permanent Committee

BISHOP HEYLEN OF NAMUR 

T
HE President of the Per­

manent Committee of the 
International Eucharistic 
C<>ngress, the Right Rev. 
Thomas Louis : :ey len, 

D.D., Bishop of Namur, was born at 
.Casterlee, a village near to the town 
of Turnhout, Belgium, on February 
5, 1856. When he was thirteen years 
of age he got first place in an 
examination held for the children of 
his own and forty-two other neigh· 
bouting Primary Schools. At the age 
of sixteen he entered the Apostolic 
School of the Jesuits in the town of 
Turnhout. There he finished his 
Humanities in ·three years, being all 
the time first in his class. lIe entered 
the Order vI the White Canons of St. 
Norbert at their most famous Belgian 
House, the Abbey of Tongerloo. This 
was on August 28, 1875; and, on the 
same day, two years later, he made 
his vows. In the year 1881, on 
June 11, he was ordained priest in 
the Cathedral at Malines. 

COMPLIMENTED BY POPE. 
His superiors then sent him to 

Rome for the higher studies at the 
Gregorian University. There he read 
a most distinguished course, and he 
received the Doctorate of Philosophy 
in somewhat exceptional circum­
stances, for on July 27, 1883, at the 
Vatican, in the Clementine Hall and 
in the presence of Pope Leo XIII., 
surrounded by his Court, and in the 
presence also of ten Cardinals, many 
Bishops and prelates, priests and 
laymep, Father Heylen, C.R.P.-as 
he was .then-defended against all 
comers, for nearly four hours, two 
hundred and fifty propositions cover­
ing the whole field of Philosophy. 
The Pope himself spoke at the end 
and complimented the new Dogtor 
on his masterly performance, and 
gave him as a souvenir a precious 
gold medal. After a further ' course 
of studies Dr. Heylen took his 
Degrees as Doctor in Theology and 
Bachelor in Canon Law. 

Ill-health then compelled him to 
return to Belgium. In the year 1887, 
on July 12, he was blessed Abbot of 
Tongerloo. In 1889 he founded a 
residence for his Canons at Man­
chester. In 1897 he sought other 
Canons to help in the evangelisation 
of the Belgian Congo, and he 
brought ab<>ut the union with tbe 
rest of tbe Order of the French 

'branch of the Wbite Canons. 

CONSECRATED BISHOP. 

On November 30, 1899, he was con­
sccrated Bisbop of Namur. TIe had 
previously sought and fought strenu­
ously to avoid tbis responsibility, 
wbich Pope Leo XIII., his great 
friend, wished him to accept. Thus 
a son of Flemish-speaking Belgil!m 
became the father of a large portion 
of the WaHoon-speaking part of that 
country. But he was no stranger in 
that district, where centuries ago the 
work of his spiritual father, St. 
Norbert, was a household word, and 
where he founded his first daughter­
house, Floreffe, at present one of the 
minor seminaries of the diocese of 
Namur. 

In 1901 Mgr. Heylen was chosen 
President of the Permanent Com­
mittee of the Euch:aristie Congress.

ON July 12, - 1930, the 'glad -tidings were conveyed to the Faithful through the following letter from His 
Grace the Archbishop:-

" FOT many years the Catholic .people of Dublin hav~ felt keenly Ulat the 
Pro-Cathedral, Marlborough Street, was not only inadequate, but unworthy, as 
.. Cathedral of the Capital of this Catholic nation. It ' is not my wish to de­
precate unduly our Pl·o-Cathedral. God forbid! I have too deep an affect.ion 
for it (and its parishioners). It would be strange, indeed, if I diLl not lo\"e it. 
I lived so long under its shadow, and when I had left it I came bac.k to it to be 
conaee,rated Bishop, and there I was receivcd as the successor of St. Lam'epce. 

" A few 'years ago it became necessary to effed some restoralions in the 
Pro-Cathedral. Many structural repairs, which for the -most part do' not strike 
the eye of the casual observer, were found to be necessary. I took- the oppor­
tunity ol the pre.ience of. the contractors with all requisite appliances on thc 
spot 'to make considerable extensions to the church wiLh a view to giving the 
eongrega,tion more room and more air-space, both of which were badly needed, 
It must; however, be admitted that, notwithstanding all these· improvements, 
the fine and-dignified church, bu~lt before Catholie Emancipation, and destined 
to serve for many years to come, remains inadequate as a Cathedral for Catholic 
Dublin, and is still not worthy of the Catholicism' of the Irish nation. 

'Great Obstacle Overcome. 

!' The great and vital obstacle to the building of II. worthy Cathedral was 
\he securing of 110 suitable site. We cast longing eyes on several sites and got 
Ule greatest help from some of the highest in the land. Nothing came ,of these 
negotiations-fortunately, for the best was yet ~o coma. 

"Some time ago U oame to my ' knowledge that , it w()u1d be possible to 
bUl Merrion Square (that is, the part within the railings) from the Earl of 
Pembroke and Montgomery. Hia representative WIloS approached by a well­
known Dublin Cat.holiogentleman, and it was found that Lord Pembroke was 
prepared to sell the Square aa Ito Cathedral aite. n wal understood that the 
interest of th~ Merrion Square CommiwoneJ"1 ah()u1d ~ acquired at the same 
~e .. 

!' -The Commission en of Menion Square, whG are & Statutory body brought 
into being by an Act of Parliament in 1791, hold tne ground within the Square 

for Lhe term of one hundred and Iorty-se\"etl years, expUll1g on l\[ay 1, 1938. 
The acquisHion of the Commissioners' interest in the Square was not found 
feasible, and that ended the matter for the time being. 

Archbishop's Offer Accepted. 

" The' scheme lay dormant for a con5id01'uble lime before ally futthel' move 
was made in the mat,ter. Then I made a forUlal offer through Lord Pembroke's 
agent to ' buy the Square from Lord P embl'o"ke as a Cathedral site, leaving the 
Commissioners exactly as they were. This offer was accept.ed, and an agre~ 
ment between Lord P embroke and myself has been signed. The pill'chase price 
waa flxed at £10,000. The diocese will not enLer into possession until May, 
1938. The interval will gi\·e us time ,to look around and view tile question of 
a Cathedral from the new standpoint. 

" It may be well to state here that the idea commonly held that' a vast sum 
of money (estimated at anything aboye £250,000) lies at the di3posal of the 
Archbishop of Dublin for a Cathedral is completely groundless. The total 
available for all purposes i3 approximately £2,500. However, it will not be 
necessary for some time to face the question of raising the large sum that will 
be required for the erection of thc CathdraL In any case, until 1932, all our 
e,nergies will be ,concentrated on the preparations for the great In ternational 
Eucharistic Congress, which has first claim on our resourc •. s. 

" The faithful of the diocese ,vill join with me in offering deep gratitiude to 
Almighty God that at long last a noble site has been acquired which makes the 
erection of a Cathedral no longer an improbable dretm," . , 

Merrion Square is the second largest squ,/re in Di~blin. It contains about 
12~ acres and wa-s laid out, in 17G2, when the North side was' commenced, houses 
being built up to 1820. It is surrounded on three sides by houses. On tlle 
West side it is faced by Leioster Lawn, th~ National Gallery and Museum, 
Leinster Honse, where the Oireacht.as meets, and Government Duildings. On 
Leinster Lawn is the Cenotaph eTected in me'lItJy 01 President Arthur' Griffith 
and General Michael Collins.

And then his little homily on the 
higher educaLion of women, which 
later he expandcd iIi the drawing­
room. Did he fcar that the higher 
education of women would make 
women restless ? Nay; it would make 
them one of the Church's greatest 
assets, and, thank God, jn Ireland 
women were going into the profes­
sions. 

"No field," he conlinued, warming 
to his theme, "is so weI! worth 0.'.11-
tivating as the human mind, and the 
mind of a good woman is a very 
precious creation of the hand of God. 
Fears have been expressed in many 
countries that modern education 
,would tend to concentJ'ate too much 
on intellect and too much on physical 
drill to leave room for the higher 
development of family life and of 
woman's character. 

" No, Sisters, for nei~her exerCIse 
of the body, nor intcllecLufd pursuits 
of the highest order, can be held to 
be in any way inconsistent with the 
training of heart and with the de­
velopment of t1~at sympathy which 
adorns women of the highest type in 
every sphere of life-and not the 
least in the domestic sphere, where 
woman is queen and should reign 
supreme. For in that supremacy 
shines forth the inherent nobility and 
unselfishness of her disposition. 

"No, I do Dot fear. The trends of 
modern education do not make me 
apprehensive. Those trends lead to 
new opportunities of an exceptional 
character, a.nd they will make women 

better and better, fitter to do their 
work in the Church of God and to 
help others, and help themselves, to 
the way of salvation. 

"The Holy Father has said em­
phatically what I am trying to say. 
'or the canonisation last :rear of 

Mme. Barat and of Mme. Postel, 
founders in the last century of 
schools for the education or girls, was 
the Church's rccognition of work that 
you, Sisters,' are doing here on the 
shores of this beautiful lake."-(By

Bronze, bras, copper, lead, golt!, and 
sil\'er ha,e helped in its making, while 
three differcnt kinds of enamel and 
fort'\" different yarieties of dcsign haye 
bee~ used ill the ornamentation_ 
Tweh'e plaques of golu. stanu. at equal 
distances around the cup, which is in· 
scribeu. with the names of the Apostles, 
and between the plaques are ten 
enamelled heads. The handles are 
composed of enamel amI plaques of 
gold filigree work. Some idea of the 
skill used in its construction IDay be 
gathereu. from thc fact that tile number 
of pieces of which the chalice is corn· 
posed total three hundred anu. fifty· 
four. 

There is some doubt as to the date of 
the chalice, but the extreme beauty, 
grace, and delicacy of workmanship 
point to the tenth century. Archre· 
ologists are unanimous in awarding it 
first place among tho treasures of 
ancient Irelanu., while it is doubtful if 
anything so lovely has been found in 
any Continental art at so early a 
period. 

The chalice is at prcscnt in the 
National Museum, and can be seen at 
any time during the usual visitin~ 
hours. 

MELLIFONT ABBEY 

THE ancient historic abbey of 
Melli font, Co. Louth, was foun­
ded in 1142 by Saint Malachi. 

Endowed and enriched by native 
princes and saintly prelates, this first 
house of the Cistercian Order in Ire­
land prospered exceedingly and in nine 
years had six important filiations, the 
abbeys at Bcctive, Newry, Boyle, Ath· 
lonc, Baltinglass, and l\I:mister. 

At Mellifont more than one imporfant 
Synod was held, notably that of 1157 at 
which the King of Meath was excom· 
municated. Among those present was 
Devorgilla. wife of Breffni, who was to 
end her days some ·forty years later in 
those same cloisters. 

With one interval, when it was plun· 
dered by the King of Down, the abbey 
seems to have continued in power and 
prosperity until 1534, when Henry VIII. 
was declared head of the English 
Church. Five years later, Mellifont 
was dissolved. It passed into English 
hands and as Moore .~bbey saw Hugh 
O'Neill make his fat.eful submission 
just before the death of Elizabeth. In 
1727 it was deserted by the Moores and 
fell into ruins. 

Remains of the nave. chancel, and 
transepts of tbe abbey church may still 
be seen, a perfect specimen of tbe Cis. 
tercian type, cruciform in shape, built 
of red sandstone, and of very beautiful 
architecture. The ruins of tbe Chapter 
House and other parts of the abbey 
also stand.

THE VATICAN PICTURE 
GALLERY 

• 

New Building Completed. 

O F the many new builuings con· 
structeu since the birth of the 
Vatican City State none can 

have such an intercst for the world at 
large as the new Picture Gallery. 
The Vatican gallcry is small in com· 
parison with many famous collec· 
tions. Nevertheless, it posse~ses 
paintings by Raphael, Leonardo da 
Vinci, Domenichino, and Guido Reni 
that are the envy of other countries. 
These canvases have now been 
housed scientifically in surroundings 
where they can be seen and apprecia­
ted better than ever. To nobody will 
the completion of the picture gallery 
be more welcome than to the Pope 
himself. From the outset the Holy 
Father followed the designing and 
the building of the gallery with the 
closest attention. It has even been 
stated that his Holiness supervised 
and modified the plans prepared by 
Senator Luca Beltrami, the distin­
guished architect responsible for the 
general town-planning scheme of the 
Vatican City, and that in this build· 
ing Pius XI. wiI.l leave to posterity, 
if not the largest, the most cherished 
material monument to the magni­
ficence of his pontificate. 

BEAUTIFUL SitE. 

If this was, indeed, his ambition it 
has been worthily fulfilled. Built 
beside the so-called Viale delle Zitelle 
and distant on::? a few yards from the 
new entrance to the Museums, to 
which it is linked by a portico, the 
Picture Gallery occupies one of the 
highest and finest sites in the 
V n,tieu·n. It consists of two storeys. 
The lower storey is level with the 
eighteenth-century garden (upon 
which it has trenched considerably) 
and the upper storey with the 
Museums entrance. The main fron­
tages face directly north and south, 
being llO metres in length, while the 
eastern and western sides are 30 
metres long. The height is about 20 
metres. The gallery is in the Renais· 
sance style, and its general lines 
seem to have been suggested by he 
work of Bramante that is so strik­
ingly exemplified in the neighbpuring 
structure of the Belvedere. What, 
however, has given rise to a good 
deal of criticism is the free nse of 
omamentation. From the balcony 
the view is both charming and im· 
pressive. The balcony is centred on 
the axis of the :Ipola of St. Pcter's, 
at which one looks over a large foun­
tain pln,ying at one's feet between 
tall and gently-waving palm trees. 

THE INTERIOR. 

The interior of the Gallery has 
been admirably designed and decora­
ted. The ~ntt'ance is in the eastern 
wing. The visitor passes through a 
vestibule into the first room, and 
after walking round the fifteen rooms 
of the g l'~ry comcs out again into 
the vestibule. The first seven rooms

THIS imposing building, completed 
-in 17'9'1, is situate.d upon the 
North side of the l'iver within 

five minutes walk of and visible from 
O'Oonnell Bridge. In its early days 
it was considered the finest building 
of its class in Europe, and had un­
doubted claims to that distinction. 
The building is quadrangular in fm·ill. 
with a magnificent dome surmounted 
by a statue of Oommerce 16 feet bigll. 
The South front, facing the river, is 
mn,de entirely of Portln,nd stone, anu 
has a portico of four Doric oolumns 
and ngures of IIibernia and Britannia ' 
embracing. They are shown followed 
by a fleet of ships and seated on a 
naval car drawn by sea-borses, w.hiJ.e 
to the right of Brit.,1,nnia Neptune is 
seen eXl)elling Famine and Despair. 
Allegorical statues of Navigation" 
Commerce. I.ndlistry, and Weallh, and 
the arms of Ireland, complete the 
decorations.. The N,orth front na'S 
.figures representing Europe, Asia, 
Afr.ica., and AmCl~ca, and in the 
{!eotre is a portico of four pillars. The 
East auQ. West fronts are decorated 
in similar styles, but to a lessel' 
extent. 

During the A.nglo-Irlsll struggle the 
building, which was the hea.aqual'tel'S 
of a Dumber of bl'allches of the n 'ritiBh 
administration, was aLtackeu and . 
burned. It 1l.aS, however, been ' 
restored, and is now ,occupied by . 
s@me administra,tive departments of 
the Soorstat Government.

His Famous 
Victory at 
Benburb 

NEAR Dcnburh in Co. Tyrone, a 
village ahout cight miles from 
Armagh, was fought on June ~, 

1646, one of th e most famous battles 
in Irish hi story, Charles 1. of Eng­
land was thcll fightin g for his crown 
a Q'a inst the Plll'itun s and Covcnan­
t; rs, and th c Irish Confederation, 
sitting at Kilkcnny, espoused thc 
Stuart canse. 

Owen Hoc O'Xeill, a Gcneral in 
the Spanish Army, aftc r a heroic 
defcnce of Arras, came to Ireland to 
dircct the military operations, Lut 
the Confederation confined his :w­
thority to Ulstcr, "here his soldiers 
II'cro in great part raw volunteers. 

King Charles ha I'ing given h imse If 
up to the Scottish a rmy at Newca stlc, 
th e Asscmbly \yithclrew the soldiers 
f rom Englan~l and sent a consid crablc 
force unclcr Gcnel'al Munroe to Ire­
land. lIe landecl at Carrickfergus; 
and madc it his base. 

THE SCOTTISH FORCES. 

Owen Roc li:lll le ft his fortress a t 
Charl emont anll was at Cavan \I'hen 
ord ers came 'from the Confederat e 
GOI-ernm ent at Kilk enny th a t he \\'as 
to protect them from the nl'w aLtaek 
from Carriekfel'gus. Gen('ral Munroe 
was nmrehing souLh, wi th 5,000 foot 
~ nd 800 horse, via Lisburn and 
Armagh, and he was to he jo:;ined aL 
Glasslough hy his Lrother, GCOl'gu 
Munroe, with 500 men from Cole­
raine, and th cy wcre th en to join 
2,000 Protestant soldicrs at Cloncs 
and march south. 

It was a formillaLle ~rmy, and 
Owen Hoe, who knew Lhc valuc of 
training, had no hopes of dcfeating 
it. He rcsolvcd, t hereforc, t o engagf' 
the Scots befo rc t hey joined forccs, 
and marching to Glasslough on t.h c 
day Gencral Munroc's horse rea(,l' '!d 
Armagh, he slipped past to t he 
Blackwater, and sent two troops of 
horse to engagc the small force from 
Coleraine. 

Gencral Mt;1nroe lcarncd of this on 
thc night of the day he arrivcd at 
Armagh, and, gi\-ing his me n only a 
fcw hours' slecp, marchcd o ff next 
morning. He crosscd the rivcr at 
Caledon, with O 'Neill in front, with 
his men fresh . Rctreating along the 
river towards Benburb, Owcn Roc 
repeatedly refused to listen to the 
counsel of his ofTl ccrs who wantcd to 
attack. 

OVERWHELMING VICTORY. 

At last he got thc Scottish army 
whcre had selected for the battle, at 
the junction of the Oona ri ver an d 
the Blackwater, ahout a mile and a 
half from Benburb. His horse had 
returned from engaging George Mun­
roe's force, and now, with the sun in 
the faces of the • cottish. who were 
also in difficulties in the swampy 
ground, O'Neill gave the order to 
attack. The battle was decisive; 
2,300 of the Scots were left dead, 
while O'Neill's losses were only 70, 
some say 40, and their wounded were 
under 250. Sevcral of the Scottish 
leaders were amongst the fallen.

Owen Roe set off towards Can'iek­
fergus with his victorious army 
whose way was now clear, and he had 
got as far as Tanderagee when a 
summons was received from t he 
Papal Nuncio to f{0 south, as the 
Confederation at Kilkenny had be­
tra.yed the cause, and so in the 
course of 8. few days O'Neill was in­
vesting Dublin instead of Oarrick­
fergus, a.nd helore he could attack, 
Ormond, representing King Oharles ·Phone.: , .

NEW ZEALAND DELEGATION

Two 1Jeautiful 1Janners 

A T the Congress New Zealand 
will be represented by about 
100 persons. They will form 

a distinct section, and will at the 
various ceremonial processions be 
headed by two banners, both original 
and artistic in design. 

The most striking of the two 
banners is that worked by the Sisters 
of Sacred Heart Convent at Island 
Bay, Wellington. This ~anner, six 
feet in depth and three m breadth, 
is made of white silk velvet, grace­
fully scalloped top and bottom, 
edged with gilt lace and a deep 
fringe of gilt round the scalloped 
edges. . . 

As this year the Congress IS belpg 
held in the Irish capital, the devI~e 
selected for the emblazonry IS 
strongly national. ~gainst the white 
background there IS. a large three­
leaved shamrock m gre.en, and 
centred on that the official crest of 
the Congress is worked in.. gold 
thread. Lower down, under the 
general device described, appear the 
words "New Zealand" with a very 
beautifully worked and most realis~ic 
representation of a fern frond; whIle 
at the foot of the lowest scallop is 

'worked the emblem of the Sacred 
Heart Convent, with the words, 

" Sacred IIeart Convent, I sIanQ Bay 
Wellington." This banner hang~ 
from .a cross staff, which is borne by 
a mam staff, surmounted by a silver 
crucifix. The staff, of polished heart 
of rimu, was made by the apprentices 
of the factory of J. Meyer and Co., of 
Tasman Street, Wellington, while the 
crucifix was presented by Mr. P. D, 
IIoskins. 

The other banner is less ornate 
but still distinctly unique. On a back~ 
ground of scarlet velvet, edged with 
gold cord, arc sewn the badges of . lJ 
the Catholic schools and colleges of 
New Zealand. There are eighty-foul' 
badges in all, representing 112 Catho­
lic schools from the North Cape to 
the Bluff. This ba.nner has to be seen 
for its beauty to be appreciated

r 
as 

the badges are in every co our 
and shade. The staff for this 
banner, with the surmounting cross, 
was also made by Mr. J. H. Meyer, 
of Tasman Street, and is being pre­
sented by the Marist Itrothers, 
Tasman Street, Wellington. Schools, 
homes, and hospitals have sent 
badges or colours to represent them, 
most of them made up especially for 
the purpose, and each one to be re­
turned when the banner comes back 
from the Congress. 

THE ROCK OF CASHEL 

T HE Rock of Cashel (the Stone 
Fort of Munster), about 90 
miles from Dublin, rises 

abruptly to a height of 300 feet from 
the plains of Tipperary. There are 
several remarkable buildings on the 
surface, which is about two acres in 
extent. Aengus, King of Munster, 
erected a stone fort on the Rock in 
the fifth century, and it was here he 
was baptised by St. Patrick. The 
place is marked by the large stone 
which forms the pedestal of the 
ancient Cross of Cashel, on which is 
sculptured on one side the Crucifixion 
and on the other St. Patrick. It was 
over this stone that the temporary 
altar was erected for the High Mass 
during the Centenary Celebrations 
in 1929, at which the Most Rev. Dr. 
Harty presided. 

. The oluest bulJ .... 1llg on the Rock is 
the Round Tower, which dates from 
the tenth century. It is 85 fee t high 
and 51 feet in circumference. King 
Cormac's Chapel nearby is a beauti­
ful example of the Romanesque style, 
It was built by Cormac Mac 
Carthaigh, King of Desmond, in 112'7, 
and is in a wonderful state of pre­
servation. The internal and external 
decorative work is very beautiful. 

The Cathedral, cruciform in shape, 
which was built in the 13th century, 
was burnt by the Earl of Kildare in 
1495. It was rebuilt, but was again 
badly damaged by Oromwell 's soldiers 
in 1649. IIaving been repaired some 
time afterwards, it was used as 0. 

Protestant church till 1'748, when it 
was abandoned and unroofed. 

HOLY CROSS ABBEY 

IN extent and importance Holy Cross 
Abbey ranks among the principal 
eCClesiastical ruins of Ireland. 

Founded in Tipperary in the year 1182 
by the King of Thomond for the Cister­
cian monks, it was confirmed in its 
possessions by King John, four years 
la!e:r. H is generally believed that the 
abbey deriTed ita title from a relic of 
the true Cross sent to Ireland by Pope 
Pascal n. in the twelfth century. 

The remains consist of the church 
cruciform in shape with a massiv~ 
qU!1drangular tower supported on 
POU?led arches and covering part of the 
chou, and the cloister lying south of 
i.he church, while the space between 

the cloister and the river Suir is occu­
pied by the ruins of the abbot's quarters 
and other buildings. The elaborate 
masonry of the choir, the various side 
chaplets and mullioned windows, the 
ornamented arches and lofty belfry ar~ 
most impressive. The type of arc~l­
teeture varies from crude workmansWp 
to superior fourteenth or early fifteenth 
century gothic work. 

The abbe~ diSSOlved in the time bof 
Henry VIII. was later granted Y 
Elizabeth to the Ormondes, who allowed 
the monks to occupy it during tho 
greater part of the seventeenth centuZt Later penal enactments at last broug 
to a close the life of this religious house 
which had existed for more than five 
centuries.

A Great -English Cardinal 
FOURTH CENTENARY 'OF, THE B'I~TH ,OF THE FOUNDER 

OF ' DOUAY ' COLLEGE-

T 
E~ days ago Engli~h Catho­

lics commemorated at St. 
Edmund's College, Old 
ITall, Wa.re (June D), the 
fourth centena.ry of the 

birth of ~ardinal William Allen, who 
was the ll1strumcnt chos,en py God to 
maintain the Sacrifice of the Ma.ss 
in their land when the miscalled 
Reformation threatened to cause the 
extinction of Catholicism there. 

The enemies of the Catholic 
ChurclJ, knowing that only a priest 
can say :l\fass, 'hoped that when thc 
priests of Mary's Teign died out there 
would be no others to replace them 
for they 'took 'care to ensure tha~ 
none could be trained in England. 
Theil' plam; were frustrated, how­
ever, by Allen, and consequently the 
celebration of his, fourth centenary 
took the form of a 'manifestation of 
thanksgiVing to Gad for the sa.vinO' of 
the, Faith in England through All~n's 
foundation , of the great English 
College at Douay in 1568. 

REFUCEES SHELTERED. 

When, r.s a result of the French 
Revolu~ion, D.ouay College, where so 
many martyrs were prepared for the 
priesthood, came to an abrupt end in 
Oc~ober, 1793, the student refugees 
were divided into two bodies. One 
found shelter in a school carried on 
at Old Hall, near Ware, in a pic­
turesque manor house 'built' about 
the time of Charles I . and still stand­
ing, while the remainder settled at 
Crook Hall, near Durham, whence 
the College a decade later was trans­
ferred to a larger building at Ushaw 
in that county. The p.l.'esent exten­
sive College at Ware, ' still' bcing 
a.dded to, ' grew out of the Stuart 
manor house. St. Edmund's, Ware, 
in the South, and St. Outhbert's, 
Ushaw, in the NortlJ, are accordingly 
the co-heirs of the English College 
at Douay. 

ALLEN HALL. 

The com~emorati~n' oi the fourth 
eentenary ' of Allen's birth happily 
coincideq with the opening of the 
'Allen Hall, named after the Ca:rdinal, 
the important scction of St. 

'Edmund's College devoted to the 
accommodation and training of the 
ecclesiastical students. In the Allen ' 
Hall there is a painting of the 
:Cardinal copied from the ancient 
portrait of him formerly in the refec­
tory of the English College, Douay. 

The museum a~d libraries of St. 
Edmund's contain ma,ny souvenirs of 
'Allen, also a portrait of Daniel 
O'Connell, who was' a, student at 
Douay College. 

A Solemn High Mass was sung at 
St. Edmund's on June 9 by the Rt. 
Rev. Dr. Butt, V.G., Bishop of 
,Cambysopolis, in the presence ~f 
Cardinal Bourne, the preacher being 
Rev. Edwin Bonney, Vice-President 
of Ushaw College. The blessing of 
the new wing of the Allen Hall took 
place subsequently. 

HELD THE FAITH. 

William Allen was born at Rossall, 
~n Lancashire, in 1532, and graduated 
at Oriel College, Oxford. In 1550 he 
;was elected a Fellow of the College, 
and two years later Principal of St. 
:Mary's Hall. Determined to become 
a priest, Allen, on the es~ablishme~t 
of Protestantism, remained staunch 
to the Catholic Faith, and it was 
mainly due to his labours that the 
.Catholic religion was not entirely 
stamped out of England.

Refusing to acknowledge the 
ecclesiastical suprcmacy of Elizabeth, 
he left Engla.nd in 1561 and sought 
refuge at Louvain. Next year, back 
in England, he was devoting himself, 
although not yet in priest's Orders, 
to evangelising his native county. 
His success attracted such notice th:1t 
he was obligcd to flee for safety. 

MISSIONARY IN, ENCLAND. 

Engaging in missionary work near 
Oxford, he later sought protection 
with the ducal family of N odoll.. lIe 
was again compelled in 1565 to leave 
England, this time, as it proved, for 
ever. lIe was soon :litcrwards 
ordaincd at Mechlin. 

During the three years which Allen 
spent as a missionary in England he 
found everywhcre that the people 
wel;e not Protestant from choice, but 
through force of circumstances. lie 
was convinced that tlie Protestant 
wave over the country could only be 

number of students grew so rapidly 
that even more were receivcd than 
the College income warranted, but 
Allen's faith was justificu, and means 
were never lacking. 

THE DOUAY BIBLE. 

From Donay flowed a constant 
stream of Catholic litcrature, 'IT"hich 
could not be printed in England 
owing to the Penal Laws. Allen was 
most acLive in this respect with his 
writings, which were distinguished 
by grcat learning and theological 
acumen. 

The preparation of the Douay 
Bible was one of the chief works 
undertaken in the early ypars of the 
College. The New Testament was 
publish cd in 1582 when the College 
was (as will appeal' lateI') temporarily 
at Rheims, but the Old Testament, 
although completed at the same time, 
W~fl delayed in publication for want 
of funds. It ultimately appeared at

It 
was to remedy , tills need that he' 
founded the College at' Dou!Ly, in­
spired by the ' idea during a pil­
grimage to Rome which .he made. in 
1567 with Dr .. Vendev.ille, ReglUs 
Professor of Cano,n Law at -Douay 
University. 

DOUAY UNIVERSITY. 

Douay was . a 'n~w ', Unive~sity 
established by Pope Paul IV. under 
the patronage of King 'Philip of 
Spu.in, in ~hpse dominions j.t was, 
with the' special aim of combatlDg the 
errors of Protestantism. The Univer­
sity was already under Oxford influ­
ences and Allen's ambition was to 
make' the new College prll-ctiGally a 
continuation of Catholic Oxford. ' 

A beginning was made in Ii hired 
house in 1568 and the resources of 
the College i~~luded, besides A;llen's 
private income, an annual pen~l?n of 
tw{' hundred ducats from Phlhp of 
Spain and later on~ hun~l:I:ed golden 
crowns a month from the Pope. The 

Douay, in 1~09, two years before the 
Anglican Authorised Versiol1. 

MARTYRED PRIESTS. ' 

The Oollege was meantime sending 
over missionaries for the conversion 
of England, in defiarice of toe law. 
There w'ere, practicaJJy no Ca.tholic 
bishops in England, and the clergy 
of the Mai'ian' reign were rapidly. 
dying out. The clergy from Douay 
in England passed 'through pr'ecarious 
times, suffei'iilg often , tpe rack p,nd 
even death. More than one llUndl'eu 
:lnd six'ty Douay priests arc known 
to have been 'martyred. 

Such was the suc<!ess of these 
"seminary:' priests, as they were 
called, that at I,he end of Elizabeth's 
long reign the Kingdom was said to 
be still at , heart more than half 
Catholic. In 1575 Allen made a 
second journey to Rome, where he 
assisted Pope Gregory ' XIII. in 
founding another College for sending 
missionaries to England. Re~i:ll'Jling 
to Douay, Allen found a storm 
gathering against the English, who 
were expelled from the town in 1578 
by the iusU1:gents against Spai~ 
urged on by Elizabeth's emissaries. 

The collegians took refug.e , in the 
University of Rheims, and continued 
their work there, Allen soon being 
elected f\ Canon of tlie Cathedral 
Chapter. 

' . SUMMONED TO ROME. 

In 15'70 he was summoned to Rome 
to use his influence to settle disputes 
between English arid Welsh students 
at the new Oollege . . While there he 
was a.,ppointed on the Pontifical Com­
mis'sion for the revision of the 
Vulgate. 

The ,famous Bull,' Regnans in 
Excelsis, ,was issued by .Pope Pius V. 
in 1570, deposing Elizabeth and re­
leU;sing' her subjects from allegiance 
Lo her. Seventeen years later, when 
prepal~atio~s were being made for the 
invasion of England by the King of 
Sp~iD, Allen was again ' in Rome,' 
summoned after his dangerous illness 
t.'!\'o years before by' the Pope. He 
never left the Eternal City again, but 
kept in constant communiclttion with 
his compatriots in England. 

WORK OF JESUITS. 
The Society of Jesus, to which 

Allen was greatly attached, ' joined in 
the work of the Mission to England,. 
and Father Parsons, of that Order" 
became closely associated with him 
in that wo'rk. The exhortation to the 
English to take up arms in support of 
the Spanish invasion was issued by 
Allen. 

He was created a Cardinal in 1587 , 
and he was in readiness to return t~ 
England in the event of the invasion 
succeeding. _ The large majority,. 
however, of the English . Catholics 
sided with the · rest of the people 
against the Spanisll, and professed 
joy at the defeat of the Armada., 
Allen survived this event only six 
years. 

He remained convinced to the end 
that the time' was not far ' distant 
when England would be O~tholic 
aga.in. In 15~9 he co-oPera~ed with 
Father Parsons in establishing eo 
Catholic College in Valladolid. In 
that year he was nominated by 
Philip as Archbishop of Mechlin, but 
the nomination, although allowed 
publicly to stand for some years, was 
never confirmed. 

lie dwelt at the English College, 
Rome, until his death on October 16, 
1594, and he was buried in the chapel 
~f the IToly Trinity adjoining the 
Oollege. . 

The English College had, mean­
time, returned in 1503 from Rheims 
to Douay, where it continued until 
the French Revolution. 

Many great English families in­
curred heavy penaltie,s for adhering 
to the Faith, and risked imprison­
ment, and even death, in harbouring 
priests from Douay and having Mass 
said secretly in their houses. Wales 
and Cornwall, op the other hand, 
after over two centuries' resistance 
to Protestantism, lapsed at last, for 
the most part into Nonconformity, in 
the eighteenth century, because they 
had no Mass to support them in their 
Faith.

of 179:1 and 1;93 in the establishment 
of Diocesan Colleges. The college 
at Carlow for the diocese of Kildarp 
and Leighlin was one of the first of 
these co-lleges to be founded, amI 
the exam pIc given was followed by 
other dioceses, until practically e\'ery 
diocese in the country had its college 
where a sound secondary cducation 
was given to prospective candidates 
for the sacred ministry. The Luild­
ing and equipment and to a largc 
extent thc maintenance of th se 
schools became a charge on the 
diocesan funds, and were indepen­
dent of any Statc endowment. 

This effort on the part of the 
B ishops was followed,in the first half 
of t he nineteenth century by the 
foundation of Catholie secondary 
sehools and colleges by the teaching 
Orders all over the country. The 
Soei~ty of Jesus, the Holy Ghost and 
Marist Orders, the Vineentian 
Fathers, the Christian Brothers the 
Presentation Nuns, the Siste~s of 
Mercy, the Sisters of Charity, tho 
Dominican Nuns, one by one eame 
t o establish their colleges, schools, 
and convents tluoughout tho coun­
try. Once again the heavy initial 
expenses invo lved had to bo met 
from tho funds of the Orders and 
t hrough the generosity of the Catho­
lic laity. No publie endowmeut was 
forthcoming that would help to place 
these uew schools in any position of 
equality with their richly endowed 
Prot.estant rivals. 

THE INTERMEDIATE. 
Threequarters of a century passed 

oefore the Catholie grievance in 
Secondary Education was first met 
by tho introduction and passage of 
t he " I ntermediate Education (I re­
land) Act " of 1878. It provided for 
the establishment of an Intermediate 
Board of seven ~em~ers to arrange 
for annual examlDatlOns throughout 
the country at which, within certain 
a.ge limits, candidates could present 
tl~emselv.es. The Board was to pro­
Vlde pnzes for the recognition of 
outstanding merit among tbe stu­
dents, a nd to pay a fee to the 
teaebers for each successful candi­
date p repared by them for the 
examination. F unds for the worlcing 
of the system were provided from 
the surplus fund of the Dis("sbhl;~hp(l 
Church of I reland. 

The Act marked a notaule au 'auce 
on any concession made in the public 
endowment of education in Ireland. 
There was no insistence on the objec­
t ionablo PI1.nciplo of mixed educa­
t ion j. all religions were granted 
equnhty of stntus and all shared in 
the endowment on tbat basis, H 
was productive of a curious anomaly. 
The hristian Brothers' schools ~re, 
pared their pupils for these examma­
tiom;; the 0 pupils won notable suc­
C08Ses, and til Brotbers hared pro­
portionn.tely in tho distribution of 
t he public money which the Board 
eontrollcd. At tho same time, 
throu/l:h thl' in. istence OIl the mi. oed 
principle, thry were deprived for 
many years of the financial benefit. 
of th .y. telll of ~ T ational Education, 
t hough thrir primary purpose was 
the edue tion of the chilurcn of the 
poor. 

STATE FUNDS . 

schools outnumbered the schools ~f 
other religious bodies in their suc­
cesses. 

To meet the Catholic case tbe 
Educational Endowments (Ireland) 
Act of 188J was passed. A Commis, 
sion of fi\'e members, of which the 
Chairman and two other members 
were Protestants and two members 
were Catholics, was set up. Two 
of the fi,e members \\-ere juOges, 1e 
Protestant, one Catbolie, and they 
were gi,en sp:)cial powers which 
allowed them a ,eto on any scheme 
of redistribution. The composition 
of the Board was unsatisfartory to 
Catholics, as it denied them equal re­
presentation. They had the power 
to veto schemes of redistribution, 
hut the exercise of that \·eto --uld 
lea,e matters in theil· former un­
satisfactory condition, while failure 
to exercise it would give the appcar­
aIlee of acquiescence in unjust redis­
tl;lmtion schemes. At one time it 
seemed probable that the Catholic 
Commissioners would resign, but an 
ofHcial protest having been lodged 
l)y the Bishops, the Commissioners 
continued to act. 

The Commission did good work in 
the redistribution of endowments on 
a more equitable basis. It \ ·as 
necessarily hampered in its work by 
legal difficulties such as provisions 
which defined the purpose, arca, or 
th0 rel igion it was proposed to bene­
fIt by the endowments. Evidence of 
such difficulties I S found in the con­
tinuation to-day of the legal battles 

offices and emoluments of the Uni­
versity and its Jollege, and were 
ineligible to hold i ts scholarships 
until a set of non-foundation scholar­
ships was instituted to which no reli­
gious tests were attached, 

The first attempt to sol,e t he 
problem by founding.a new Uni,er­
sitv was made by Su' Robert P eel 
in '1845. He proposed the establish­
ment of non-denominational Colleges 
at Belfast, Cork, and Galway. Money 
was provided by Parliament for t he 
necessary building'S, with a sma)) 

tate endowment for each College. 
The Queen's Co lleges were opened 
in 1849 and the next year was 
founded' Queen's University, as a n 
examininn- body, with power i.o grant 
Degrees to the students of the three 
Colleges. 

Sir Robert Peel's solution divided 
the ranks of the Catholic opposition , 
some Catholics favouring a trial 
of the syst.em. Finally the Irish 
Bishops submitted the question to 
Rome for decision, and the Colleges 
\I'ere condemned as dangerous to 
Catholic faith . This condemnation 
was confirmed by the Synod of 
Th urlcs in 1850. T he Queen's Col­
leges were "Godless Colleges." 

CATHOLIC UNIVERSITY. 

At Thurles t he Bishops decided to 
attempt the solution of the question

An 
Act passed lD tha t year abolished 
the Queen's University and substi­
tuted t he Royal University of Ire­
land, with P?wer to eonfer Degrees 
on a ll candldates who passed its 
examinations. It opened the way for 
students of t he Ca tholic University 
to obtain a r eeognised Degree but 
it p laced those students on tho' level

UNIVERSITY QUESTION. 

Another gre,tt problem wbich con­
fronted all who were interested in 
the advancement of Catholic educa­
tion in Ircland was the University 
question. Catholic Ireland had no 
Univcrsity. Trinity College had 
bcen foullded as "A Colledge for 
leruynge whereby knowledge and 
!:i\-ilitie might be increased by 
thin truction of our people there, 
whereof many have usually heret{)­
fore used to travaille into ffraunce, 
Italy and paine to gett lernynge in 
uch fiorraine uny,ersities where 

they may have been infected ...,.itll 
poperie and other ill qualities and SL 
become evill subiet!s." Its purpose 
was the furtherance of the ·tate 
policy of dcstroyinn- the rcligion and 
nationality of the Irish Catholic 
populabon. Catholics refused t{) be 
eu.llnrru into the acceptance of an 
ill itution ~o professedlv hostile to 
~heir religion, and continued to go 
lD greater numbers to the Universi­
ti s of tho grcat ~atholic Continen­
t.·tI countrie. Two centuries before

THE QUEEN'S COLL E GES. 

In 1; tIle Patriot : arliament 
0Jl ned the uoors of the ollege 0 

a hoh , and they were allowed to 
be m tudcnts and graduate- of 
t e t:niV'rslt· of Dublin. They con-
lOued e excluded m the 

£200,000 was subscribed in I reland 
and by the Irish populations in 
America and Australia.. The Univer­
sity was opened in 1854. It met with 
the opposition of the Government 
which refused to grant it a Charte;' 
to eonfer Degrees which would biVe 
State recognition. 

This doomed the venture -to failure 
in many respects, and it was a re­
fusal that could not be upheld on 
aoaderruc grounds: The University 
numbered among ltS teachers men of 
accepted scholarly reputation. New­
man, o 'Curry, Arnold, O'Hagan 
O'SullivanhilaydGD, Casey, Renouf; 
Ormsby, tlennessy, were men who 
would adorn any University, old or 
new. In one School the new Univer­
sity of Cardinals Cullen and New­
man won lasting distinction. The 
st';ld.ents of its Medical Sehool were 
elIgIble for the certifieates of the 
!Iledical licensing bodies. It flour­
Ished! an~ won a position of high 
prestige lD medical science and 
finally, on its absorption into the 
• ational University of Ireland half 
a century later, its students num­
bered close on four hundred. 

AN OTH ER P RO P OSA L. 

The question. continued to be de­
bated lD Parliament, and in 18i3 
G!ad tone attempted its solution. 
HIS proposal was to- abolish tbe 
Qu~en's. Un}versity and have but one 
~mverslty lI? ~;elan.d, "The Vniver-
Ity .of Dubhn, whICh would lOclude 

Trimty College, the Queen's Col­
leges, and the Catholic University 
College in Dublin_ In the scheme no 
endowz:o.ent was contemplated for 'Ie 
9athoh!! .Colle~e except in so far as 
It tlc1patcd 'Ht the other .Col-

its r ich endowments, while thll 
Catholics were still foreed to fin d 
the money for their own College. 
Some r elief was afforded by the in­
stitution of teaching and examining 
Fellowships, half of which were 
allotted to t he Catholic University 
College in Dublin. 

The Royal Universit1 was r e­
garded as only a stepplDg-stone to 
some more generally satisfactory 
treatment of Catholic claims, anu 
,the agi tation for r eform continued 
u?der the leadership of the Arch­
bIshop of Dublin, As in the case of 
Secondary Education, t be brilijant 
successes of Catholic students a t the 
Royal University examinations onlY 
~e~·ved to emphasise more clearly the 
lDJustice of the Catholic position. 
Under the Rectorship of Fa ther 
Delaney, assisted bv a d evoted band 
of Fathers of the ·;:;ociety of J esus, 
the Catholic University College re­
vived, to proelaim to the world what 
Catholic Ireland could achieve in the 
fields of. University E ducation if 
gi\"en a fair opportunity. 

C R OWNE D WITH SUCCESS. 

It was but a question of t ime until 
their united efforts should be 
crowned with success. I n 1908 t he 
Irish niversities Act became law. 
The Royal University of I relan d was 
abolished. Two new UniversitieB 
took its place, "The Queen's Univer­
sity," Belfast and '" The National 
University of'Ireland," with consti­
tuent Colleges at Dublin, Cork, and 
Galway. Soon St. Patrick's Colleget 
Maynooth, was added as a recogrllseCJ 
College. There were no reJi,pous 
tests in the new University, Religion 
was not recognised nor endowed, as

no part of its endowment could be 
used for religious purposes. The 
government of the University and its 
Colleges was Catholic. No restric­
tion was placed on the Catholic 
teaching of Philosophy, Medical 
Ethics, or History. It was free to 
accept endowments for purely reli­
gious purposes, and a Chair of 
Catholic Theology has since been 
established in the University by the 
Bishops of Ireland. Catholie chap­
lains have been appointed in all its 
Colleges, and the opening of the 
academic :y aT is marked in each 
College by the celebration of an 
annual Mass attended officially by 
the Governors, Professors, and Stu­
dents. Under the fostering care 
of Irish government it has ad­
vanced its work in the field of 
science by the absorption into Uni­
versity College, Dublin, of the ROYl.lJ 
College of Science of Ireland, part 
of its buildings, and its equipment. 

ACRICULTURAL TRAININC. 

The chief industry of the country 
has been well served by the institu­
tion of the Albert College in Glas­
nevin into a Faculty of Agricultural 
Science under the governITlent of the 
Dublin College. A Faculty of Dairy 
Science, with modern buildings and 
apparatus, has been added to the 
College in Cork. The endowment. of 
the Galway College has been lll­
creased and the character of the 
College altered to make it the home 
of University education through the 
medium of the national language. 

The N ation:1l University has be­
come the alma mater of the primary 
and secondary teachers in the 
National and the Catholic schools 
and colleges of Ireland. Through 
the College at Maynooth and tlie 
education of the students of the 
great religious Orders it is contri ­
buting a large quota to the prif'sts of 
the Catholic Church in Ireland and

in those countries where the Irish 
sons and daughters of that Church 
have brought the light of the Faith. 
The Irish Bishops in Synod at May­
nooth, by a decision confirmed sub­
sequently at Rome, have accorded 
their episcopal approval to these 
University Colleges as being, alone 
among Irish University institutions, 
free from danger to the faith of 
their Catholic people. 

THE CROSS OF CONG 
• 

THE famous Cross of Cong is 
treasured in the National Museum. 
Originally made for the church of 

Tuam at the behest of Turlough 
O'Connor, King of Ireland in 1123, it 
was r elegated to the use of the Augus­
tinian Abbots of Cong, Co .. Mayo, where 
it was preserved until the suppression 
of that abbey. Later it was found in 
an old oak chest kept in a cottage at 
Abbotstown, where it had probably 
lain conceaJed since 16'1l. 

The shaft is two and a half feet high. 
the span about one and a half feet, and 
the thickness almost two inches. Of 
oak, plated with copper. and covered 
with ornaments of gold, SlIver, enamel, 
and coloured glass, the whole forms an 
artistic and very beautiful exampl~ .of 
the taste and skill of the ancient IrIsh. 
The plates on the front of the Cross are 
divided into thirty-eight compartments 
filled with fine interlaced filigree work, 
while the back is divided into four 
similar sections and is decorated with 
bosses of crimson enamel. Thirteen of 
the eighteen stones which were set at 
regular intervals along the edges re-
main.

NEW WORLD'S CHARTER. 

In the eighteenth century the 
records of the various f tates all 
alonn- tbe Atlantic seaboard contaio 
the ~ames of ,cry large numbers of 
irish Catholic emigrant arrivals. 
~hips plied regularly to and from 
Ireland. One thousand Irish emi­
grants were landed in Boston in the 
years 1 i36 to 1738, and so numerous 
did they become that we find inde­
pendent settlements of Iri h folk 
taking the names of the places at 
home in Ireland from whence they 
came. 

THE FLOW OF EMIGRATtON. 

The gleatest flow of emigration 
was directed to Pennsylvania and 
Maryland-to the former because 01 
the reputation of William Penn for 
relin-iollS tolerance and "\lise adminis, 
tration, and to tbe latter because 
freedom to practise their religion was 
guaranteed. In 1i37 thirty-th~'ee 
ships brought passengers to PhIla­
delphia from Ireland, most of them 
OaLholics. 

In the Land Grant Records of 
Maryland we come across names of 
Irish origin-+sueh as O'Dwyer, 
O'Daly, O'Carroll, and O'Delaney. 
Indeed one whole section of Mary­
land ~as officially named "The 
County of New Ireland." Further 
down the coast, from the Records of 
the Carolinas, we find the names of 
Irish pioneers in the Court and 
Parochial books, in the minutes of 
the Assembly House, and in the lists 
of patents granted. 

IN CAROLINA. 

The Records in the office of the 
Secretary of State refer to "a Ship, 
load of Emigrants" wbo came to 

T orLh and South C'uolioa from Dub­
lin in 1761. Mathew Rowan was 
President of the North Carolina 
Council, John Connor was Attorney·

THE WAR OF INDEPENDENCE. 

We may well look upon the War of 
Independence as being to some ex­
tent the repercussion ~ of the Penal 
laws at home in Ireland. Leaders of 
the Iri h Brigades in the service of 
France, like Counts Mc~Iahon, 
Dillon, and Rocbe, volunteered for 
senice in the American War, and 
luter won laurels at Yorktown.

A CENTURY AGO. 

In 1818 Bishop Connolly, in his 
Notes, says;-

"At present there are here (New 
York) about 16,000 Catholics, mostly 
Irish. At least 10,000 Irish Catholics 
had arrived in New York only within 
these last three years. They spread 
over all the large States of this coun­
try and make their religion known 
everywhere. " 

These words were not only historic, 
but prophetic, for they stl'ike the 
keynote of the whole subsequent cen­
tuq. There was the dark shadow of 
the famine years at horne in Ireland, 
and it had its counterpart in the 
daring enterprise of the Irish Oatho­
lie pioneer in America. We can 
follow him in his travels from the 
East to the Far West-to the Golden 
Gate itself-pervading as he went 
every State of the Union. 

While the war-cry of the Indian was 
still heard through the valleys and 
while his fires still burned on the 
hilltops, these intrepid pioneers 
penetrated into hitherto unknown 
paths, suffering untold bardships 
without complaint. They made the 
roads, they built the bridges, they 
cleared the forests. 

CARRYING THE TORCH. 

All along the banks of the Ten­
nessee, Kentucky, Wabash, and Ohio 
rivefs they wandered, carrying deep 
down in their hearts the Faith of St. 
Patrick. We follow them as they 
advance. We see them making the 
laws in the State Assemblies in Ohio, 
Indiana, Illinois, Iowa, Minnesota, 
~ -r ebraska, Wyoming, and Colorado. 
They name the cities and the towns, 
and to-day we find 1,000 places called 
after Irishmen with the prefix "Mac,' 
nearly 70 with the prefix "0," and 253 
of the counties and about 7.000 towns 
bear Irish place ancl family names. 
There are st-veral Munsters, twenty­
four Dublins, twenty·one Waterfords, 
ten Limericks, eight Sligos, nine 
An trims, fiye Kildares, and others 
too numerous to recount. 

O ... er the mountains and across the 
prairies, beyond the ~Iississippi and 
the ~ri souri, we can follow tbe track 
of the co ... ered wagon of those Irish 
Catholic pioneers. Ri . hop Andrew 
Ih rne, n nath'e of Duhlin, estab­
Ii hed a diocese in Arkansas. Daniel 
Clarkc '" as an influential citizen in 
-ew Orleans. Pat Oonnors was the 

first to pc.netrate tah, and Ore~on 
wn expJ red by .John Kelly. Led by 
Martin urpily, these irresistible 
emigrant pioneers traoelled further, 
across the Sierra ~ -evada until they 
reached the fertile soil of California. 

With this spread of the population, 
the Church itself kept pace. The 
Bishol;S established in tbeir dioceses 
Celtic Colonisation Associations, and 
the organisation of the Church in 
America in our day proves how firm 
were the foundations they laid. Iri h 
Catholicism has produced in the 
America of to-day not only this per, 
feet organisation, but has made it 
throb with Catholic spirit and yield 
generous results in the faithful prac­
tice of its adherents. 

Ireland's loss has been America's 
gain, for what has been subtracted 
from the Catholic population of Ire­
land has increased and multiplied in 
the United States. The Irish Catho­
lic has poured into the treasury of 
the America.n Church the wealth of 
hi1 Catholic vitality. That loyalty to 
the Church, that sense of the Super­
nlLtural tl,at overflowing Charity 
which s~stained him in the battle of 
the Faith at home has fortified him 
for tbis further conquest beyond the 
seas. 

IRELAND'S INFLUE NCE. 
This Irish influence is written 

broad across the face of the rjrcat 
Continent. The massive Catbedrals 
and Churches, witb their ample cor­
tege of convents, schools, orphan­
ages and hospitals, rise up from 
tbe 'Alleghenies to the Rockies 
to. witness to the worth of the 
Irish emigrant; and the poetry

of place names adds its note to the 
testimony, for the name of the 
National Apostle is borne by nearly 
five hundred of those sacred edifices. 

There is scarcely a See in America 
bu" has had its Irish Bisbop. In the 
early days Dr. John O' Carroll, the 
first Bishop of Baltimore, was a. 
shining figure. In the 19th century 
Archbishop John Ireland towered 
over the great North-West, and the 
influence of James Oarclinal Gibbonll 
was no less striking on the Eastern 
sp-aboard: while to-day there are 
three Irish Cardinals, and Baltimo~e 
-the senior See of the Cathohc 
Church in America-is governed still 
by a Prelate of Irish birth.

HISTORICAL 

DUBLIN CASTLE. 
(Open to visiLors from 10 a.m. to 

5 p .m.) 
The Castle no longer fulfils the func­

tions of a castle, and the prosaic work 
of the Re,-:enue Commissioners and 

The first fortress was built in 840 by 
the Danes. This was destroyed, but a 
new casLle was commenced in 1208 and 
finished in 1213. It was twice again 
rebuilt. in 1411 and 1775. From the 
Norman Conquest to 1922 the Castle 
was the centre of English rule in Ire­
land, and in the earlier centuries was 
the ultimate shelLer and rallying point 
of English interests when they were 
reversed. 

From Elizabethan days down to the 
entry of an Irish garrison in 1922 it was 
also the scat of government, and in 
the season thc Lord Lieutenant and 
high ofIicials occnpied the State Apart­
ments, where brilliant functions were 
annually 'held. The CaslIe was also 
employed as a safe stronghold for the 
incarceration of State prisoners from 
the earliest days of the Norman inva­
sion to comparatively recent times. 
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Since 1!J22 the Castle has housed various 
Government departments, and from the 
dooLruction of the Four CourLs in 1922 
up to their re-op('{ling this year the 
principal Cour~13 of Justice were estab­
lished in the State Apartments, and all 
State papers and other important re­
cords were preserved in the Castle. 
. It would be impossible to encompass 
m a tew words thE' historic and archi­
tectural detail!'. of ~he Castle but the 
vis.ito,! can see ovtlr the majority of the 
bLUldmgs on any morning and most 
afternoons of the week. To the descen­
dant ~f Irish exiles a particularly in­
terestmg department in the Castle is 
the Heraldic Museum and the Offiee of 
Arms,. where. heralCJ:ic and genealogical 
work 1S carned- out.

D~natuiS.. the Bishop, and Sitrie, , 

DaDlsh King of Dublin at the time of 
th~ Norman invasion, first erected the 
Pnory of the Holy Trinity in 1035. St. 
I:aur~mce O'Toole, Archbishop of Dub­
h!"! and O~e of the patron saints of the 
dIocese, w1th t1~e a~d of the newly-come 
Normans, rebUllt It on a finer scale 
and it was. added to and altered by 
many of hIS successors. With the 
advent of the pseudo-Reformation 
Christ Church passed out of the hands 
of the Catholic Church into those of 
the new-born Church and with St. 
Patrick's Cathedral h~s never been re­
covered. . Of the many historical asso­
ciations of the Cathedral perhaps the 
most interesting is the tomb supposed 
to be that of Strongbow leader of the 
first Norman invaders an'd first Norman 
ruler of Leinster. The tower contains 
a carillon of thirteen bells.

ST. PATRICK'S 
CATHEDRAL. 

This Cathedral was built in ·the 13th 
century on the site of the old parish 
church. It was frequently flooded and 
after a fire in 1370 was restored' and 
redecorated. St. Patrick's was lost to 
the Church in thl) same fashion as 
Christ Church, and to-day Dublin, the 
capital of a country whose population 
is 92 per cent. Catholic, possesses two 
magnificent Cathedrals built long be­
fore the time of Henrv VIII. but no 
longer in the hands of the Church that 
built them. 

It was during his deanship there that 
the famous Dean Swift produced most 
of his famous writings, though this 
magnificently beautiful building seems 
a strange home for so bitter a tongue. 

The Cathedral is very close to Christ 
Church, both being 1e..."6 than quarter 
of an hour distant from Nelson Pillar, 
and it" is passed by the same bus 
service.

Kilm ;u!.am, like many other places, 
Infamous in IriBh history, lies in that 
portion of Dublin that stretches ea t 
from Coli ge Green to Inchicore, and 
it can ve reached by the Inchicore 
tram and bus from College Green. Its 
first appearance in tbe long tragic his­
tory of the invasions of Ireland comes 
with the Danish im'asion. Brian Boru 
eamped around the old Abbey of 
Kilmain when aS5embling his forces [or 
th Battle o[ Clontarf, and the Abbey 
itself held a premier position amongbt 
tho roligiouo institutions of Ireland. 

Here also was situate the Priory o[ 
the KDlgiJts Templar.', and, after their 
supprll<; lOll ill 130'J, tile heaclquarterB 
of the ITo. pitallers. In 1680 the Royal 
Hospital, desi 'ned by ir Christopher 
Wren. was built on the site of the old 
building which fell in the on1'laught on 
the monasteriel by Heury VIII. Prior 
to tho Treaty of 1921 the Royal Ilob­
pital was the headquarter..; of the 
British ArIllY in Ireland. 

Conveniently adjacent was Kilmain­
ham Jail, which is now eloped. 'I.'he 
jail is atlsociated in Irish history \\ilh 
the worst acls of brutality and coercioll 
that took place in the i8th and 19th 
centuries, !llIel i..; famous as the place 
of incarceration o[ the leaders of the 
Lar.td Leagne. ,0IDe con pie of month, 
ago tho Royal Hospital was handed 
over to the Civic Guards, and is now 
their headquarl.8<f;.

LEINSTER HOUSE. 
This imprc~sive 18th century build-

109 is situated in Kildare Street, and.

Lo er House, Dliil Eireann, and an 
(pper IIouse. eanad Eireann, meets 
b reo The Dail sib in what was 
formerly _the Lecture and Concert 
Room of the Royal Dublin Society, and 
the Se:l.Dad sits in what was the draw­
mg oom of t.i e Duke of LeLnater, 

The building was erected in 1745. 
from a design by Cassels, to !be the 
town residence of the Duke of Lcinster. 
In 1815 it was purchased by the Royal 
Dublin Society, having lost its position 
as a social centre owing to the Aet of 
Union in 1800, which led to the Irish 
nolbility making London their head­
quarters. Since 1!l22 the Irish Parlia­
ment has sat there, at first !by tem­
porary arrangement with the Royal 
Dublin Society. This temporary ar­
rangement came to an end when 
Leinster House was purchased !by the 
Government in ]925. Visitors are ad­
mitted during se'ssions ona [pass ob­
tainalUle from a IIlcm Ler of the Dtiil or 
Seanad.

GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS. 
This fine modern building is situated 

at the rear of the National Museum and 
fronts on to Menion St. Its frontage 
extends along almost all Upper 'Mer­
rion f:it., save where it is broken by an 
arched gateway leading into the College 
of Science (now incorporated in the Na­
tional University) . Among the Depart­
ments of State located in Government 
Buildings are ·the President's Depart­
ment and the Departmen ts of Agricy 1-
ture, Justice, External Afiairs.

FOUR COURTS. 
The Court17, designed by Thomas 

Cooley, were erected in 178G at a cost of 
£200,000. The building took the form 
of a domed circular vestibule with the 
courts leading from this hallway. Over 
the portico. are statues of Moses , su.p­
ported by Justice and Mercy, and WlS­
a om and Authority. 

During the civil disturbances of 1922 
this fine building suffered great destruc­
tion from artillery and mternal fire, 
and many important records and valu­
able historical documents were de­
stroyed. 

The building has been restored to its 
old magnificence, and was re-opened 
this year. It hou:'es the SupremB 
Court, the High Court, and the Circuit 
Court.

HY, a. stranger might 

ask, IS such special 
stn,ss laid upon the 
work of St. Patrick 1 
Was he not one of 

many nlls~lOnari('s in all ages who 
left all things to follow Christ and 
preach lIis Gospel I Did he do more 
than othel's, 01' suffer morc, 01' gain 
more soul!; ? Has his work any 
greater signilieance than that of 
many others? 

The answer to this question lies in 
a statement of the lla.rt that the 
Church fonnded uy • ·t. Patrick has 
played in the spreading of the King­
dom of Ghrist--:l. part out of all pro­
portion to the geographical and 
numerical siz{) of the island 'which he 
evangeliseu. 

Within a C'entury of St. Patrick's 
death, Ireland had become a 
missionary nation. Columba and Ilis 
monks from Ireland founded- a 
monastery at Iona that became the 
centre of Christiani1y in Scotland, 
and shortly extended its influence 
over Northern England. 

Before the end of the 6th century 
Irish missionaries had gone further 
alielu-into tllO land of the Burgun­
dians and the Franks. Columbanus, 
the pioneer amI greatest of these, left 
his monastery of Derry in ! 90, in his 
sixtieth year, to "go into exile for 
Christ.': 

EUROPE'S DEBT. 

say that it 'Was from Ireland the 
greatest single impulse came to make 
the Western Europe of that time 
Christian and cultured. 

It would be too long to rrcount the 
names of even the principal Iri!;hmen 
and pupils of Irishmen who were 
educators of Europe in the sevcnth, 
eighth, and ninth centuries. A map 
of Europe, marked with the places 
where Irishmen were bishops and 
founders of sees, monastcries, and 
schools, and pupils of Iri!;lllncll wcre 
famous teachers, would be the best 
illustration of the faels. 

FAMOUS IRISHMEN. 
But since names and placrs arc 

more than general assertions: Vir­
gilins at Salzuurg was a master of 
astronomy-and all Irishman; as was 
Martin of Rheims, the Greek scholar, 
and Scotus Eriugen:l., master of all 
the arts, at Laon. Alcuin, the great 
Englishman wbo was, so to speak, 
Charlemagne's Minister of Educa­
tion, shows us in a. charming lelter 
how the Irish teachers were regarded. 

Writing in a most affectionate tone 
to Coelchu, Abbot of Clonmacnoise, 
Alcuin sends all the news of the court 
to his Irish "Ma.ster" a.nd "TC-acher," 
and cneloses a. phial of oil-" for 
such is hard to come by in Ireland"­
and a hundred sicklcs of silver, gifts 
from the Emperor himself to the 
Abbot. The incident is :l. charming 
symbol of the appreciation ea.rned by 
the Irish schools, without which the 
first Renaissance would not have 
been possible. 

DANISH INVASION. 
With the Carolingian period, how· 

ever, closcs the first phase of Irish 
Olissionary activity. The Dani!;h in­
vasions had bl'gUll some time before, 
and by the end of the ninth century 
IllOSt of the Irish monastic centres 

were in ruins, imd the most of Irish 
Catholicism with thelll. 

It was a bitter sh'ugglo a!:!ainst 
many forces to keep Ireland hris­
tian, for many yea.rs-but this is not 
a history of Catholicism in Ir land. 
In mediaeval times Irishmen were, 
indeed, found in the most unlikely 
places abroad-one taught St. 
Thomas at aples, another was a 
member of the first Catholic Mission 
to Chin:!.. And in post-Reformation 
times Irish priests, secular and reli­
gious, were as wide-sca.tterod as the 
wild teese. 

We find them in Danzig anu 
Vienna., in Prague anu Louvuin, in 
Paris and in Rome. To mention only 
a few names: 0 11aolc11onaire of 
Louvain, later Archbishop of Tuam, 
is well known in La.tin a.nd Irish 
1heologica.l literature; Colgan is im­
mortal as editor of Duns Seotus, a.ml 
Lynch's exposition of Scotist theo­
logy is still an a.uthority. But th se, 
a.s their fellows, were exileu teachers 
rather tha.n missionaries. 

THE PENAL LAWS. 

The Penal La.ws closed down on 
Ireland in their full rigour aIter the 
Treaty of Limerick in 1689, and 
hrnceforth for a. century and a half 
almost the only Irish activity auroad 
was the training of priests for work 
at home. But when the stream of 
Irish emigration began, towards the 
end of the 18th century and especially 
early in the 19th, a Hew Illissionary 
movement began. . 

Irish priests followed the emIgrants, 
and soon became the llIissionaries 
IJrl r lxcdlt !zce in the ~~nglish·s)lc::k­
ing- eountnes, to '\llJc~ the. Il'J!;h 
emigrants had gone, and 1II whIch the 
Iri.-h were the grea.ter part of tIle 
Catholic )10pub.tion. "l"orri~n Mi.s,

I Duulin, Kildare, Kill ClIllY, Thurles, 

In the twenty-five years of his work 
on the Contin'ent he left an indelible 
influence on the life of ail Europe 
between the Channel and the 
Appenines-on the moral, social, and 
liturgical life of that part of Christen­
dom. He and his monks werc 
teachers and apostles from the 
Vosges to Lomharuy, from the Chan­
nel to the Appcnines, and the tradi­
tion of missiona.ry work initiated by 
him eeasl)d only when the monas­
teries whil:h were the centre of that 
apost~late, were destroyed by the 
Danish invaders of Ireland. LOUGH DERG-ST. PATRICK'S PURGATORY In an inuirect, but not less effec­
tive manner, the Irish Church con- , .. 
tribnted still fnrther to tho spread 
of Christianity: the schools of Ireland 
were the seminaries in which were 
trained many missionaries from 
EnO'lanu and frow the Continent, 
and the Irishmen conducted schools 
in which native missional'ies were 
trained in these lands. And again: 
the cultural inHuence of the Irish was 
cnormons. 

A WORLD IN RUIN 

For about the tilne that St. Patrick 
came to Ireland, St. Augustine 'Was 
writing his work on the It City of 
God" in whidl lie endeavoured to 
envi~ai(l the future of a world that' 
'Was falling into ruin befor~ his e~c_s . 
The Roman Empire - was erumblmg, 
and ill the century and :'. half be­
tween the coming of t. Patrick and 
the departure of ColUlllhanus froni 
Deny the whole lace of Europe bad 
clianged. ROlllo hau !.Jeen sackeu and 
burnt· the Empire had coascd t{) be, 
giving' place to bn.rbn.:ian dukes. and 
kings; law :l.nd !carmng ~lad faIled, 
and religion had almost disappeared. 

Ireland alone in Western Europe 
had been spared the fury of that 
destruction, and from out of Ireland 
went to the CODtin'nt the men "ho, 
possessing the old tra.dition, re-lit the 
torch of learnin ... and enkindled the 
Hame of "haray.

IRISH PRIESTS ABROAD. 

At the present time about one 
hUllured secular priests arc ord. ined 
in II' land vcry year for th SCI'vic 
of the Chur h in English speaking 
countries outsiu Irelanu. A consor­
vati\'e stilllate of th Irish priests 
lIOW in tho 0 countri s woulu be 
three thousl\nd; the Brothers nro 
many, :J.nd tho nuns beyond count.ing. 
One has only to read :l. list of the 
Bishops in England, coLland, the 
Unitcd tates, Australia, and ew 
Zealand to rcalise what tho Chur h 
of St. Patrick has mcant and still 
mcans to those lands. 

In addition to this, and much more 
recently, a new missionn.ry :J.ctivity 
ha.s begun, and in the last twenly 
years attained a lllal'V Ilous growth: 
the mission to pagan Innds. Before 
the war this aspect of missionary 
w rk was gencrnlly unfamiliar in 
Ireland, though thoro was II. ertain 
number of Irish missionaries in 
Africa. 

IN PAGAN LANDS. 
nut now Irish missionary priests ill 

pagan lands number 402, belonging 
to fiflecn different IIJissionary socie­
tics; thc 'isl ers number nearly 1,000 
-olle-eighth of all t he missionary 
nuns in heathendom-and tho 
Brothel'S 255. Two new societies of 
missionary priC'sts have been founded 
and two of i)islcrll, and tho older 
soci tips have illcl'cased enorJllOU/lly 
in nUllllJer.

o the Diocese of Dublin be­
longs the honour of having' 
in the year 431 recei\·ed the 
first accredited envoy of the 
Holy Sec to Ireland in the 

person of Palladius the Deacon or 
Adrninit;trator of Pope Oelestine, who 
consccraled him and sent him as 
their first Bishop to the Scots (Irish) 
believing in Christ. That first link 
with the centre of Christianity was 
stoutly liveteil the next year hy St 
PatTick, the successor (If Palladius 
in the apostolic work of the propaga­
tion of the Faith. 

The memory of their visits and of 
the labours of their disciples are en· 
shrined in the place names of the 
Diocese which tell of their cells or 
seminaries, and of their domnachs 
or wooden churches. The gl'and old 
ruins dOlted over the countryside are 
abundant evidence of the faith and 
piety of tho new converts, who were 
sons and daughters of chieftains and 
tenants. 

SILENT WITNESSES. 
L ikewise the ruins of our early 

monasleries, Glendaloch, Olondalkin, 
Tallaght, Swords, Lusk, and a host 
of others, are silent witnesses of the 
busy scats of learning to which the 
wandering I rish scholars an d the 
students from a far repaired to drink 
il\ the wisdom of the Irish teachers 
in· UlO Script ures and the Olassics. 

Th mona.stic schools of the 
,y stern Isle received many a rude 
shock from the Northmen during' 
their cC'.Jturies of pl under and de­
st ruction, but it was the way of 
'Divine providenpe to mould the 
character of the Irish people to pre 
pare them for slill ruder shocks in 
tho centuries to come. To these war­
liko .. ' orthmen when they yielded to 
)ho spiritualising influence of the 
I rish was due lhe erection of the 
Dioccse with its Cathedral of Christ 
Ch urch foundcd and endowed by 
them in ~oa8 with lands in the Oounty 
Dublin. 

AN ARCH DIOC ESE. 
The importance of their walled city 

anti its commerce. and of their ex­
t el1lletl sway, rereiyed recognition in 
11 52 when the diocese was raised to 
the dignity of an archdioo.'ese, and 
still more in 1160 when Lorcan Ui 
Tuathail, the l hhot of G1endaloch.

Church's ... iturgy on a mOTe imposing 
scale. The rise of the Trade Guilds, 
with their chanhies and re­
ligious regulations, and the erec­
tion of the religious Guilds in the 
city churches, with their sacrcd 
pageants and mystery plays per­
formed in the streets, proyide abun­
dant evidence of the piety and COlll­
mendable pride of the citizens. 
De\'otion to the Blessed Sacrament, 
to the Blessed Virgin, and to the 
dead, was perhaps the outstanding 
characteristic of that piety. It was 
rhieilly on these three points that the 
wrath of the so-called Reformers 
was brought to bear. 

On the appointment or George 
Browne, an Englishman, by Henry 
VIII. as the first Protestant Arch­
bishop of Dublin in 1536, the clergy 
and people showed -:fierce resistance 
to the assumption by the King of the 
headship ~ : the Ohurch. But still 
greater was theh· determination to 
persevere :n the old faith and to con· 
tinue their allegiance to the centre 
of Ohristianity when Henry's 

neighbouring population for Sunday's 
lrass. 

THE PENAL LAWS. 

All this was changcd by the Orom­
wellian Go,crnment ,,·ith its elabor­
ate spy system, the imprisonment, the 
execution and the shipping to the 
Barbadocs of the priests, and the 
rooting out of the Oatholic people. 
Dr. Dempsey, the Vicar Apostolic, 
informed the IToly Sec in 1657 that 
'there are not in Dublin Oatholics 

enough to form three parishes." 
With Lhe restoration of Oharles II. 

in 1660 who was known to be secretly 
of Oatholic sympathies, if indeed not 
of belief also, Oatholic activity re­
cei,ed a new impetus, and the 
priests and people, nock~ng back to 
the .citv erected conunodlOus chapels 
III l)lac~ of the stable and the out­
house. So that by the year 1749 
secular and regular chapels and con­
vents were to be found in nearly 
every street of the old city ~nd 
suburbsJ almost on the vel'y SItes 
where the pre-Reformation churches 
stood.

FIGHT FOR FAITH . 

The ruins of hundreds of churches 
that had been spread all over the 
diocese show that atholics were not 
permitted to celebrate Mass in them, 
nne: that the Protestant hurch ne­
!!:Iec d to keep them in prcsern.tion, 
for it had no worshippers to attend 
them. cor t 0 centuries the 

!'uoli made use of warerooms, 
outhou ft , and ble in aek treets 
as temporary t'hapels, and bore heavy 
fines, imprisonment, and the death 
pen, Ity rather tba.n yield to compul­
OQ' attendance at Protestant ser-

reatures of this revival was the num. 
ber and artistic value of the altar 
pieces and paintings that adorned 
those newly-erected chapels which 
were copies of Continental master­
pieces and brought home by the Dub­
lin priests educated in foreign 
seminaries. Altar pieces of the 
Orucifixion and paintings represent­
ing the Blessed Virgin, especially 
that in which she bestows the Rosary 
on St. Dominic, were the most 
popular. 

RIGHTS RESTORED. 

The Penal Laws not onl failed to 
make the Dublin people, who bore 
the brunt of their rigow·, accept the 
Protestant creed, and to stop the 
supply of priests, but faiJed also to 
prevent Oatholic participation ."1 the 
commercial life of the city. In spite 
of all the .restrai~t there grew up a 
large and lOfluenhal body of Catholic 
traders who, later on as members of 
the Catholic Associa.tion, exercised 
a great influence in the alleviation 
of the sufferings imposed on their 
poorer alholic brethren. 

To th e wealthy citizens John 
Keogh, Edward Byr.ne, John' Sweet-
1IJ:lUl. d the rest is d e the Relief 

e Bill of l,":}, by "'>hich atholics were 

l·estored to the enjoyment of their 
rights under the Constitu tion. It l'e­
mained for Daniel O'Oonnell to in­
spire the people with confidence in 
their own power in peaceful organi­
sation, and to secure for Catholics 
the recognition of t he princir le of 
equality in ci\·il life even at the los8 
of a privilege. 

SAV I NG THE CHILD. 
But the struggle was by no means 

over. AHer 1829 P r otestant associa­
tions of all kinds carried on a ram­
paign of pl.·oselyLism more diabolical 
than ever. Emancipation gave the 
Catholic child no hel p, and afforded 
him no protection from these prosely­
tising oodies. Oatholie Orphan 
Societies and St. Vincent de Paul 
Societies sprang up in ma ny parishes 
to look after the young, the POO l' and 
the sick, a,nd to promote the know­
ledge of Ohristian doctrine ; and the 
Sodalities of the Immacul a te Heart 
of Mary an d of t he Sacred Heart of 
J esns prom oted the imita tion of the 
vi rt ues of Mary and the devotion to 
lhe Sacred Humanity of t he Saviour. 
Oatholie organisation all round en­
deavoured to minimise the defects of 
t he Emanicipation Act. 

THE GREAT BUILDERS. 
The stately and beautiful churches 

that a dorn our city aTe the results 
of the sacrifi ces a nd t he generosity 
of t h e men of those early days of the 
nineteenth century, many of those 
churches emerging from· the back 
streets into t he open thoroughfares. 
Bu t the countryside w as in greater 
need of schouls and churches to re­
place t he :nean and insu ffi ci ent pre­
Emanicipation ones. It was here 
that the greatest snerifices were re­
quired on the p art of the poor 
tenants on the land 'vho r esponded 
manfully to tll:) call of the Arch­
bishops nnd their pastor s. The 
names of Archbishops Murray, Oullen, 
McCabe, and Walsh will b e handed 
down to posterity as the great 
huilders of those days. 

So likewise will t he name of 
'\.rchbishop B}Tne be enshrined in the 
memory of hIS people for the enor­
mous task he hns had t o face in 
<tltered circumstances in providing 
additional accommodation for t he 
many new districts that have grown 
up around the city. L astly, a word 
of praise must not be fo rgotten for 
the noble SistC'rs in religion, for the 
f'hristian Brothers an d th e other re­
ligious bodies, who have given th C'ir 
lives and worldly possessions for the 
education of the p oor and for 
the training of clever pupils to 
take their place in the educational 
and social uplifting of the new Stnte 
that has been born in our own days. 
Tl'UJy it is all an inspiring story. 

Words of Wisdom 
If we are very determined to mortify 

ourselves and not to be too much occu­
pied with our corporal health, we will 
soon. by lhe grace of God, become 
masters of OUf bodies. 

To encourage oUl'scives to endure 
patiently lhe labours and afflictions of 
this liie, it is well to reflect that they 
are much less than the pains of Pur­
gatory, and very different.

N this fresco Raphael depicts 

the Eucharistic tradition of 
the Church, and fuses into the 
triumphant unity of his great 
work all the elements that go 

to make up our faith in the Blessed 
Sacrament. He leans on the full 
teaching of St. Thomas, and it is no 
accident that there should be so 
large a measure of identity between 
what he expresses on the fresco and 

in benediction, and holds in nis left 
hand the Globe-the sign of power. 

When we (;ompare the horizontal 
planes, we find the serene bliss of 
heaven contrastcd with the stir and 
animation of earth. Ranged on 
either side of Our Lord on the middle 
level the charncters of the Old Testa­
ment alternate with those of the 
New. Adam on Ilis right hand cor­
responds to Abraham on His left, 
and David with the Harp of the 
Psalms Lo Moses with the Tables of 
the Law. St. Peter with t he Keys 
corresponds to St. Paul with t he 
Sword, and St. Stephen and St. 
Laurence next to Our Lord on either 
side represent t he martyrs, whose 
sufferings so closely assimilnted them 
to the Passion of Christ.

The Real P resence is the focus of 
Catholic worship, and as the eye 
moves upward from t he H ost on the 
altar the full meaning of the Eucha­
ristic doctrine breaks upon the mind. 

It is the H oly Ghost that illumines 
mankind by Faith, and the Holy 
Ghost as descending on mankind is 
shown hy Lhe figure of the Dove, 
which hO\'ers ovcr the earth accom­
panied by angels who expose the 
books of the Foul' Go pels. It is 
Jesus hrist that enables us to 
render fitting adoration to God, and. 
in the very centre, Jesus Christ is 
shown a revcalinn- the wounds in 
IIi pierced hands and side.

AMERICAN MISSIONS. 

The apostolate of the Holy Ghost 
fathers is not confined to Africa. In

These 
American Nissions together total 
well over half a million Catholics.

IRISH BISHOPS. 

The Irish Holy Ghost Fathers are 
ill charge of five Vicariates Apostolic 
in Africa-Sierra Leone and Southern 
Nigeria on the West Coast; Zanzibar; 
Bagamoyo, and Kilima N djaro on the 
East. These Vicariates together 
occupy au area greater than six times 
the size of Ireland. Thcir total 
population amounts to more than 
9,000,000. '':hese Vicariates aTe direc­
ted by Irish Bishops chosen from the 
Holy Ghost Fathers of thc Irish Pro­
vince-Rt. Rcv. Dr. O'Gorman (~~;':lTa 
Leone), Rt. Rev. Dr. Heery (Southern 
Nigeria), Itt. H.ev. Dr. Wilson (Baga­
moyo), Ht. Rev. Dr. Heffernan 
(Zanzibar). The successor to Rt.. 
Rev. Dr. Gagarty (Kilima Ndjal'o), 
recently deceased, has not yet been 
appointed by the IToly See.

The Central Catholic Library 

By the HON. LIBRARIAN 

I
T seems fitting that in this 

ou>'enir of the Eucharistic 
ConO'ress and of the fifteenth 
cent~nary of the coming of thE' 
Faith to Ireland some account 

should be given of an institution 
which whatever its present modest 
propo~·tions, bears the title Lcabhar­
lann an Chreiuimh (Library of the 
Faith) and which possesses a collec­
tion of Eucharistic "orks, the only 
one available to the general public 
in Dublin. 

This institution is the Central 
Catholic Library, at present located 
at 18 Ha"kins St. (between PeaTse 
St. and BU'rgh Quay), but seekl~g 
more ample premises to house Its 
rapidly growing collection, already 
numbering o,er 18,000 volumes. 

TEN YEARS OLD. 
Founded in 1922 by a small group 

of priests and laymen, under the 

It consi ts solely 
of books bean.ng m?re or less directly 
on the CatholIc FaIth and of interest 
to Catholics as such. Yet it is far 
from consisting wholly of theoloay 
and apologetics.

Such as they were, these resources 
came in the main not from voluntary 
contributions or from bequests, but 
from the efforts of the workers and 
friends of the Library-bridge tour­
naments, flag day coll~ctions, con­
certs. lectures, and the hke.

..... _ IIE planting of the Church 
in Australiil is a veritable 
epic. All human circum­
stllnces conspired to pre­
vent the Catholic Church 

getting a foothold in Australia; and 
yet, the more energetic were the 
steps to pre.,.ent it the more surely 
wero tho destinies for the great part 
it was to play there e'l"oh'ed. The 
foundation of the Church in that 
country was att.ended by circum­
stances which must bo considered 
novel, even when compared with 
what, from a human point of view, 
was tho fortuitous e\"angelisation of 
other lands from the earliest ages. 
It has much of the mysteriou -that 
by which Jonas was drawn to _ Tini\"e 
or St. Patrick to the shores of 
Ireland. 

T ho Church was begotten in j\" ew 
IIolland (as New South ' Yales was 
then called) in slavery amongst 
prisoners who would be normally 
classed as desperadoes in a Penal 
Settlement; it was nurtured by 
stealth in an atmosphere of Pfotes­
tant bigOtry and active opposition; it 
blossomed out of the hardships in 
which it was reared, 80 that it stands 
to-day strong and 'l"igorous, "The 
'Pillar and the ground of Truth" 
under the Southern Cross-a true 
portent of its mission from the 
Saviour of tho world, and a true re­
plica. of the Mother Church in 
Ireland whose ons expresscd in that 
foreign land all the sentimcnts of 
fidelity and staunchness in adhering 
to religion which charactcriscd the 
r cc at horne 

IRISH PRISONERS. 

The lait!. was inkcn to AU5tralia 
by the Catholic pri oners who were 
sent out to tMat Penal ,ettIement. 
These prisoners who had the :Faith 
wero nearly all Irish, and that is the 
renson ',h\' tho hurch in Au ·tralia 
was idcntiiied with them in the early 
da.ys. nnd remains so to,day, in tlte 
main, in the de ccndants 'of these 
earlier deportee . 

The talc of deportation is a very 
sad onc, aod is identifi'd •• ith the 
story of Ireland and h('r fight for 
religion aIlli liberty. ,till, it heigh­
tens info II. glorious sequel of an 
Ireland, young and strong, beyond 
the se, 2, growinl; qreat spiritually 
and matcrinlh' in the civil and reli­
gious lihert~· 'whieh have been there

The word transportation Ins an 
ominous sound for IriSl1 ears! 1t 
recalls th~ many \, ho. fur Hlppo,t'(1 
political offenccs. had to le,n e tlll'ir 
cheri'hed bnt!, their kit!l and kin, 
and in dnrallce vile had to fipelld tbe 
hest days of their lI\"es, thinking of 
their dear OIl(,S and the eoulllry hom 
II hieh they wcre torn. 111.111\' ilil10ceLt 
men, oi good standing- anil pm\)ity, 
were deported ,,·ithout trial aftt'r the 
rebellion of 'C'; sP\·eral were S(,lIt 
abroad after a trial "hich \'ia a 
mockery of ju tice. In lllany c:!ses 
no papers were sent to the !>enal 
colony to signify the lIumher of ~'ears 
that should be gen'cd, with the re'ult 
that in spveral instances of lri~l"lIen 
almost double the sedellce was 
served. 

Three ))I'iests were deported after 
'f'S for alleged actil'ities during the 
rehellion. These were Fr. Harold, of 
Dublin; :Fr. Dixon, of Ferns, and Fr. 
Pf.'ler 0'. T eill, of Cloyne. These 
., convict" priests must have exe!'­
('i-cd an influence on their fellow­
cOllvict ; but one, Fr. Dixon, was 
allowed to say Mass and to minister 
to the Cathulic , anu that but for 11 

hort timf.'. 
Ih 1 IT, 4,019 prisoners had arrived 

from Ireland in Botany Bay. In 1818 
771 prisoners arrived from Irclami 
like\\ise, and so ncarly every yea.1' 
sa\\ n('w a1'ri\'als in large numbers. 
The hi'li eom'iets were assembled in 
DlIldin or Corl;:. Those assembled in 
I he former place were usually sent 
down hy sea to Uork. 

Let u· now quote from tlle TIc-port 
of 18lfJ;-

"There i5 a ycssel generally of 
from 1:10 to 150 tOilS taken up; these 
com-jets are Pllt on board that vessel. 
~,n', from one hundred and twentv to 
OIie hunch'ed and thirty; they are in 
the hold. straw spread o\'er the 
hallast; and all the men are in irons; 
and from tlte trampling of the iron, 
that lraw, when they arrive at Cork, 
i5 g:'ouud to powder, and there may 

~ diseern~d on it the effects of sea­
siekness; It would be impos ible for 
any person to stand o'l"er the hold. 
~hey eat their \'ictuals below, there 
IS no other place; the smell is 
~bominable, esr,eeially if lhe voyage 
IS long. , , . 

They were known to be on b oard 
that vessel, in such conditions, for 
three weeks or a month. 

AW F UL C ON DITIONS. 

That was but the prelude t o the 
journey to Australia, which, in those 
days, took up to six months. I n the 
t.ransport "Chapman" there were 186 
Irishmen on board. "On tho night 
of the 17th April an alarm was given 
that they were trying to force the 
grating of the hatchway which formed 
the prison door. It was a hot night, 
and the com'iets were many of them 
lying on the floor of the prison, where 
it was cooler than the Lunks. When 
the alarm was gi\'en the soldiers 
fired, and continued to fire for some 
time through the grating. They 
killed three men and wounded 
twenty-two. Frightened to go down 
in the dark, the surgeon left the 
wounded and the dead uncared for 
through the long, stifling night. F rom 
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that time only ik'lli-rations were 
s r\'cu out, and every night seventl 
('9lIJctimes a hundred) mcn had bcen 
chained naked to an iron cable in the 
prison." 

Governor 1IIacquarie made the 
fa lowing report to Lord Bathurst at 
tI e Colonial Office from Australia:-

"I am )lortified to be Obliged to 
Observe that, according to the E::nst­
ing Regulatio~" for the Tran5pon of 
Fellules to tillS country, these un for­
tU!late Creatures \several oi whom 
are young and, when embarked, it is 
to l>e hoped not alto;ether abandoned) 
are Lut toO irequently Exposed to 
such scenes of Debaucbery during 
t he Pa,,~ae:e, as to lea,e but little 
Hopo of 'their being speedily re-

almed after their arri,al here." 

We can uuderstand our Uatholic 
men and women resisting even under 
such conditions, but it is embar­
rassing to read the testimony of an 
eye-witness: "From the 12th of July 
to 15th October there had been no 
means used by the master and 
~urgeon to prevent an improper 
mtercourse between the sailors and 
the female convicts; all were at full 
!ibe!ty ~o act in this respect as their 
lDcliliatlOns led them; this caused 
universal insubordination and con­
fusion ill the ship." 

NO P R I ESTS. 

We will leave to the imagination 
what was the condition of things in 
the convict settlement. In 1820 there 
were 23,939 in the colony in New 
South Wales, and nine-tenths of 
these were convicts or the descen­
dants of convicts. Of these about 
7,qOO were Catholics. They were de· 
pnved of all spiritual consolation 
Priests had volunteered to go out 
with the convicts from Ireland as 
chaplains, but the Government would 
not allow them. In New Holland 
t hey were forced to go to Protestant 
worship, . and! if t hey refused, they 
were whIpped. 

The Governor was determined that 
t hey should become Protestants and 
t hat, it would seem, as a res~lt of 
or ders from England. Here is an 
extract to s.110W how they behaved 
when forced lUto P rotestant service :_ 

"~ to the prisoners you will be 
Burpnsed. to hear of the compulsory 
m anner J? whIch they are forced to 
church, ill wInch their can duct as 
I am informed, is not very r egU:lar' 
one will take out a pack of cards, an~ 
othe_r a novel, or II;IlY otbe~ convenient 
book, another will prOVIde himseli 
WIlh needle and thread to mend his 
clothes; an~ther will dress bis sorl!S; 
ano.Lher wII.I be prepared with a 
v~nety .of tncks to raise the mirth of 
b ls neIghbours; another will en­
d~avour to sleep all the time; but of 
a.1 the rest the latier is the least in­
dulged, as there are tbree or four 
constables with scourges in t'Jeir 
h ands, who are constantly rousino 
them from sleep. Notwithstanding 
the great disedifieation shewn by 
these Catholics, they are mustered 
rank and file e:-ery Sunday by the 
Governor, and ill case of ab ence 
from church are confined from 
church time until work time on 
Monday morning." 

FIGHT FOR FAITH. 

I n the compounds life was a dreary 
a ffair . Many were in chains, an d the 
a ssociation with those who were de­
graded was intolerable. Many of thp 
masters with whom they were allotted 
were slave drivers, and did not stop 
at scourging them. With much to 
d ebauch them and little to elevatc 
them, the Catholics still kept hoping 
on. They saw the "convict" priests 
depart for Ireland with a real pang. 
They \V1'ole to Ireland describing 
their pitiable condition, and asking 
for prIests. 

On eptember 9, 1816. an apostolic 
p riest, Fr. Jeremi:ili. O'Flynn, was 
appointed Prefect-Apostolic by Rome 
to Botany Bay, but the British 
Government would not sanction the 
appointment . Fr. O'Flynn went to 
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Australia notwithstanding, and, 
against the wishes of tire Governor, 
ministered to the Catholics. TIc said 
Mass, married people, and baptised j 
bu~ soon he was arrested and de­
ported. The Catholics petitioned, as 
did about 200 Catholic soldiers of the 
48th Regiment (these had to attend 
Protestant service, too) for the reten­
tion of Fr. O'Flynn, but met wiLh a 
blank refusal. 

THE FIGHT WON. 

Events at home were now mming 
rapidly. The condition of prisoners 
in the jails at home and of the con­
victs abroad was inquired into, and 
the hideous condition or things was 
exposed. The Government could no 
longer persist in the futile pursuit of 
making Protestants out of Catholics. 
Fl'. O'Flynn had left the Blessed 

aCl'ament to protect and guide the 
Catholics of the colony at his depar­
ture. It is easy to imagine that 
sorely-tried and conscience-stricken 
body kneeling around their Lord and 
Saviour on a Sunday morning. But 
relief was now near j the battle for 
the Faith was won, and it only re­
quired the uncompromising persist­
ence of Frs. T herry and Conolly, who 
came out to them from Ireland in 
1821, an d that doughty figher, Dr. 
l.' lIathorne, and a host of others, to 
raise t he Church into a prominent 
position in Australia. 

IRISH CHURCH. 

The Church in Australia is Irish in 
its origin, and has pI'eserved that 
feature, in the main, in its episcopate, 
in its priesthood, and in its laity. Its 
Catholic population bC<'trs r.lmost the 
same ratio to the rest of the com­
munity as it did in the early days­
roughly a third of the population. 
The faith of the people may be seen 
in the fine churches and schools Lbn.t 
are to be found everywhere. If the 
"convicts," who were not criminals, 
made good, as they did, in that far­
off land, their prosperity did not 
serve selfish ends, bnt was employed 
for the glory of God and the adorn­
ment of His house. 

The 2!Jth International Eucharistic 
Congress was held in ydney, eptem 

bel' 6-9, 1928. It was a triumph of 
organisation and of piety. The follow­
ing words of an Australian priest will 
show bow far they have advanced in 
that land: "The Premier of our 
Statc, himself the son of a N oncon 
Iormist minister, actually spoke in 
our great Cathedral of Saint Mary 
in terms that. could hardly have been 
surpassed by the most fel'\-id Catholic 
pUlpit orator. All the resources of 
the Executive was placed at our 
disposal. l'Tor wero the representn 
tives of other Churches unfriend ly 
In Melbourne the spokesman - the 
Anglican Church, joining in the wel­
come to the Papal Legate, used 
language that breathed the warmest 
appreciation of Catholi(' effort in the 
cause of national moraliLy." 

IRISH CROZIERS. 

T lIE Irish pastoral staff or crozier 
is unique in form, and inferior to 
none either in malerial or orna­

mentation. Most of the specimell8 ex­
tant are defaced or incomplete, but 
sufficient remains of gold filigree work, 
enamel, and chasing with inlaid pre­
cious stones to aStiur(J us of their 
beauty of outline and design. 

orne idea of thcir quality may be 
gathered from an examination of the 
croziers of Rath and Dysart, which 
exi t in fairly complete form. Each I~ 
of bronze and has a C~baped head, 
that of the first beinlr decorated with 
a network of silver slIps held in place 
by bronze rivets. Lozenge-shaped 
spaces between the;;e slips were filled 
with black enamel. The Dy art crozir>r 
is more boldly carved, and was origin· 
ally decoraLed with beautiful IiltJe gold 
plaques of a rai~cd pattern. Elabora((' 
open work interlaeings, ('uriou Iy 
carved figure~, and jewel selling~ adel 
to the general effect of both croziers. 

Of a "imilar type i Lhe bronze crozier 
inlaid with silver, known a F:aint 
Kiaran's crozier, which wao found in 
one oi the cliur('be at Clonmacnobe. 
The. 'ational Ml1.'; urn hold. yet another 
Irea,ure, he Darrow crozier, also of 
bronzo and inlaid with gold. This I 
of "erv great antiquity, and is reported 
to ha\'e helonged to ,aint Columba. 
• ueh are but a f\!w (·xamples o[ til 
many gloriong relics of Catholicism in 
Irelanu.

• 

Golden Jubilee oj Its Foundation 
This Yea,. 

MUNGRET COLLEGE, Limerick, 
which celebrates this year the 
Golden Jubilee of its founda­

tion, is proud heir to one of the 
glories of Ireland's golden age of 
scbools and scholars. Few schools 
with such a distinguished present can 
claim such a historic past. Its history 
is writ in stone as wcll as across the 
broad pagrs of 'human endeavour. 
For \ .... ithin a hundred yards of each 
other stand the ruins of the Monas­
tery of Mungrct, founded in the sixth 
rcntury with St. Nessan as its first 
Abbot, and which remained for six 
centuries one of the great Irish 
schools, and the stately uuildings of 
the Mungret of t{)-day with its twin 
Lay and Apostolic schools training 
its sons for the secular professions or 
handing on to them the inheritance 
of that ancient Mungret tradition of 
being pil~rims for Christ in many a 
difficult field. 

STUDENTS FROM AFAR, 

The fore;..;n('r came to Mungret in 
thr days of its early glory to learn 
tho arts . nrl sciences; the Mungret 
of the twentieth century is setting to 
many of its on.' tho task of bearing 
the torch of 1- aith to many a foreign 
soil. 

The var'o 15 pha!'e.5 through which 
thp mona~ ic land.;; have passed in the 
eour-o of l,400 years form an interest­
ing by-pa'~ of Irish history. Now the 
wi c I of ime has come full circle, and 
the Iungret of tho present fulfil 
again the purpose of the Mungret of 
tI e pas. 

The prine y patrimony of the monks 
passed Ul th l~th century, by a 

". 

natural process, into the possessicm of 
the Episcopal See of Limerick; was 
alienated to . the Protestant Churches 
in the upheaval of Elizabethan times, 
and remained for the most part 
"Church lands" until the middle of 
the 19th century, when they were sold 
by the Church authorities to various 
landowners. 

In 1858 tl,ere was opened on part of 
the property an Agricultural School 
under the auspices of the National 
Board, but uuder tbe inspiration of 
Lord Monteagle. 'rhis proved a 
failure. In 1880 the buildings were 
used as a Diocesan Seminary, but this 
project failed within a year. In this 
same year Fr. W. Ronan, S.J., had 
founded in the Crescent College, Lime­
rick, an Apostolic School-that is, a 
preparatory seminary in which boys 
are trained for all the foreign missions 
without distinction and for the secular 
priesthool or religious Orders in­
differently. By the good offices of 
Lord Emly and Sir Stephen de Vere, 
.l\lungret College came into Leing on 
'eptemher 14, 1882, with an cagle for 

its crest and RenovabituT ~d Aquilae 
JUllentus tua as its molto. 

Like its crest, its collC'giate I;c.:ing 
was twin-winged. it contained the 
Apostolic School (lhen ti,e only onc in 
English-speaking countries); it con·

Of these ancient days when this wa~ 
lhe Island of Stunts and Doctors it has 
been h-uly said that the love of the 
EucharIst so moved the Irish heart that 
their every poem was a pra \'Pl' and theu 
every prayer a poem. But these fa,oured 
dl1ys-the days w h~n CIll'ist wal ked wi tit 
il,S peoJlLe in the harvest fields and kept 
tryst wlth lavmg hearis 1U every shrine. 
were not t<, last. 

The night came-the centuries-long 
night of Ireland's martyrdom. The 
storm of heresy that swept over north­
ern Europe in the sixteenth century and 
whiCh cenfered around the altar and 
the Mass became a storm of hatred 
when it reached Ireland. 
You men. of Ireland, who have so often

Pre· 
sidiag is the Card inn l Prince, bidden here 
as Apostohc Legate from the side of the 
crowned Vicar of IIim Who wore a crown 
of thorns; and prelates. priests. and peo~Le 
are grouped in. humble adoration; while 
beyond the city on the margent of the 
Irish Sea lie stately ships with pennnnts 
dipping in honour (If the Christ; and out 
from Christendom nnd from the far-off 
lands the faithful ill their millions turn 
lo\'ingly aad prayerfully to their .King­
enthroned in noly Ireland. 
SACRAMENT OF LOVE. 

And now as we enter into sncred Com­
munion with our Saviour, may we not 
discuss wilh you as best we ca n tho mean· 
ing of it all?

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P EOPLE who had made pilgrimages to all the Eucharistic Congresses 
dUring the past twenty years most unequivocally. st~ted that III 

numbers attending, in the pedectlOn .of the multItudinous arrange-
ments. and in the picturesque Phoemx Park setting for mo~t of the 
ceremonies and in the devotion and piety of the congregatIOn. the 
Dublin Congress was the outstanping success of them all. 

Ov~r a milhon were pr~sent at the Pontifi~al Hi~h Mass in the Phoenix Park 
on June 26. the Immense congregatIon bemg drawn from all parts of 
the world. 

For hOUl'S before the Pontifical High Mass the multitude assembled; 
thousands found rest through LJ)e night on tho green swal·d of the Park. 

As the dawn broke the invasion of the Park began j as the hours 
passed the streams of people increased, and three hours before the Mass 
was due to begin the roads leading to the Park were a dense mass of 
moving traffic-pedestrian and vehicular. 

UNFORGETTABLE SCENE. 
At 11 o'c- there must hnve been well on to hnli a million people in the 

vast expanse in front of the Altar. Thousanu after thousand converged on 
the Fifteen Aere~. 

Soul-stirrmg, unforgettable was the scepe as .lhe time foy. the Mass ap­
proacbed. LiKe waves, the crowd rolled In, talong up pOSlllOns. allotted. to 
them, all in a Illost orderly way. There was no haste, no confuslOn, no Ull­
patience displayeJ. Announcements and instructions were made from time to 
time by Gen. O'Duffy through the miorophone. 

Thousands of priests in their white 6urplices took up their positions neal' 
the Altar; members of Orders in while or brown or black were also in front 
of the A Itnr. 

The reserved enclosure, with accommodation for 17,000, quickly filled up. 
Their Excellencies the Governor-General and Mrs. MacNeill were provided 
with a prie-dieu in front of the Altar. President de Valera and his Minis­
ters occupied a row of seats on the Gospel side. 

Twenty thousand stewards and 4,000 Cathol.ic Boy Scoms and Fianna 
Eireanll conts had been on duty from the earhe~t hours, and they carried 
out their duties with lhe utmost discipline and tact.

IT H E participants in the magnificent 
ceremonies on Sunday, June 26, in 
the Phoenix Park can, with cer· 
tainty, say that they took part in 
the greatest gathering that ever 
assembled in Ireland. 

The bringing together of the vast 
multitude was a national achievement, 
and thosa who witnessed its glorious 
climax have a tale to tell which will live 
for ever in the annals of our land. ,]here 
were gathered in the Fifteen Acres some 
five thousand people, many of whom had 
come the~e before the break of day. Lying 
and sitting upon the grass they were, 
some of them asleep, wearied by the long 
hours of travel, waiting for the coming 
of the great mument. Even at that earlY" 
hour, a large line of cars wae drawn, up 
in the Cilll Park. In. many of them. tiIla(1 
pilgrims lay asleep. 

These had reached the . Park on the 
previous night, having obtained supplies 
of provisions in the city, and had reo 
mai ned in thei r cars all ~hrou gh the 
night. 
By 9 a.m. the spacious reserved eaclo­

sure was becoming thickiy pOJ?ulated with 
white-surpliced priests.

From Park to City's Centre 

His Eminence Cardinal Lorenzo Lauri, the Papal 
Legate, addressing the vast congregation-and, 
through the broadcasting arrangements, the 
people in many o"her countries-after the first 
Gospel of the Mass, said:-

." The great celebration in honour of Jesus in the Blessed 
Sacrament, which has centred the thoughts of all the Catholic 
world on this blessed land of St. Patrick during the past few 
days, is now about to reach its climax. 

"Within a few short moments, Jesus Christ, obedient to 
the words pronounced by the voice of His minister, wiII renew 
on this Altar the miracle which was wrought by Christ so many 
centuries ago at the Last Supper, just before our Lord and 
Saviour immolated Himself for us upon the Cross. 

"Within a little while Jesus Christ will descend 
on this Altar, and will be truly and really present 
amongst us, afterwards to be transported trium. 
phantly in procession to receive the adoration and 
the testimonies of affection and devotion from a 
countless number of hearts, full of love and 
enthusiasm for Him. 

PRECIOU MOMENTS. 
"I earnestly exbort you, my dear bretbren, during tbese 

precious moments to revivify your faitb in tbe Real Presence of 
Jesus Christ in the Sacrament of the Altar, to rekindle your hopes 
in His infinite goodness and mercy, and to inflame your hearts witb 
charity, and rejoice with exceeding joy because the very God \Vho 
created bea ven and earth, and \ Vbo is tbe Lord and Master of all, 
will como after a little ,,·bile into your midst, and will bless you 
with all the bles ings necessary for yon. • Rejoice and praise 0 thou 
habitation of Sion; for great is He that is in the midst of tbee, the 
Holy One of Israel.'

MARCHING in perfect order, ~ght a~reast, the battalions of partici­

pants in the Congress Pon~cal High M~ss on June 26 r:ached 
the O'Connell Bridge, five IDlles away, Without any break 10 the 

immense ranks, 

This was due, firstly, to the incomparable politeness, good 

temper, and sense of discipline of tbat vast multitude; and, second! , 
to the efficiency, tbe imaginative power, and the carefully laid plans 
of the Cbief Marsbal, the Gardai and military authorities, and th\) 
civilian stewards. Tbe attendance far exceeded expectations; it was 
immensely beyond anytbing these 
officials had previously experienced, 
and yet they bad the imagination 
tbat enabled tbem to foresee every­
tbing. Every single person con­
oecteJ witb the organisation of that 
vast procession knew exactly what 
10 do; everything had been fore­
seen; every difficulty that could 
arise had beep provided for in their 
instructions. 

At 3 o'c. the processions started, and 
then we experienced the first touch of 
that magnificent organisation. 

The processions that were to march 
down the main road of the Park started 
from the distant High Altar by three 
different routes, but all had to pass 
through a short "bottle-neck" road be­
fore they emerged on the main road. 

PERFECT TIMING. 
Each procession was hcaded by a cavalry 

officer and 20 men. all in lhe beautiful 
ceremonial uniform of lhe National Army. 
Not Olle of lhe lhree routes to lhe" bottle­
neck" was the same length, but by per­
fect timing they all reached it a t exactly 
lhe same moment, flowing together like two 
tributaries inlo a main stream, and in 
that imposing order they emerged on the 
main rl'ad, led by shl-y ca'l'alry, twelve 
abreast, and followed by a serried mass of 
men marching twenty-foUT abreast. 

Yet these were only the beginning of 
that vast multitude, and looking at the 
crowds still waiting in the sections, their 
numbers would not have been missed. 
At the Depot Rd. the N.C.R. gate 

contingent, led by twenty of the cavalry. 
swung off to the left, and, led by cavalrY 
eigth abreast, the main procession ad­
vanccd down towards the Gough Monu-
mcnt. 
INSPIRING SIGHT. 
It was an inspiring sight to see the 

magnificent procession advance down the 
road, the ca~alry in their brilliant uni­
form'l, tile advance guard of 60,000 men, 
the clergy, the Sacred IIost, the 
high officials of State, and the dip­
lomatic corps, representati~es of puh­
lie bodies, and women.. On the main 
road at this point were two of the four 
processions. Those on the left were 
headed by the St. Laureuce O'Toole's 
Sodality fr~m. SHiUe Place, 0. magniticent 
processIOn In Itself. headed bv a beautiful 
banner. The right-hand procession, fac­
ing towards the Park gate, waa headed 
by the Eucharistic Congress banner of 
the Bl($<;ed Sacrament, and followed by 
the following foreign contingents, all 
headed by their flags :-South Africll. 
('~l;o-SIOTal;i .. nprrnan,. Ttalv. F1'nno". 
SE'l!n, and Australia, led by two heau­
tiful banners irr~cribed, "Australia Hails 
Chri«t the Kine." 

Brigid's Confraternity from Killester 
in the left-hand procession, which passed 
via Blac1<hall P!. to the Northern QUB,y1!. 

Treating the two processions as one 
from this point, we saw the Co. Dublin 
parishes folIo",: a fiue contingent from 
the distant Diocese of Achonry; lhoru;· 
ands marching beneath the banners of 
st. Teresa's, Clarendon St., and City Quay 
parishes; an immence contingenf from 
Cork-a truly superb display, considering 
the distance 'they had come. 

ARDAGH AND MEATH.· 

A Magnificent Turn Out .. 
These were followed by the men from 

the Rosses, side by side with whom 
marched the front ranks of the magni· 
ficent turn-out of the Diocese of Ardngh 
and the Diocese of Meath, two long con­
tingents, numhering many thousands 
each. The Bcaupnrc section were headed 
by a pipers' band in kilts . A numher of 
south Dublin parishes followed these, in­
toning the Rosary with impressive piety 
tiS they marched . St. Mary of the Angels, 
Church St., Dublin, was another spectacu. 
lar display that the parish may \Yoll be 
proud of. Headed by hundreds of men 
wearing the habits of the Third Order 
of St. Francis, they marched past with 
free swin!;ing strides, but 

even they seemed a sma ll contingent 
beside the immense Li merick Confrater· 
nity, which seemed in termin able as we 
looked down the long column of 
swiftly advancing files of eight. 
Rathmines and Rathgar, Sandymount 

and Hingsend, Dun Laoghaire and tho 
diocese of 'Waterford were all strongly re­
presented. 

A particnlarly good display was made 
by the Arch-Confratenity of the Sacred 
Heart, St. Peler's, Phibsboro', one of the 
old est confrnterniti es in Treland. 

Following Dnn Laoghaire were severn I 
IIIIll I.J'eri pilgrims from lhe Archdiocese of 
\~estminster, a nd several thousand from 
th·~ Archdiocese of CaSlle!. 
FRANCISCAN BRAKE. 

When the last Cashel parish, Thurles, 
several hund red strong, had passed the 
Gough :Monument, there was a break of 
half an hour. Looking up the lIIain Road 
we could see in the distance a seeming 
solid wall of brown composed of the 
Franciscan Bros. sixteen abreast, headed 
by the cro~s-bearer and acolytes. We 
observed that they were halted, and 
when some time lat er the Director of 
Organisation, Mr. F. O'Reilly, came 
down we learned the explanation. 

The men were marching t oo fast and 
the Rev. Brothers had to hold back to 
keep an even distance in front of the 
Blessed Sacrament. 
At last tlle great mareb was resumed 

and the Rev. Brothers passed us. Among 
them the Christian Bros.. De la Salle,

The Catholic Church had triumplled 
over bel' centuries' long persecution with 
such renewed vigour as enabled her to 
face with high courage the dangers with 
which cach new generalion confronts lhe 
Church of Christ. 

Ht. Hev. Mgr. McCaffrey said that in 
the building of the church in many coun­
tries; in their affections for theil' bishops 
and priests; in their love for Our Divine 
Snviour on the IIltar; in t.heir zeal for the 
glory of the llouse of God, Irish Catholics 
need fear no comparison wit.h the chi l­
lren of any other n~t.ionlliity. lIe spoke 

of the custom of baldIng StntIons for Con­
fession and Communion in private houses 
in Ireland, and rerum'ked thnt t.his prob­
ably bnd its origin in the days of the 
persecution . TIe paid a hibu'to to the 
work of Father Cullen, S.J., the great 
Apostle cJf Total Abstlncnce, for his cam­
paign for devotion to the Sacred lleart 
Frequent Communion was now the general 
rule thmughout Ireland. 
DAILY MASS. 

" It is astonishing," said Mgr 
McCnffrey, ." how . many people of ali 
classes sacrifice theIr own convenience for 
the ~nke of assis~ing daily Uass.

Tho seelionnl meeling of the ,Fr~nch 
Group took plnce in vhe Council C' ber 
at U.C.D. before GOO piJ.grims. 'l'he nt. 
tendance included Car,linnl ' - erdier. Arch. 
bishop of Paris, the Bishops of Laillt Dill 
Blois. Rennes, Ajacio, Lourdes, Smyrnn, 
and Bishop Ie llunsec, Superior General 
of the IIoly Ghost Falbers. 

The Bishop of Blois presided, and the 
address was read by 1\r. J'ean Guiraud, 
Professor at the Univeroity of Ilcsancon. 
The lecturer de,'oted the main portion of 
his discourse to the mi"hion of Sl. Colum. 
banus of Bangor and his 12 companions 
who came to l!'l'llnee from Irl'lnnd III 5 4. 
Their ,first foundation was the lJloll!lste.'y 
of AnnegrnJ' in Normandy, the second lit 
Luxeuil. 
EXTREME ASCETICIS M. 

The number of these si.xth·cenlury mono 
astio foundations conlinued to spread and 
radiate from the cenlre at A.nnegroy und 
Luxeuil-the littler becoming what was in 
effect a "seminnire d'eveques." Soon n\l· 
merous monnsteries sprung up lIlIder tho 
rule of St. Columbnn throughout r icardy, 
Normandy, Burgundy. 

Not alone di(1 these rui,sionaries spread 
the light of lhe Gospel throughout Gaul, 
bnt they wore famous for the extremo 
asceticism of this rule. 'l'ho scvere pen· 
ances of tl, ese early monks inc luded 
rigorons fast.ing, the discipline of the 
birch, nl1(1 standing in ice·cold water. 

This replltntion for n\l~tcrity lind these 
.r monnsterii Scolorulll " together with the 
idea of eomm unity life, sct tho exam ple 
to Europe. n nd opposed the ascelic piety 
of th~ c1oi~ter to the ()xtremo bruta lily 
that chan,cteri1.cd the barbarous eiv;lizllo­
tion of the Gatll of the sixth century, 
a nd so prepn red i t for tho Chrislian 
renaiosance.

ARCHBISHOP OF BETHANY 
AND HIS LIFE'S DESIRES. 
In an address on "The Syro-Malabar 

Ritll," delivered to the Oriental Group in 
UniversiEy CoUege, Dublin, Most Rev. Dr. 
Mal' Ivanios, Archbishop of Bethany, said 
that his s cond desire in life, next to 
pal'i/lg obeisance to the Pope, was 'to be 
pre~ent at this wonderful expre~sion of 
the devotion of the Catholic world to the 
EuclH~ristic King. ' 

: It was the Blessed Sacrament that ha~ 
brought him to the True Ch~(rch. After 
years of heartfelt prayer and study and 
seeking after truth, he came to the con­
viqtion that the Catholic Church was the 
institution which Our Lord came to es­
tablish. 
Referring to the Syro-Malabar rite, his 

Excellency said its liturgy was that of 
St. James the Apostle, the firs~ Bishop 
of Jerusalem. lloly Co=umon was 
given fo adults under two kinds. bread 
and wine, while, in the case of children, 
~mediately after Ba,Ptism, it was given 
nnder the form of wme only. The prin­
ciple of Communion under one form was 
established in the Ol'ient, which showed 
.the universality of the Church. 

'1'he Rt. Rev. Alexander Chulaparambil, 
Bishop of Kottayem, Travancore, who was 
inslrumental in the conversion of Dr. Mar 
Ivanios, in proposing a vote of thanks to 
the lecturer. said he was once rioh in 
worldly goods, but was now rich in 
epiritual things. 
IN A STATE OF UNREST. 

His Eminence Card.i:nal Bourne said 
there wore thousands to-day in a state of 
unrest seeking after something they did 
not possess. Many of them were intellec­
tually convinoed of the truth of the Catho­
po Faith, but hesitated to embraoe it for 
one reason or other. They must, he said, 
pray a great deal for those people who 
ent~red, or were about to enter, the 
Church because of the great sacrifices they 
hnd to mnke, which in many cases was ab-
80lutely heroic. They had to give up 
everything they posses ed and separate 
themselve from those with whom they 
;were in olosest sympathy. 

His Eminence added that no one should 
question the good faith of those who 
were outside the Catholic Church. In 
a fairly IImg life he should not dare to 
say of anyone that he was in bad faith. 
To quotl!, he went on the 'Word A of a 

cli~tingui"hed dignitary 'of the Church, 
wbo said: " In my long lile I have known 
any amount of heresie . but I cannot say 
thn t I ha VB ever kno'W1l a heretic."

q.he Council of Trent taught that Jesus 
left His Sacrament to the Church as a 
symbol of unit:\" and that there should be 
no schisms. The triumph of the Early 
Church was due to the reception of daily 
Communion, and.in the Encyclical of Pope 
Leo XIII. they had the admonition thnt 
thle Eucharist was to be considered tbe 
Cqiltre of Christian life in all its fulness. 

In Russin, wbere they saw the atttempt 
to, uproot religion, the only force they 
cauld rely upon and the arm which they 
CQuid yrotect themselves with was the 
Holy -Encharist. The Eucharist was the 
Contre of the spiritual life of all Chris­
tilms, and conRequently It was thll 
Centre of the Church's life, whonce the' 
spiritual life flowed. It was Christ 
llimself in the Sacrament of the Altar 
W10 united them all in the bonds C?f 
Faith, llope a.nd Charity-all. drew then 
life from ChrlBt, and the umty of that 
supllrnatural lile constituted the holiest 
bond thai could exist among men. 

HOPES CONFIRMED. 
The magnificent manifestation of the 

Catholic Faith and Catht1lic Unity round 
the Holy Eucharist, they were so happy 
to see on the occasion of this the 31st 
I nternational Eucharistic Congress, as­
sembled in this Catholic and faithful 
country, confirmed all their hopes. 
And it was with profound con"iction in 

the final success of their efforts that fhey 
most humhly and ardently offered their 
praise to Our Lord in the Holy Saora­
ment, Light of our Faith, Source. of our 
Hope, and invincible Sender of His Eter­
nal Triunlphant Love.
