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GERMAN CAPTURE

OF CRETE

15,000 British Taken
To Egypt

SEVERE LOSSES ADMITTED

FTER twelve days of the fiereest fighting of the war,
British troops have been withdrawn from Crete. A
communiqué 1ssued in London yesterday states that some
15,000 of the British troops have been removed to Egypt.

[t is assumed in London that General Frevberg
came out with the troops which were withdrawi, as the
latest statement about him had explained that he was
alive and with his troops.

The number of troops withdrawn 1s believed to
relate only to British-troops and does not include Greek
troops. ll 1s not known yel whal proportion of Dominion
troops to British are among the men saved,
