The shooting at Free Derry Corner was
described as “a cold-blooded massacre” by M.P.s
Ivan Cooper and John Hume. Bernadette Devlin
said last night: “It was our Sharpeville, and we
will never forget it. It was mass murder by the
British Army.”

The shootings came towards the end of the march,
which had been broken up by army barricades near Derry

| city centre. The Civil Rights marchers moved towards the

Bogside and at Free Derry Corner, where they assembted
for a meeting, they came under heavy fire from the British
Lroops.

The paratroopers advanced behind three Saracen
armoured cars and then, according to eyewilnesses, fanned
out and began firing.

This was flatly denied by Civil Rights
leaders and independeént eye-Witnesses.
